THE MASTER’S PROGRAMM 
“EUROPEAN LAW”

Duration – 2 years

The two-year Master’s Program “European Law” focuses on legal regulation of the activities in different sectors on International, European and national levels. The Program has been jointly developed by three Russian Universities (Kazan, Tyumen and Voronegh) together with the partners from Zagreb University (Croatia) and Maribor University (Slovenia).

The Program builds on and develops the knowledge  and skills acquired in the core areas on related Bachelor’s programs and aims at providing students with the tools to understand international and European  level contexts which are influenced by the processes of internationalization, globalization and European integration.

The combination of compulsory and elective courses makes a remarkable  advantage of the Program, enabling students to acquire comprehensive knowledge in the various fields of international and European law.

The Program prepares students for carriers in organizations and institutions working either at national or European levels or internationally: in private companies operating globally, in government or non-governmental organizations or in the diplomatic service.

Teaching takes place in English. The lecturers are the professors of International and European Law from Kazan University and visiting professors from alien universities. Taught courses, language workshops and tutoring   activities contribute to developing advanced English language communication skills necessary for entry into an international work and research environment.

On successful completion of the program, students will be awarded with a Master of Law  (LLM) in International and European Law.
