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The review surveys the First Festival of Tatar Music “Miras” named after Nazib Zhiganov, which
took place in Kazan in February, 2016. The aim of the festival was to strengthen the positions of Tatar
Art of Music in contemporary artistic environment and information space.The works of Nazib Zhi-
ganov, Salih Saydashv, Farid and Zagidulla Yarullin, Rustem Yakhin, Shamil Sharifullin, Almaz
Monasypov, Rashid Kalimullin, Rezeda Ahiyarova and Leonid Lyubovskyi sounded at the concerts of

the festival.
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In February 2016, Kazan hosted the first Tatar
music festival “Miras” named after Nazib Zhi-
ganov. For three days, February 3, 6 and 8, rarely
performed pieces of national music classics and
works of Tatarstan contemporary composers
sounded on the stage of the Grand Concert Hall
named after Salih Saidashev.

The sold-out concerts of the “Miras” festival
and the joyful enthusiasm of the audience, who
gave unceasing applause to many works, indicate
the importance and significance of the event. This
is all the more true since the Kazan audience is
very exacting and accustomed both to famous
names and interesting artistic programs. The foun-
der and artistic director of the festival was Alexan-
der Sladkovsky, the chief conductor of the sym-
phonic orchestra of the Republic of Tatarstan.

President of the Republic of Tatarstan
R.N.Minnikhanov sent a welcome letter to the par-
ticipants and guests of the festival, which states:
“The Tatar music festival “Miras” named after Na-
zib Zhiganov will give each listener the opportu-
nity to get acquainted with bright and original
works of national art. I am convinced that the new
project will live a long creative life; it will be one
of the landmarks of modern Tatarstan!”

The purpose of the festival is to strengthen the
position of Tatar classical music both in contempo-
rary artistic life and in modern informational space.
The concerts of the festival have proved that inter-
est in the works of Tatar composers is huge, and
that the music itself is far from being out-of-date,
but is a living, breathing organism.

It is not accidental that at a press conference,
dedicated to the opening of the forum, the art di-
rector of the “Miras” festival Professor Vadim Du-
lat-Aleev, Doctor of Arts, defined the essence of

the event with the capacious word “breakthrough”.
According to the musicologist, there are five of
them:

— informational breakthrough, which allows the
transfer of the wealth of the golden fund of Tatar
music to modern informational space;

— artistic breakthrough, which stimulates the
interest in the works of the composers of Tatarstan
and intrigues composers with the possibility of
their new interpretation;

— technological breakthrough, promoting the
renewal of the sound quality of audio recordings of
Tatar classical music, most of which were made in
a mono system at the dawn of the high-tech era;

— stimulating breakthrough, which motivates
living composers of the republic to create sym-
phonic music;

— leadership breakthrough, which puts Tatar
music in the competitive field of contemporary
world concert life, at the centre of the active and
changeable artistic environment.

The first concert of the festival was dedicated
to Nazib Zhiganov’s music, which played a great
role in the development of modern Tatar music. He
was at the forefront of professional music educa-
tion in the country, a tireless organiser of its con-
cert and theatrical life. Zhiganov made an invalu-
able contribution to the creation of the leading art
groups, including a symphony orchestra. The Fifth
Symphony, Overture ‘“Nafisa”, Suite on Tatar
Themes, performed at the festival, captivated lis-
teners with the high standard of orchestral execu-
tion, and its ability to creatively develop national
material. Zhiganov’s music is a common thread
that unites different generations and it shows that
Tatar music looks great in a “symphony outfit”.
The bright melodism and naturalness of musical
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language, the harmony of world perception and the
harmony of a form testify to a high historic and ar-
tistic “safety factor” of Zhiganov’s music. Maestro
Alexander Sladkovsky stood behind the conduc-
tor's stand during the first concert, acting as a bril-
liant interpreter of the classic works of Tatar mu-
sic.

The second concert of the festival presented
the audience with a panorama of images of Tatar
music. It was opened with the historical piece “The
March of Tukay” by Zagidulla Yarullin, which
sounded in the orchestral treatment of Nazib Zhi-
ganov. Then the audience was plunged into the po-
etic and emotional world of Rustem Yakhin’s mu-
sic: the famous Concerto for Piano and Orchestra
with Rema Urasin as a soloist pianist. Urasin’s ex-
cellent performance wrote a new page in the his-
tory of the implementation of this piece, on which
the names of its author, Rustem Yakhin, and other
famous pianists of Tatarstan had already been writ-
ten. The piano transcription of the romance-elegy
“Do Not Fly Away, Nightingale”, played as an en-
core by Rema Urasin, was seen as the personifica-
tion of the transience of the artist’s life and the
immortality of their work.

At the same concert, Almaz Monasypov’s
Third Symphony was played, embodying, in harsh
sounds, a disintegrating image of the universe,
found in the perceptions of human consciousness
in the last decades of the twentieth century. For the
listeners, who had been in a cosy world of melody
and harmony, it was akin to “a cold shower”.
However, the symphony showed the philosophical
and psychological perspective of the urban “hu-
man-made” world, where it is hard to find a place
of one’s own. This modern intellectual avant-garde
line was not the only one in Monasypov’s works:
he composed music, referring to the ancient strata
of the Tatar tradition, and he successfully worked
in a pop-jazz style.

At the end of the concert, the shattered har-
mony was restored by Salih Saidashev’s light, airy
“Waltz” from the musical drama ‘“Naemschik”,
and the fragments of the unfading ballet “Shurale”
by Farid Yarullin, played beyond the program.
Maestro Rustem Abyazov, a brilliant musician and
connoisseur of Tatar music, conducted the second
concert of the festival.

The festival program of the third concert in-
cluded the cantata “Hymn to Harmony” by Rezeda
Ahiyarova (lyrics by R.Shageev), the Seventh
Symphony “Sinbad the Sailor” by Rashid Ka-
limullin, the Concerto for violin and orchestra by
Leonid Lyubovsky (Adilya Ibusheva as a soloist)
and the Concerto for Orchestra “Jien” by Shamil
Sharifullin. These pieces, which are different in
style, scope, design and the time of their creation,
were extremely well-received by the audience. The
public especially welcomed Rashid Kalimullina’s
Seventh Symphony, inspired by the romance of sea
travel and tales about Sinbad. The energetic, inno-
vative concert of Shamil Sharifullin’s “Jien” be-
came a bright finale of the festival. Maestro Vasily
Valitov, conductor of the Moscow theatre “Novaya
Opera” (‘New Opera’), conducted the concert.

The festival received wide coverage in Tatar-
stan media. It is surprising that there had not been
such a musical forum before. Still, the State Sym-
phony Orchestra of the Republic of Tatarstan has
been actively developing in recent years, having
new professional achievements under the leader-
ship of Alexander Sladkovsky. In this movement to
the heights of excellence, to the best stages of the
world, it is important that the orchestra improves
its work on the modern sound of Tatar music. The
organisers of the festival are planning to hold
“Miras” regularly. Alexander Sladkovsky hopes
that the festival will “revive” the musical life of
Tatarstan and make the republic more recognizable
in the world cultural space.
