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Indus Rizakovich Tagirov’s biography, his re-
search and social activities are presented in a num-
ber of articles for general public. He also published
a few memoirs. The most interesting publications
of I.LR.Tagirov are his memoirs of childhood and
University years. The childhood experiences of
L.R.Tagirov seem naive, but they are so full of life
and love for his homeland, aspiration to find the
meaning of life: ‘I remember how our grandfather,
Shaikhetdin, used to tell us about the life-giving
properties of our land. According to his words, the
reason why people of this land live so long was the
holiness of the land. Sometimes, while telling us
all about it, he would take his knife made of an old
scythe, peel the roots of a thick grass, rinse them in
the creek running by our garden and give them to
us. “Eat it up, there is nothing healthier than this
root” [1:7]. Indeed, during the famine in 1930s-
1940s there was nothing tastier and healthier for
LLR.Tagirov and his brothers, Damir and Engel,
than the roots of this ‘thick grass’.

Perhaps, these childhood recollections and
lovely memories of his grandfather, Shaikhetdin,
became a sort of Ariadne’s thread that forever tied
Indus Rizakovich to his small motherland, Tatar-
stan and the Tatar people.

Some of the [.R.Tagirov’s recollections include
laconic, but succinct and impressive words about
his small motherland, that have brought him up
and opened him doors to the future. He proudly
wrote, that ‘our homeland Shugurovo... There is
no land closer and more beloved to us. You cannot
help but love it. Its perfect climate, beautiful
mountains, woods, fields and rivers can enchant
anyone. No wonder it is called the Tatar Switzer-
land. As it is the land that brought us back to life
and led us to the big world’ [1: 7].These very
things have had great impact on the conscience and
soul of I.R.Tagirov, it has determined his future
life. He was meant to become an acknowledged
scientist, a social and state activist. Thanks to his
iron will and persistent thirst for knowledge, re-
gardless of any obstacles, he tried to only move
forward. Perhaps, by the will of God, thanks to his
persistence and remarkable aptitude, Indus Ri-
zakovich had successfully graduated from secon-
dary school (whereas the majority of his peers
struggled to finish even the seventh grade), the
Faculty of History and Philology and finished the
postgraduate program in the Kazan State Univer-
sity. It was for his very brilliant scientific and or-
ganizational talents that [.R.Tagirov was allowed
to stay at the University as an assistant. Here is
how Indus Rizakovich remembers it: ‘After finish-

ing the postgraduate program I was appointed an
assistant in the Department of Scientific Commu-
nism. However, by a lucky chance, I managed to
stay in my Department. It was for a reason that,
having graduated from the Academy of Social Sci-
ences, Tamara Vasilyevna Ulanova returned from
Moscow to Kazan and was assigned to the De-
partment of Scientific Communism. So she took
the position that was previously assigned to me. I
was very lucky. I knew the Department of History
very well. That was where I majored in, defended
my graduation [project. — R.Sh.], and later my
Candidate’s dissertation’ [1: 41]. This fortunate co-
incidence had a positive impact on his future scien-
tific career. He quickly became a docent, then a
professor, defended his Candidate’s dissertation
(1967) in a quite short period of time, and then his
Doctor’s thesis (1979) as well. By his 43" birthday
I.R.Tagirov had such an unchallenged authority,
that he was assigned as the Dean of the newly-
formed Faculty of History, one of the most impor-
tant and promising scientific and educational sub-
divisions of the University. In 1995, L.LR.Tagirov
was elected as a titular member of the Academy of
Sciences of the Republic of Tatarstan. For the re-
cord, such an astounding career path in such a
short period of time was truly an achievement for a
boy from a small village.

L.R.Tagirov was greatly influenced by his
teachers who had devoted their time and work to
him in the general knowledge schools of Shugu-
rovo (Leninogorsk, District of Tatarstan) and the
Kazan University. He reminisces about his school
teachers with utmost admiration. His first teacher
I.R.Tagirov rightfully considered to be his mother,
Amina Khanum. He writes: ‘It was in Nizhny
Chyrshyly where, even before school, my mother
taught me to read and write. She was my first
teacher. Whereas my first school teacher was
Munavara apa Chapaeva, a mother of three’ [1:
11]. While recollecting about his school subject
teachers, Indus Rizakovich writes as follows: ‘In
general, I was very lucky with all of them. The
most memorable of them was our namesake Mirza
KayumovichTagirov. He taught us geography. He
was an expert in his subject and fostered love for it
in us as well. The subject of history was taught to
us by... Zoya Anatolyevna. This lovely and smart
woman was drawing our interest to history’ [1:
15]. In his memoirs he also paid homage to his
university teachers: he highly spoke of the war vet-
eran, Pro-Rector of the University, a teacher of
philosophy, Abdrakhmanov Mansur Ibragimovich,
who practically determined the main direction of
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his work and scientific activity. ‘It would be unfair,
— he writes, — if I failed to say that the reason I be-
came a historian was the Pro-Rector of the Univer-
sity, Head of the Department of Philosophy, Pro-
fessor Mansur Ibragimovich Abdrakhmanov (a
handsome, thin man of middle height, who used to
walk with a stick)’ [1: 17]. Thus, the seeds sawn by
the teachers in the ripe soil gave amazing sprouts:
a prominent scientist, state and social activist, [.R.
Tagirov, was acknowledged not only in Russia, but
also near- and far-abroad.

The multifaceted career of 1.R.Tagirov firstly
featured scientific research work. For almost 50
years of working in the Kazan University he has
written a few hundreds of scientific and popular
scientific works, including over two hundred
monographs. The majority of them are dedicated to
the history of Tatars and Tatarstan. From the stu-
dent years, [.R.Tagirov has devoted himself to
serve his people, the Tatars. It is clearly evident
from the themes of his scientific researches that are
dedicated to the history of the Tatar national libera-
tion movement and nation building in the 20™ cen-
tury, the period of sovereignization with regard to
ethnic interests of Tatars. The scientific research
work of [.R.Tagirov can be nominally divided into
two periods: the 1960s-1980s — history of the na-
tional liberation movement of the Tatar people,
from 1990s to the present day — the Tatar nation
building. During the first period the choice of the
research theme was determined not only by the 50-
year anniversary of the Great October Socialist
Revolution of 1917 and the presence of specialists
in this subject in the Department of the USSR His-
tory (I.M.Ionenko and others), but also by the 45-
year anniversary of the formation of the Tatars
Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (May,
1920). Perhaps, the postgraduate I.R.Tagirov faced
a peculiar dilemma: which one of these major is-
sues to choose, which one of them is more impor-
tant for the Tatar national historiography? We need
to give credit to the erudition of [.R.Tagirov, who
suggested considering the issue of the 1917 Octo-
ber Revolution within the context of the ethnic fac-
tor, firstly of the Turkic Tatar factor that had a sig-
nificant influence on the sociopolitical develop-
ment of the Soviet State. Some of the important
factors here were democratization of sociocultural
life in the country after the demise of Stalin in
March, 1953, the increase of positive nation-
building sentiment in the Tatar community of those
times. Despite the positive shifts in the Soviet mul-
tinational society in the second half of the 1950s-
1960s, the choice of themes for scientific re-

searches concerning the history of the Tatar revo-
lutionary and national liberation movement was
quite a bold move by [.R.Tagirov, since during the
Khrushchev and especially Brezhnev periods the
state propaganda machine claimed the final solu-
tion of ethnic problems in the USSR and interna-
tional friendship, and it was undesirable to address
the post-February, post-October history while
separate nations strived to implement their own na-
tional interests, even to form sovereign states. But
it did not scare the young researcher I.R.Tagirov.
In his monographs ‘October in Kazan’ (1967),
‘Revolutionary fight and national liberation
movement in the Volga River region and in Ural
(February-July, 1917)’ (1977), ‘By the road of
freedom and brotherhood’ (1987) he reviewed the
complex causative-consecutive symptomology of
the nationwide crisis in Russia from the perspec-
tive of the activities of Tatar revolutionary and na-
tional democratic organizations, provided that he
was the first to analyze the programs of the Tatar
national democratic movement and to review the
work of their political leaders. Obviously, some of
the aspects of this analysis do not stand up to criti-
cism today. But for the pre-perestroika time these
bold ideas of I.R.Tagirov were for many people a
revelation that laid a foundation for a scientific in-
formative field for speculations about multivari-
ance of the Tatar nation building.

I.R.Tagirov’s hypothesis of a particular interest
is given in his work ‘October in Kazan’: the Octo-
ber Armed Uprising in Kazan a few days prior to
Bolsheviks coming to force in Petrograd was of
random nature and had a nerve center neither in
Petrograd nor in Kazan.

L.R.Tagirov states that at the first stage of the
armed uprising of soldiers, Kazan organization of
the Russian Social Democratic Labour Party (Bol-
sheviks) was merely an extra in the occurring
events; organizationally it got involved in the so-
ciopolitical battles only after receiving news about
the October military takeover in Petrograd and
overturn of the Interim government on November
26, 1917. 1.LR.Tagirov came across this problem for
the first time when he was writing his graduation
thesis. Recollecting those years, he wrote: ‘The
documents that are known to me were stating dif-
ferent. First of all, that there were no instructions
from the Central Committee of Bolsheviks claim-
ing the necessity of an armed uprising [in Kazan. —
R.Sh.]. Secondly, the events started arbitrarily in
Kazan garrison, and they turned into an armed
stand-off between Junkers, who were under the
Kazan military district command, and artillerist
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soldiers who protected the fleeing felon, Grozdov,
and the Chairman of Soldierly Section in Kazan
Soviet of Workers’, Soldiers’ and Peasants’ Depu-
ties, Nikolai Yershov. These events had caught
members of Kazan Committee of Russian Social
Democratic Labour Party off guard. All in all, the
Bolshevik Committee did not play a leading role in
the establishment of Soviet authority, and the
working class did not take a major part in it either’
[1: 31-32]. Before publishing his documentarily
proven version of the history of the October Armed
Uprising in Kazan, the student I.R.Tagirov had to
first defend it in front of his teachers (R.I.Nafigov,
IL.M.Klimov, A.A.Tarasov and others), later the
postgraduate Tagirov had to do the same in front of
the Head of the Department of Propaganda and
Agitation of the Tatar Regional Committee of the
Communist Party of the Soviet Union, N.A.Adri-
anov. While reminiscing about his speech in front
of his university teachers and other scholars,
I.R.Tagirov wrote: ‘I managed to get my position
across [to my teachers. — R.Sh.]. No one said any-
thing against or in support... The only thing that
comforted me was my friend Ramzi Valeev’ [1:
32]. In his notes R.K.Valeev wrote the following:
‘The daring presentation [of [.R.Tagirov. — R.Sh.]
made the audience smile and sneer. But was it the
most important aspect? No. It made them respect
the young researcher. Because writing in a way
that was new was very much on time, wasn’t it?’.
These words of R.K.Valeev, a friend and colleague
of Indus Rizakovich, sound in unison with the
ideological paradigms of the Sixtiers movement
who with their protest actions attempted to wake
the Soviet multinational society up and direct it
towards upgrade and revival of the humane ideals
that were well-destroyed by Stalinism.

Further on in his memoirs [.R.Tagirov wrote
about another meeting: ‘I introduced him [Head of
the Department of Propaganda and Agitation of the
Tatar Regional Committee of the Communist Party
of the Soviet Union, N.A.Adrianov. — R.Sh.] to my
documents. He listened to me carefully and agreed
with me. And then we parted ways... Moreover,
after the defense of my Candidate’s dissertation
N.A.Adrianov invited me to work in the Regional
Committee of the Party as a lecturer’ [1: 37]. In
case of [.R.Tagirov’s acceptance he would have a
great opportunity for a career growth and at the
same time receive a two-bedroom flat in the centre
of Kazan and other specific benefits. But he did not
accept this offer and chose a thorny path of a re-
search scientist. For a long time, his wife, their two
children and he moved from one rental flat to an-

other, and received his first flat only in 1971. Thus,
Indus Rizakovich made a choice to serve his peo-
ple, rather than the Party and deskbound bureauc-
racy.

The second, in some ways, hinge period in the
career of [.R.Tagirov was during the period of
Gorbachev’s policy of perestroika and new think-
ing in the second half of the 1980s, which ulti-
mately led to the demise of the Soviet Union and
the sovereignty parade of soviet and partly
autonomous republics. That was when he vigor-
ously started studying such important issues as al-
ternative versions of the development of Russian
multinational society after the February Revolution
of 1917, the issue of multivariance of the historical
process, dialectics of the correlation between the
nature of the authorities and ways of solving the
national problem in Russia, the issue of the Rus-
sian federal structure. One of the key themes of
this period in the scientific activity of [.R.Tagirov
should be considered from the point of the creation
of fundamental works on the history of Tatar sov-
ereignty — ‘Stages of independence’ (1994, in
Tatar), ‘Sketches on history of Tatarstan and the
Tatar people (20™ century)’ (1999), “The history of
Tatarstan sovereignty. 20" century’ (2005), etc.

With the introduction of Declaration of State
Sovereignty of Tatar Soviet Socialist Republic on
August 30, 1990 .R.Tagirov as a participant of the
sociopolitical events in Tatarstan, fully entered the
process of creating new ideology aimed at system-
atic renovation of Tatarstan and the Tatar society
during the transition period. In the terms of col-
lapse of the Soviet system and consolidation of the
Yeltsin model of the federal structure of Russia,
accompanied by the sovereignization of national
interests of the former USSR peoples, including
the Tatar ethnos, I.R.Tagirov, along with publish-
ing numerous manuscripts on history of the Tatar
people, Tatar national sovereignty and federative
relations in Russia, took an active part in the so-
ciopolitical life not only in Tatarstan, but in Russia
as well. In 1990, he participated in the drafting of
Declaration of State Sovereignty of the Tatar So-
viet Socialist Republic, the first legislative docu-
ment that marked the beginning of a new stage in
the history of Tatarstan and the Tatar people. In
1991, during the negotiations of the Tatarstan ad-
ministration with the representatives of the central
authority on the issue concerning the Republic’s
status, [.R.Tagirov was the second person, or per-
haps, the first among the Tatar negotiators. Unlike
many other participants of the negotiation process,
he was well aware of the complicated twists and
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turns of consolidation and development of the
Tatar national sovereignty and tried his best to
keep the negotiators from making quick decisions
by cooling their ‘hot heads’ with his rational and
systematic approach to the problem. All of his ef-
forts eventually ended up with signing an Agree-
ment between the Russian Federation and the Re-
public of Tatarstan ‘On division of jurisdiction and
mutual delegation of authority between the public
authorities of the Russian Federation and the pub-
lic authorities of the Republic of Tatarstan’ (1994).
His active participation in the negotiation proc-
esses between various government structures of
Tatarstan and Russia, as well as the other regions
of the Federation, made it necessary for him to take
part in the work of the republic’s representative
bodies. In 1995-2009, I.R.Tagirov was a deputy of
the State Council of the Republic of Tatarstan; for
three terms he was actively engaged in develop-
ment and introduction of the most important en-
actments concerning Tatarstan and the Tatar peo-
ple.

At the same time, [.R.Tagirov balanced his po-
litical activity with social work. He is one of the
initiators and the first Chairman of the World Con-
gress of Tatars. In 1992-2002, having in mind the
national and cultural revival of the Tatar people,
I.LR.Tagirov paid a working visit to almost all the
Russian regions of Tatars’ compact settlement and
some parts of the near- and far-abroad countries.

His untiring activism contributed to significant
consolidation of the Tatar people, creation of hori-
zontal and vertical connections between the Tatars
from different regions and Tatarstan in a form of
local cultural national autonomies and their federa-
tion in Kazan. All of L.LR.Tagirov’s work as the
Chairman of the World Tatar Congress was dedi-
cated to unselfish service to his people, national in-
terests and creation of an autonomous united Tatar
informative cultural space, which in the early 20th
century was a dream for the Maksudis, Alkins and
Akhtyamovs brothers and many other activists of
the pre-revolutionary national democratic move-
ment.

I.LR.Tagirov managed to achieve a lot both in
academic and sociopolitical fields. Despite of his
age of 80, Indus Rizakovich is full of energy and
optimism. He remains a devoted son of his people,
continues his studies and social activity, he often
participates in various academic and research fo-
rums, sociocultural events and TV programs, his
mellow voice can be heard on Tatar radio. Nowa-
days he is in fact one of the leaders of the Tatar
people, an acknowledged scholar and social activ-
ist of Tatarstan and Russia.
