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Abstract. The research is dedicated to the study of faith in just world and acceptance of male rec-
ognized attitudes as conditions to release ambiguity in the worldview. Based on empiric study
(N=91 women, age — M — 19,7), we review relation of faith in just world and acceptance of male
recognized attitudes in cases when blame is assigned to the victim of theft and sexual assault. Anal-
