1 Tatarstan is one of the most industrialized republics in terms of population and its economic potential. As the Tatar Soviet Socialist Republic, it was established in May, 1920 on the territory of the former Kazan Province. Seventy years later on August 30, 1990 it became the sovereign Republic of Tatarstan.

2 Tatarstan has an overall area of 67.8 sq. km, the total population of the Republic exceeds 3.5 m. It is situated in the Middle Volga region between Central Russia and the Urals. Its size is about equal to Switzerland and Belgium combined. There are 19 cities and towns and 3,000 settlements in the Republic. Its territory is divided into several economic regions.

3 Old industrial Northwest region with Kazan and Zelenodolsk as it centres. Major branches of industry of the region are machine-building, instrument-making, chemical and light industries.

4 New industrial Northeast region with Naberezhniye Chelny and Nizhnekamsk as its centres. Major industries of the region are automobile and chemical industries and power engineering. Famous heavy-duty trucks/large capacity lorries are manufactured here.

5 The construction of Kama Automobile Works that started in 1971 gave birth to motor car construction as one of the main industries in Tatarstan. The city of Naberezhniye Chelny where Kamaz is located is the Republic’s second biggest city with population of over 500,000 people.

6 Nizhnekamsk is the main chemical center of Tatarstan. Situated on the Kama, this city does not exist at all some 50 years ago. The local petrochemical plant, which developed into a production association, is among the largest of such enterprises both in our Republic and abroad.

7 The Southeast oil-extracting region. Our Republic is very rich in oil, which made it well-known in the world as a major oil-producing republic. It is oil that made Tatarstan an important center of chemical and petrochemical industries. The main oil-producing towns are Leninogorsk, Almetyevsk and Bugulma.

8 The North, Central, South and Southwest parts of the Republic are rural agricultural regions. More that 15 % of economically active population are engaged in the agricultural sector. 4.5 m hectares of land are cultivated, which is equal to 67 % of the Republic’s territory. Main grain crops are spring wheat, barley, rye and oats. Fodder crops cover 36 % of the sowing area. The Republic is also known for its cattle breeding.

9 The main part of foreign trade turnover of Tatarstan belongs to European countries, although business contacts with Asian countries have been expanding recently. Tatarstan exports oil and some 30 types of petrochemical products, compressors, optical devices, Kamaz trucks including spare parts.

1 An important role of marketing is to understand what the needs of customers are and then to undertake necessary actions to satisfy those needs better than competitors do.

2 Marketing includes all the business activities connected with movement of goods and services from producers to consumers. On the one hand, it is made up of such activities as transporting, storing and selling goods; on the other hand, marketing includes such marketing operations as product planning, marketing research, pricing and promotion selling.

3 In all these activities, marketing is guided by two basic principles:

· satisfaction of customer needs;
· profitability.

The ultimate objective of a business corporation is to generate profit.

4 Different business corporations operate in a very large diversity of sectors such as soft drinks, detergents, pharmaceuticals, electric appliances, automobiles, computers, electronic components, machine tools, banking, insurance, airlines to name but a few. It is customary to organize various marketing sectors into three broad groups:

· consumer goods;
· industrial goods;
· services.

5 Consumer goods are products bought by individual consumers and households.

6 Industrial goods are products bought by corporations or institutions such as schools or hospitals. Another expression used for this category is «business-to-business» marketing.

7 In services sector, what is bought by a client is mainly not a tangible product but a service.

8 The boundaries between these categories are not always clear cut. Most products are sold with some form of service (e.g. automobiles), and most services are sold with some form of tangible items (e.g. restaurants), the same products (e.g. computers) can at the same time be consumer goods when they are sold to an individual and industrial goods when they are sold to a corporation.

9 Marketing research is very important for a marketer and helps him to determine what customer needs are. The most important branch of marketing research is demand analysis. Marketing experts have developed techniques for determining the needs of prospective customers. It is done by way of market segmentation. Every market can be divided into segments or into separate groups of consumers.

10 If you want to win a market you should be guided by four controllable factors – the Four P's: - product, price, place and promotion (i.e. the item made for sale, how much it will cost, where it will be sold and what publicity it will get).

1 Exchange is the marketplace for buying and selling both the securities and commodities. There are two main types of exchanges - the Commodity Exchange and the Stock Exchange.

2 Commodity Exchange is the marketplace where goods are bought and sold according to grades or standards and on the basis of standard contract terms. Commodity Exchanges usually deal in raw materials, some items of produce, such as cotton, wheat, vegetable oils etc., as these goods can be accurately graded, and the grades practically remain unchanged every year. Commodity Exchanges are called accordingly: the Wheat Exchange, the Metal Exchange and so on. Prices at these exchanges are determined by a complex interaction of factors. It may be said that the main factors governing prices are the interaction of supply and demand, the quality of the goods offered, the terms of contracts.

3 Stock Exchange is the marketplace where listed securities can be traded efficiently. Most free economies have stock markets, which provide companies with a means of raising capital from investors in order to finance their businesses. They provide a wide range of investment products to meet the varying needs and goals of the investing public.

4 Stock Exchange brings together those wanting to raise capital with those who wish to invest. It is made up of a broad spectrum of participants including listed companies, individual investors, institutional investors, securities firms and dealers.
5 The most famous and oldest Stock Exchanges that have a long history are the London Stock Exchange, the NYSE (New York Stock Exchange) and the Tokyo Stock Exchange. Each year many domestic and overseas companies turn to them to raise capital for their businesses or to have their shares widely traded. The stocks of the largest and best-known companies are listed on these Stock Exchanges.

6 Companies raise money through the issue of shares on the exchange market. To be admitted to the Exchange, they apply for a place on the Official List. To do this, a company must give as complete picture of itself as possible: its trading history, financial record, management and business prospects. 

7 The following basic types of securities are listed and traded on the Exchange: 

· domestic equities and overseas equities - ordinary shares, issued by domestic and overseas companies;    

· gilts - securities, issued by any country's government to raise money to fund any shortfall in public expenditures;

1 A bank is a financial institution licensed by a government. Its primary activities include borrowing and lending money. Many other financial activities were allowed over time. For example banks are important players in financial markets and offer financial services such as investment funds. In some countries such as Germany, banks have historically owned major stakes in industrial corporations while in other countries such as the United States banks are prohibited from owning non-financial companies. In France, bancassurance is prevalent, as most banks offer insurance services (and now real estate services) to their clients.

2 The level of government regulation of the banking industry varies widely, with countries such as Iceland, the United Kingdom and the United States having relatively light regulation of the banking sector, and countries such as China having relatively heavier regulation (including stricter regulations regarding the level of reserves).

3 Banks’ activities can be divided into retail banking, dealing directly with individuals and small businesses; business banking, providing services to mid-market business; corporate banking, directed at large business entities; private banking, providing wealth management services to high net worth individuals and families; and investment banking, relating to activities on the financial markets. Most banks are profit-making, private enterprises. However, some are owned by government, or are non-profit organizations.

4 Banks come with a variety of names, and one bank can function as several different types of banks. Some of the most common types of banks are central banks, retail banks, commercial banks, investment banks, online banks, savings and loans. 

5 An organization responsible for managing banking activity is a central bank. There is no standard terminology for the name of a central bank. Many countries use the “Bank of Country” form. In some cases, central banks may incorporate the term “National bank” or “Central” one. The word “Reserve” is also often included (e.g. Bank of England, Bank of Russia, the National Bank of Ukraine, European Central Bank, the Reserve Bank of India, U.S. Federal Reserve System. Rich countries today have an “independent” central bank, that is, one which operates under rules designed to prevent political interference.
6 Functions of a central bank (not all functions are carried out by all banks) are: implementing monetary policy; controlling the nation’s entire money supply; the Government’s banker and the bankers’ bank (“lender of last resort”); managing the country’s foreign exchange and gold reserves and the Government’s stock register; regulating and supervising the banking industry; setting the official interest rate – used to manage both inflation and the country’s exchange rate – and ensuring that this rate takes effect via a variety of policy mechanisms.
7 A retail bank is a bank that works with consumers, otherwise known as ‘retail customers’. Retail banks provide basic banking services to the general public, including checking and savings accounts, CDs, safe deposit boxes, mortgages and second mortgages, auto loans, unsecured and revolving loans such as credit cards. In addition to helping consumers, retail banks often serve businesses as well – so they can also serve as commercial banks. 

8  Commercial bank is a bank that works with businesses. Commercial banks handle banking needs for large and small businesses, including basic accounts such as savings and checking, lending money for real and capital purchases, lines of credit, letters of credit, lockbox services, payment and transaction processing, foreign exchange. Commercial banks often function as retail banks as well, serving individuals along with businesses. Businesses have unique needs that consumers don’t have. For example, some businesses need a commercial bank that can accommodate a large volume of credit card payments and cash deposits. 

9 Investment banks help organizations use investment markets. For example, when a company wants to raise money by issuing stocks or bonds, an investment bank helps them through the process. Investment banks also consult on mergers and acquisitions, among other things. Investment banks primarily work in the investment markets and do not take customer deposits. However, some large investment banks also serve as commercial banks or retail banks.

10 Online banks are banks that you primarily (or exclusively) use on the Internet. Online banks allow you to do everything online, including open accounts, fund accounts, transfer money between accounts, use online bill pay services, buy CDs, get loans, access overdraft lines of credit.
