International applicants are evaluated for admission based on the following criteria:

Academic Qualifications and Credentials
The applicant’s academic record is required. SAT/ACT
scores are not required for undergraduate international

students with a grade point average at 75% of highest score.

GRE required for Psychology and Counseling graduate

programs only. GMAT or GRE required for MBA students.

English Language Proficiency

In order to begin academic programs at Pittsburg State, all
international students must submit an official, passing
TOEFL, IELTS or PTE score. Students who do not submit
such a score will be required to enroll in and successfully
complete PSU’s Intensive English Program (IEP) prior to
beginning academic coursework. For more information
