ROLE OF RELIGION IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF MODERN SOCIETY

Summary. At all stages of human civilization development, religion remains one of the most
important factors affecting worldview and way of life of every believer, as well as relations in
the society as a whole. Each religion is based on belief in supernatural powers based on the
need to comply with a certain set of rules and regulations prescribed to the faithful. Religion
plays a very important role in the modern world - the number of believers is roughly the same
both in the highly developed states and in the developing countries.

Keywords: religion; world religions; religious teachings; education; politics; society.

The fact that in the modern world a role of religion is still great denies the
popular secularization theory in the 20th century, according to which a role of
religion inverses development of progress [2, p. 142-145]. Proponents of this
theory were convinced that by the beginning of the 21st century dew to a
scientific and technological progress only people living in low developed
countries would have believed in higher forces [4, p. 118-124]. In the second
half of the 20th century, the secularization hypothesis was partly confirmed, as
during this period theories of atheism and agnosticism developed ans found
millions of adherents, but the end of the 20th century and the beginning of the
21st century were marked by a rapid increase in believers and development of a
number of religions [7, p. 123-128].

The process of globalization has also affected the religious sphere, so in
today 's world the main religions of the world are becoming increasingly
important, and there are fewer adherents of ethnic religions [10, p. 17-20]. The
most common religions in the modern world are the so-called world religions —
Buddhism, Christianity and Islam. Hinduism, Judaism, Daoism, Sikhism and
other beliefs are also widespread [6, p. 18-22]. The 20th century and modern
age can be called not only the time of the rise of world religions, but also the
period of the birth and rapid development of numerous religious currents and
pseudo-religious sects. A modern person has a very large choice of religious
doctrines, and modern society in most countries of the world can no longer be
called single-religious [14, p. 39-44]. It is obvious that the rise of world
religions and numerous new religious movements depend on the spiritual and
psychological needs of people [13, p. 73-78]. The role of religion in the modern
world has hardly changed in comparison with the role of religious beliefs in the
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past centuries, if not for the fact that in most states religion and politics are
compartmentalized, and clerics do not have the power to influence political or
civil processes [5, p. 139-14].

In many states, however, religious organizations have a significant
influence on political and social processes [16, p. 241]. It should also not be
overlooked that religion forms the world view of believers, so even in the
secular states religious organizations indirectly influence the life of society, as
they form views on life, beliefs, and often the civic position of citizens who are
members of the religious community [9, p. 29-31]. Religion in the modern
world has a number of functions.

Firstly, meeting the mental and mystical needs of people. Since most
people have an interest in global philosophical issues and related experiences, it
Is religion that provides answers to these questions, as well as helps people to
find mental balance and harmony [1, p. 83-86].

Secondly, the regulatory function of religion. It involves the fact that
every religion has a set of established rules and moral norms for every believer.
Therefore, it can be said that religious organizations create and justify moral,
ethical and behavioural norms, which are followed by all who believe [11,
p. 396-402].

Thirdly, the educational function of religion. A person 's confession forces
him to comply with the rules and norms prescribed for all believers, so many
people adjust their own behavior after joining the church.

Fourthly, the comforting function of religion. In moments of tragedies,
difficult straits and severe mental suffering, many people turn to religion as they
want comfort. In religious organizations, people can get not only necessary
support from believers, but also find hope for the best by believing in the
possibility of the help of the higher forces.

Fifthly, the communicative function of religion. In almost all religious
organizations believers communicate with each other. Religion unites people of
the same confession into a group, gives them certain moral, spiritual and value
guidelines [12, p. 282-284].

At the beginning of the 21st century rapid development of world religions
and new religious currents caused a mixed reaction in the society, as some
people began to welcome the revival of religion, but another part of the society
opposes the increasing influence of confessions on a society as a whole [15,
p. 82—89]. Characterizing the attitude of a modern society towards religion, there
are some tendencies: more loyal attitude of citizens towards religions that are
considered traditional for their state, and more hostile attitude towards new
movements and world religions competing with traditional belief; increased
interest in religious cults, which were common in the early days and almost
forgotten until recent times (attempts to revive the faith of ancestors);
demergence and development of religious movements, which are a symbiosis of
certain philosophy areas and dogma from one or more religions; rapid expansion
of the Muslim part of society in countries where this religion was not
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widespread several decades ago; religious communities attempts to lobby for
their rights and interests at the legislative level; movements that counteract the
increasing role of religion in the life of the state.

In terms of Russia, it can be noted that at the moment it is a secular state
in which freedom of belief is enshrined in law. Nowadays religion in modern
Russia is going through a stage of rapid development. The demand in the society
for spiritual and mystical teachings is quite high [8, p. 37-40]. The most
common religion in modern Russia is Orthodox tradition of Christianity. In
second place there is Islam, then - adepts of various movements of Christianity,
which are not offshoots of Orthodox tradition, then — adherents of turko-
mongolian shaman religions, neo-paganism, Buddhism, Old Belief.

Religion in modern Russia plays an increasing role, and this is not to say
that this role is exactly positive. Growth of various destructive sects, attempts to
introduce a religious tradition into educational process and religious conflicts in
the society [3, p. 80-85] contribute to the negative consequences caused by
rapid increase in the number of religious organizations in the country and rapid
increase in the number of believers.

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Summary. Music in the Bible is one of relevant and interesting topics of research. Esthetic
norms change over time, but the fact of use of music in church service remains. Music was
used in the Jerusalem Temple. Psalms of king David were sung with music. The tradition of
use of music in religious service has remained up to now. Use of musical instruments is espe-
cially widespread in Protestant churches. Also in Protestant churches folk motives are used
(both European, and, for example, African). Free use of melodies and rhythms of the world
around is obtained from the Bible (the Old Testament). This article is devoted to interrelation
of the biblical music and church music during Modern times. As a result of our researches we
have come to conclusion that use of instrumental and folk music in Protestant church service
has Old Testament roots. Both in past and today music helps people to come to condition of
awe of God. Religions of the past willingly used music for these purposes. Music was used in
the Jerusalem Temple with singing psalms, king David even danced before God. In Protestant
churches musical instruments are used as well as in the ancient time. Use of musical styles
and instruments in these churches has no restrictions. It is true also for the use of modern and
folk music.

Introduction

The Bible is the book which has become a world outlook basis of Judeo-
Christian civilization. The text of the Bible sets the norms and rules regulating
life in society. The esthetics, including music, plays an important role in human
culture. Music touches the emotions of a person, tunes him or her to a certain
harmony. It is not accidentally that music is used in religious services from time
immemorial. In the Bible there are also mentions both of playing musical in-
struments and singing. Music was used in the Temple. In spite of the fact that in
the New Testament there are practically no mentions of instrumental music, in
Christian culture it finds wide application. In Orthodox Church choral singing
and bells are used, in Catholic Church organ and choral singing and also bell-
ringing are used. The heyday of instrumental music can be observed in
Protestant church service, where both anthems and music in Gospel style are
used, including fok motives. Protestants look for sources of this practice in the
Bible, namely in the Old Testament.
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Music in the Old Testament

The Old Testament as a cultural source has an advantage before antique
world histories. It is its temporary depth (Anderson, 2017), expressed in two as-
pects. It is the aspect of temporary extent, firstly, of the events described in it,
and secondly of formation of the Old Testament case: from the 12th century BC
(which is dated by “The Song by Devora") to the middle of the 2nd century BC
(when the book by Daniel was formed) (Miiller, 1966; Mayes, 1969; Garbini,
1978; Craigie, 1978). The very first mention of music in the text of the Bible,
namely about emergence of the first musical instruments and the people playing
on them is in the book of Genesis (Gen.4). When the mankind, namely Adam
and Eve, had been expelled from the Garden of Eden and having found them-
selves in other conditions gradually mastered agriculture, cattle breeding, vari-
ous crafts (production of instruments of labor), along with other inventions the
first musical instruments appeared: “And his brother's name was Jubal: he was
the father of all such as handle the harp and organ” (Gen. 4:21).

According to J. Bartlett, Josephus Flavius and Philo of Alexandria de-
scribe Abraham as a stoic converted to monotheism (Bartlett, 1996, 84-85).
Therefore Philo considered Abraham as the person who had discredited astral
determinism and through contemplation of harmony of the Universe had reached
faith in existence of the transcendental Founder, God the Creator. Having
opened it, Abraham seized being the astrologer (Philo, De Abrahamo, XV, 70).
In turn, Josephus attributes to Abraham the denial of a postulate of divinity of
the Universe based on lack of harmony in the world (Josephus, Ant. Jud. I, 7, 1).
So, according to Hellenistic Jewish thinkers, the main proof of existence or ab-
sence of God in the world is the harmony.

R E. Wilson-Dixon, in his research "History of Christian Music" (Wilson-
Dixon, 1997, 18), cites as an example one episode which had happened in Ara-
bian Desert during his visit of the tribe of bedouins. Before starting on a long
way, bedouins began to exclaim loudly and to sing something that reminded
some anthem. Characteristic shouts of bedouins are the established formulas,
different for each tribe, perhaps, somehow connected with such biblical phrases
as ‘because the Lord hath sworn” (Ex. 17:16). The Ark of the Covenant, most
likely, began and finished its travel accompanied by musical exclamations of
such kind, imprinted in the book of Numbers: “And it came to pass, when the
ark set forward, that Moses said, Rise up, Lord, and let thine enemies be scat-
tered; and let them that hate thee flee before thee” (Num. 10:35).

Several songs of the early period are described in detail in one of books of
the Old Testament. They are two songs called “Moses's song” (Ex. 15) and
“song of Miriam” (Ex. 15). These two songs are praise of the Lord for marvel-
ous deliverance from the Egyptian Pharaoh pursuing Israel who had left Egypt
recently. The first song belongs to Moses and it begins: “Then sang Moses and
the children of Israel this song unto the Lord, and spake, saying, | will sing unto
the LORD, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the horse and his rider hath he
thrown into the sea”. The second song belongs to a woman, a prophetess, Aa-
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ron's sister: “And Miriam the prophetess, the sister of Aaron, took a timbrel in
her hand; and all the women went out after her with timbrels and with dances.
And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to the Lord, for he hath triumphed glori-
ously; the horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea”. It is interesting that
two details accompanying the song are mentioned, it is “timbrel” (tambourine),
the kind of percussion instrument providing rhythmic function, and «dance»
which means the exclamations which are followed by the movement of body.
This makes the impression of emotional, expressive and noisy action which is
followed by music and common dances. Short lines and plain text point to mul-
tiple repetitions and, most likely, to the simple lines of melodies which are based
on several notes. All this reminds the usual song with couplets and refrain. Be-
sides, in combination with simple and constantly repeating rhythm, this music
could lead to ecstatic feelings. In tradition of folk music of the Middle East sing-
ing was always followed and is followed by accompaniment on musical instru-
ments. This idea is suggested by the names in Hebrew of two families of musi-
cal instruments which are found in books of Chronicles and Kings: kleshir (it is
translated as “lira”) means «the instrument for singing», and isharim (it is trans-
lated as “harp”) means "for singing". The instruments which are nowadays des-
ignated as harp and lira are often mentioned in the books telling about the set-
tlement of Jews in the Holy Land (Wilson-Dixon, 1997, 19).

As it is peculiar to many ancient cultures, music in Israel accompanied all
spheres of activity of the people, such as beginning or end of the harvest, joy
and grief, victories and defeats in wars. The history of ancient Jews is full of
such events (Selves, 2017). Researches (Ackerman, 1975; Weinfeld, 1984) show
steady prevalence in the Middle East of archaic teologema of war on the part of
deities which is perceived as a ritual action with carefully developed instruc-
tions. It includes ritual purification of soldiers, participation of priests, applica-
tion of banners and signals, the prayer to gods for help, direct participation or
presence of gods at war, cosmic elements, the victory won by means of gods and
dedication of spoils of war to gods. Songs which were sung during the military
events, whether of victories or of defeats, are mentioned in some books of the
Old Testament. One of striking examples of this is a fragment which is written
down in the 1st book of Samuel where women sang a welcome song to David
after he had won a victory over philistines: “And it came to pass as they came,
when David was returned from the slaughter of the Philistine, that the women
came out of all cities of Israel, singing and dancing, to meet king Saul, with ta-
brets, with joy, and with instruments of music. And the women answered one
another as they played, and said, Saul hath slain his thousands, and David his ten
thousands” (1Sam.18:6,7). In this episode we can see again that a variety of mu-
sical instruments, percussion instruments, existence of dances and general tri-
umph created a saturated emotional atmosphere bringing the people to condition
of unification that is an important factor for formation of religious and national
CONSCIoUSNess.
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Along with the first mentions of music and musical instruments and their
role in everyday life of ancient Jews, the place and role of music as of an im-
portant and integral component being a part of religious process of worship are
considered in the Old Testament in detail. In the book of 1st Chronicles, in the
15th chapter, the arrival of the Ark of the Covenant to Jerusalem in the begin-
ning of reign of king David is described (1 Chr. 15). Here for the first time we
can see the mention of estate of professionally trained musicians called directly
to conduct services and to make religious rites. This was the essence of service
of Levites at the Tabernacle, and later at the Temple. In this fragment it is said
that during the movement of the Ark different types of musical instruments and
singing had been used: “ And David spake to the chief of the Levites to appoint
their brethren to be the singers with instruments of music, psalteries and harps
and cymbals, sounding, by lifting up the voice with joy” (1 Chr. 15:16).

Culture in its initial phases was dramatized. The Covenant between Israel
and their God at Mount Sinai was dramatized in ancient Israel on the holiday of
Shavuot, as on the holiday of Pesach they dramatized the Exodus, and in Sukkot
they modeled tents in which the Jews lived in the desert. All these dramatized
events mark getting out from Egyptian slavery to the Promised Land and free-
dom. Those were the holidays in which Israelis, at least during the era of the Se-
cond Temple, came to the Temple to worship God. The Temple was built by
king Solomon. Thanks to him Jerusalem was finally approved in consciousness
of Jews as the city elected by God, the national and religious center of the inte-
grated kingdom. The Temple was built on the Mount Zion, on the place which
David had bought from Ornan the Jebusite and where he had created an altar to
God of Israel (2 Chr. 3:1). The construction of the Temple by means of Phoeni-
cian masters had begun on the fourth year of government of Solomon (1 Kings
5:22-25) and ended on the eleventh year (1 Kings 6:37-38). We know from Sol-
omon's prayer about the value of the Temple and about its place in national con-
sciousness of Israelis (1 Kings 8). In this prayer the value of the Temple is em-
phasized in three various areas: religious, national and universal. Besides the
mention of religious, national and universal value of the Temple, Solomon em-
phasizes in his prayer a triple connection between God's election of Jerusalem,
the Temple and David's dynasty. “And he said, Blessed be the Lord God of Isra-
el, which spake with his mouth unto David my father, and hath with his hand
fulfilled it” (1 Kings 8:15, 20).

Solomon didn't liquidate altars in other places of the country, however at
the same time he considered the Jerusalem Temple as “the house of election”,
the place of presence of the only God forever devoted to Him. He has trans-
ferred the Ark of the Covenant to the Temple (1 Kings 8:6). According to the
Bible, the Ark had been placed in Moses's Tabernacle and then in the First Tem-
ple. It had been made of acacia and revetted with gold. The cherubs turned by
their faces to each other were located on its cover. In the Ark the tables with Ten
Commandments were kept, therefore it was the most important shrine of the
First Temple. Since the ark became not portable from that time, it was not taken
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to war anymore. Its sanctity is united with sanctity of the Temple, and together
they embody sanctity of the place. From the Inner Sanctum where the Ark was
located the sanctity irradiate to Jerusalem and all the earth (Ps. 14:1; 23:3; 45:5;
Is. 31:4; 48:2 etc.). Mount Zion on which the Temple is built is the Center of the
World. Services in the Temple consisted of propitious and expiatory rituals per-
formed on behalf of all community. In spite of the fact that another temple exist-
ed in Samaria on the Mount Garizim, the Jerusalem Temple was considered by
the Jews as an only legitimate temple for the people of Israel. After the Temple
had been built, the service became more majestic and solemn. The ceremony of
dedication of the Temple, the beginning of the first service and importance and
place given to musical part of it are described in the Bible very bright and in de-
tail. It can be seen from this fragment of the 2nd book of Chronicles: “Also the
Levites which were the singers, all of them of Asaph, of Heman, of Jeduthun,
with their sons and their brethren, being arrayed in white linen, having cymbals
and psalteries and harps, stood at the east end of the altar, and with them an
hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets. It came even to pass, as the
trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising
and thanking the Lord; and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and
cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the Lord, saying, For he is good;
for his mercy endureth for ever: that then the house was filled with a cloud, even
the house of the Lord... “(1 Chr. 5:12-13).

Psalms and the Temple service

Speaking about the Bible basis of use of music in a church service it is
important to mention such musical temple form as psalms. The whole book of
the Bible which is called "Psalms" is devoted to it. It is the collection consisting
of hundred fifty psalms. It includes psalms of David, the king of Israel, Asaph's
psalms, and psalms of sons of Korah which indicate their belonging to a certain
heredity of musical estate, and also of other psalms authors which aren't known.
And still king David is considered as the main author. Sacrality of the imperial
power is especially emphasized in the Bible in connection with the dynasty of
David. The formula met in the Old Testament “Thou (David) art my Son; this
day have I begotten thee”( Ps.2:7;89:27-28) shows that idea of king's being God-
born was reflected in the Old Testament model of the world, however it extends
only to David and Solomon. Nobody else from the dynasty of David was not
considered by the Old Testament as a son of God. The idea of king's being God-
born in other social and ideological environment eventually became the “divine
adoption” used for expression of a bigger attachment of the founder of the dyn-
asty David and the builder of the Temple Solomon to sacrality which other car-
riers of the king’s power didn't possess or possessed in small degree. Even Sol-
omon's being God-born is conditional in the Bible as it expresses rather God's
election (that occurs in the text of the Bible quite often) (Mettinger, 1976, 129).

Psalms weren't the only texts used in the Temple, however they took the
main place in the service. Many names of psalms show that singing of Levites was
followed by accompaniment, generally on string and plucked tools as it was told
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above. In their form psalms represented an antiphon (dialogue in which the ques-
tion is asked and the answer sounds). Parallelisms which were characteristic of Ju-
daic poetry defined a melody, set musical equivalents, for example, in the Psalm
119: “I prevented the dawning of the morning, and cried: I hoped in thy word.
Mine eyes prevent the night watches, that I might meditate in thy word” (Ps. 119:
147-148). The name of motives, preceding some psalms, most likely symbolized
couple of plain melodic schemes, one for the first hemistich, another for the second
one (reminding the Gregorian choral). The Gregorian choral, the Anglican anthem
or later pieces of music by Joseph Gelineau are conformable to the originals sung
in Hebrew (Wilson-Dixon, 1997, 23), though exact musical sounding of ancient
psalms will forever remain a subject of disputes and discussions.

Music in Judaic Apocryphas and the Talmud

In the Book of Wisdom of Sirach (about 200 BC) there is a rich descrip-
tion of the Temple service made on the great Jewish holiday, the Day of Atone-
ment (Yom-Kipur). The major compositions which aren't included in the biblical
canon were always attributed to the famous characters of the Bible that was in-
tended to give them an authority and attract wide audience. For example, the
Book by Enoch, the Fourth book by Ezra, “Will of twelve patriarchs”, Solo-
mon's Psalms. According to A. Bertolet's researches (Bertolet, 1896, 231), the
Jews before the 1% century AD were under strong influence of the Hellenistic
culture. At that time in the Jewish culture there were two tendencies, to hellini-
zation and to national and religious isolation. A. Bertolet mentioned two fighting
groups of Jews, the prophetical universalistic Jewry and the priestly and particu-
laristic Jewry (Bertolet, 1896, 198).

The parallel description of this event can be also seen in the Talmud. In
this book there is a description of everyday ceremony of sacrifice: “And (Simon
the priest) had stretched forth his hand for the cup, to offer blood of the grape,
and poured it out at the foot of the altar, a sweet-smelling odor to the Most High
God, the sons of Aaron would sound a blast, the priests, on their trumpets of
beaten metal; a blast to resound mightily as a reminder before the Most High.
Then all the people with one accord would quickly fall prostrate to the ground in
adoration before the Most High, before the Holy One of Israel. Then hymns
would re-echo, and over the throng sweet strains of praise resound. All the peo-
ple of the land would shout for joy, praying to the Merciful One, as the high
priest completed the services at the altar by presenting to God the sacrifice due;
then coming down he would raise his hands over all the congregation of Israel”
(Sir. 50:15-20). E. Wilson-Dixon, commenting on the same place from the Tal-
mud, writes that there were at least twelve people at chorus, also it was comple-
mented with a chorus of boys to add «sweet sound». Nine or more liras (“kin-
nor”’) were used as the accompanying instruments, kitara (“nebel” is often trans-
lated as “harp”), from two to eleven wind instruments made from wood and
cymbal (“mezaltaim”). Wind instruments (often mentioned in the translations as
flutes) represented the dual reed instruments reminding auloses represented in
the Greek iconography (Wilson-Dickson, 1997, 21).
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The outlook of representatives of Qumran community was generally simi-
lar to ideas of the world of most of the Jews of the era of Hellenism (Babkina,
2000, 14). According to S. Babkina, Qumranites realized themselves in «border
area» between this world which is coming to an end with arrival of the Messiah
and Olam Haba, the future world. The manuscripts found in Qumran describe
the music and musical instruments of that time applied in Temple services very
similarly to the Bible texts: “I have uplifted the bitter complaint and have ad-
justed the harp on a plaintive harmony ... But suddenly I have felt that there is
no more sorrow, capable to fill me with pain. Then my harp has played rescue
music, and my lira — a joy melody; I have played on a flute ... never-ending
praise” (Is.16:11). According to S. Bayerle, Judaic Apocalyptica of the era of the
Il Temple was an essential contribution to development of the Bible theology as
it takes into account texts from the outside of the Old and New Testament
(Beyerle, 2010).

Psychological and ethical influence of music

In the 1st book of Kings a case is described which is an example of impact
of music on a person and its abilities to affect his state: “But the Spirit of the
LORD departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord troubled him. And
Saul's servants said unto him, Behold now, an evil spirit from God troubleth
thee. Let our lord now command thy servants, which are before thee, to seek out
a man, who is a cunning player on an harp: and it shall come to pass, when the
evil spirit from God is upon thee, that he shall play with his hand, and thou shalt
be well. And Saul said unto his servants, Provide me now a man that can play
well, and bring him to me. Then answered one of the servants, and said, Behold,
| have seen a son of Jesse the Bethlehemite, that is cunning in playing, and a
mighty valiant man, and a man of war, and prudent in matters, and a comely
person, and the LORD is with him. Wherefore Saul sent messengers unto Jesse,
and said, Send me David thy son, which is with the sheep. And Jesse took an ass
laden with bread, and a bottle of wine, and a kid, and sent them by David his son
unto Saul. And David came to Saul, and stood before him: and he loved him
greatly; and he became his armourbearer. And Saul sent to Jesse, saying, Let
David, I pray thee, stand before me; for he hath found favour in my sight. And it
came to pass, when the evil spirit from God was upon Saul, that David took an
harp, and played with his hand: so Saul was refreshed, and was well, and the evil
spirit departed from him” (1Kings 16:14-23). In this biblical scene the main
thought is traced about the fact that music has ability to overcome any obstacles
quickly and to influence soul of a person even when all other methods are pow-
erless.

The phenomenon of impact of music on a person always attracted interest
of people throughout all history, from philosophers to creative persons. Plato
and Aristotle considered music as the major lever on the moral world of a per-
son, as a means of cure and education of characters, of creation of a certain psy-
chological mood of the personality, of the ethos. The melody contains some
movements, these movements are active, and these actions are signs of ethical
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properties. Music is capable to make a certain impact on ethical aspect of soul.
A psychological component of the musical phenomenon should be noted. The
mathematician, the physicist and the theorist of music A. Kirkher in his work
"Musurgia universalis" (1650) focused the attention to thought that music has
deep psychological impact on a person, having given it such definition as "mag-
ic" or "magnetism" (Khlopova, 2018). It is important to mention here the exist-
ence of such scientific discipline as musical psychology which researches laws
and principles of perception of music and its influence on multiple aspects of
human personality from the point of view of psychology.

Along with all above-mentioned properties of music, such as ability to
overcome any obstacles and to influence soul of a person, to form his or her eth-
ical component and moral world, to influence feelings and emotions, music has
one more property — symbolical character, that is ability to bear in itself the idea
which is more significant than music itself. The early Christian authors consid-
ered that music samples (other arts too) as a part of the majestic symphony of
order. In the 2nd century AD Clement of Alexandria wrote that the Divine song
of creation had organized the Universe in conformity and had united separate
elements in harmonious compliance so that all space became harmonious
(Clement of Alexandria, Protrepticus 1:1-3).

Music in Protestant church service

The understanding that music possesses a mystic force and is capable to
transfer the nature of Divine reality was the important factor caused the fact that
it became an integral part of Christian church service. In traditional faiths, such
as Catholicism and Orthodoxy, the Mass and the Liturgy are followed by choral
singing, and in Protestantism even more value is given to the role of music in
church service. M. Luther has kept the Mass almost in the same form as it exist-
ed in Catholicism, having left only time of Sunday Masses and vespers taking
into account that it is possible either to reduce them or to increase, introducing
to it a new element — a congregational chant. Along with it M. Luther considered
music as an active means for formation of a spiritual person. He wrote: “My per-
fect belief, and I am not afraid to claim it that after theology there is no such art
which could equal with music because after theology only she one creates that
one theology causes, namely, tranquility and a clear condition of spirit”
(Dronov, 2018).

According to requirements of Protestantism, Luther sought to raise the
role of music in the reformed ceremony of church service, so “The German
Mass” or "The Protestant choral" were created, where the simple songs clear to
ordinary people were used in native German (Latin also was sometimes used for
the purpose that the youth would study the Latin Grammar). These chants didn't
concede the sermon in force of their influence and promoted effective and fast
distribution of the Reformation in Germany and across Europe. Besides, during
the Reformation theaters appeared, both in the streets and in educational institu-
tions. They played plays on biblical themes where music was used (Salvarani,
2018). So, the fact that music, as well as sermon, became available and clear for
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parishioners and it was given an important role and place in church service was
one of factors of fast distribution of Protestantism in Germany.

Later music, certainly, began to take definitely important place in practice
of church services of Protestant communities which developed in emergence of
new denominations. Then with development of culture (in particular, musical
culture) and arts in society it began to get into Protestant churches more deeply.
In the 20th century process of division of Protestantism into new denominations
and movements amplified, along with the traditional Protestant denominations
which have already become at that time such as Lutheranism, Anglicanism,
Methodism, Baptism etc., pentecostals appeared, and in the second half of the
20th century the charismatic movement (neopentecostalism) wasstarted. The
new round of application of music in practice of church services was introduced
by so-called «black churchesy», the communities in America which consisted of
the Afro-Americans. Their original culture originating in their historical home-
land brought a new character into the music accompanying church service: ex-
pressivity, emotionality, the movement and dynamics. Such chants as “spiritu-
als” were included into church practice. These chants of the Afro-Americans are
important genre of their musical folklore. It is also important to tell about such
phenomenon as “gospel”, a direction in music which originates from “black”
Methodist churches of the southern states of America in the 18th century. This
style of church service was a repetition of syllables, words and phrases. It was
caused by the fact that the Afro-Americans who used this music and songs at
their meetings in majority were illiterate and therefore couldn't read all texts
necessary for singing. Both «spirituals» and “gospel” are those directions in mu-
sic which have received their birth in bosom of Protestant church of America.
The African music has affected Protestant musical culture not only in America,
but also in South Africa (Ludemann, 2017), what also is in context of the gen-
eral biblical tendency to use folk music in religious service.

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Summary. This article is devoted to the problem of the influence of Christian culture on the
emergence of Yakut literature. As a result of the study, it can be argued that the spread of
Christianity in the Yakutsk region as part of the state domestic policy of Russia, as well as in
other regions, had a beneficial effect on the distribution of literacy among the population, in-
cluding the appearance of church literature in the Yakut language. In this aspect, the contribu-
tion of St. Innokentii Veniaminov is highlighted, during the missionary activity of which sig-
nificant historical events take place in Yakutia - the first translated publications and the con-
duct of church services in the Yakut language.

DEVELOPMENT OF SCIENTIFIC KNOWLEDGE
IN THE CONTEXT OF RELIGIOUS BELIEFS

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Summary. The source of the origin of scientific knowledge is in material production of a
society. The basis of human understanding of causal dependence in nature was people 's
awareness of their activity in the process of production. Reflecting in myths that one
phenomenon becomes a cause of another was a consequence of that awareness. Religious
ideas about the world and accurate observations over nature phenomena were merged
together, existed one in connection with the other, but this does not mean that religious beliefs
and knowledge are identical. Germ of scientific ideas were gradually separated from myths,
being mixed with them in the consciousness of a man, but did not arise directly from them
Keywords: knowledge; cognition; mythology; religion; intellectual culture.

The first form of a theoretical activity of mind was account of objects. It is
possible to have different interpretations of the emergence of scientific
knowledge, and views on this complex problem, but all interpretations of the
genesis of science tend to come from materialistic understanding of history that
relies on huge factual material [1, p. 83-86]. Therefore, those views are
especially valuable, that based on the study of archeologists and ethnographic
data, which allow to interpret mythology correctly, [8, p. 18-22]. They include
studies based on the analysis of interesting artifacts, which proved that complex
representations about the world, out of which about six thousand years ago
astronomy has developed in Mesopotamia, arose in connection with the practical
requirements of a primitive society. Scientific knowledge was developed as a
result to meet the social needs of the hunting collectives of the Paleolithic, the
needs closely related to the cycling of natural activities related to real
astronomical time, in the course of production activities, in the practice of
seasonal trading [2, p. 142—-145]. In astral myths and drawings of primitive man
there is an attempt to find a stable kernel of cognitive, rational, scientific origin.
The true meaning of astral myths is most similar among primitive people who
lived in different parts of the globe, represents the heavenly bodies as animals
and humans, identifies them with ancestors; the analogy of the celestial motion
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with the cycle of life and death on Earth, projects on the interpretation of astral
phenomena the family-generic relations of people and their production skills,
ideas corresponding to the real phenomena of the objective world, which are
displayed in various fetishistic, magical, totemistic beliefs embroiled with
rational knowledge [9, p. 123-128].

According to archaeological evidence, it has been established that at the
end of the early Paleolithic there were ideas about the dome of the sky, the Sun,
four sides of the horizon. By the end of the Paleolithic, there were ideas about
the Universe as a single whole, a septenary model of the world, four elements,
similar to the original elements of ancient Greek cosmological approach, germs
of life and death concepts by analogy with the rise and set of heavenly body and
other views, referring to history of science, but not religion [3, p. 80-85]. It can
be said that twenty thousand years ago people created a number systems. All
these rational achievements, derived from experience, simplest astronomical and
other observations, as a result of technical and mathematical developments, were
closely embroiled with faith into the magical power of numbers, images and
spells. The original lunar mythology arose not as a result of mystical intuition,
as it is usually interpreted by a number of modern religious scholars, but from
the need for real organization in time of all production activities of the hunting
communities of the Paleolithic. Based on an analysis of the trading and ancestral
calendars of the Paleolithic, one could argue that rational knowledge could not
arise from magical fantasy. By identifying the calendar implication of the
ornaments and frescoes of the Paleolithic, there is no need when interpreting, for
example, the depiction of a bull-woman or a horse-man in the cave art, to use a
concept of pralogical thinking, a sexual-symbolic explanation, or archetypes of
the collective unconscious [13, p. 73-78]. This can be used to create a concept
of art and present the problems of origin of religion [15, p. 82—89].

Research of scientific knowledge in the Ancient East is of great interest.
Thousands years ago there was an era of intense mental activity. In some areas:
linguistics, law, mathematics, including geometry, and by the beginning of the
Hellenistic period and astronomy, significant knowledge was accumulated - it is
both conversance with the number system, medical and astronomical
knowledge. Sumerian and Babylonian knowledge about the world around them
was generated by practical necessity [7, p. 139-144]. The Babylonian art of
counting, created to teach future scribes and administrators, has grown into a
science — theoretical mathematics, in the ability to solve quadratic equations, to
anticipate the movement of planets [10, p. 37-40].

Of course, it is groundless to try to explain the origin of arithmetic and
geometry from magic, to interpret scientific knowledge as a consequence of
religious ritual [4, p. 118-124]. In opposition to the view that Sumero-
Babylonian scientific knowledge was closely related to religious beliefs, it can
be considered that Sumero-Babylonian science was marginally related to a cult,
magic and astrology. There was a sharp distinction between science and
religious beliefs [11, p. 29-31]. In Babylonia, legal science, unlike many ancient
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Eastern countries, was ecular. The training course did not include a study of
fortunetelling common in this country. It would be interesting to distinguish
(from the large number of prepositions are extant) correct signs that have been
added as a result of observations of nature phenomena. These studies make a
valuable contribution to the study of the spiritual culture of ancient mankind,
and draw out formation of scientific knowledge in the Ancient East [14, p. 39—
44]. Information about ancient Egyptian calculations, calendars and medical
knowledge, do not allow to claim that this knowledge can be considered as a
part of science — it is necessary to consider them to be a pre-science. Studying
this subject in great detail, we can arrive at the conclusion that: the ancient
Egyptian class society certainly received cultural heritage from the pre-class
society. The early origins of the culture of the Nile Valley people go back to the
pastoralist African tribes. The achievements of ancient Egyptians in the field of
scientific knowledge, in particular mathematical and scientific knowledge,
cannot be underestimated. It is known that in ancient Egypt medicine reached a
relatively high level, Egyptian doctors enjoyed universal recognition. The
Egyptian doctors took the first steps on the way of cognition, which led them to
a materialistic teaching about the brain. Identifying the crumbs of knowledge in
the shell of religious beliefs is a very complex task [12, p. 282-284].

The pre-scientific knowledge in ancient India was natural. Mythological
figures on the seals of Indian culture of I11-1V millennium BC are images of the
season of the year, month, constellation: they have no mystical meaning. One of
the most important signs depicting fish denotes stars, as in ancient times the sky
was identified with the water. Epicur taught to compare celestial phenomena,
which were not available to experienced knowledge, with what is known about
phenomena occurring on earth. Seven vertical draws with the sign of fish mark
seven stars of the Big Dipper. Natural knowledge in ancient China is based on
valuable research, which is based on many interesting judgements about the
origin of scientific knowledge in ancient Greece, connections of ancient Eastern
natural science with ancient knowledge about nature, a role of natural science in
the formation of ancient Greek philosophy [16, p. 241].

Specific factual data on the development of scientific data in the ancient
world explain attempts to talk about the origin of science from religion [5, p.
43-46]. History of natural and scientific knowledge makes it possible to
comprehend emergence of spiritual culture of mankind, origin of science, their
first steps in the field of Understanding the World [6, p. 27-30].
