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Annotation

O. K. Shimanskaya (Nizhny Novgorod). Orthodoxy and World Culture.

Russian Orthodoxy as a trend in Christianity took shape in the XII—XIV'™ centures and became the
spiritual basis of Russian civilization. At the end of the XIX™ century a group of church innovators
suggested an original interpretation of the teaching based on the principle (doctrine) of unity which has
got a new life in modern theology. Orthodox theology proclaims the preservation of Russian civilization
originality as a method of preserving this civilization and treats the idea of unity as a world culture basis.

E. 1. Amerkhanova (Kazan). Razrvad (division).

The article is an insight into the military reform in Russia in the second half of the XVIIth century.
Russia’s administrative system passed through several stages of improvement. The Army reform was an issue
of major importance in the process. To enhance Army management, razryads were introduced, i. €.,

military districts each covering several towns and having its administration located in the largest one. The
entire region comprising the razryad was administered by the government through the razryad centre.

Y. V. Kolova (Kazan). Tendencies in the Development of Russian Orthodox School.

As the author points out, the first half of the XIX™ century saw the interests of secular and religious
leaders entwined in the education of young men belonging to the clergy. While hierarchs sought to enhance
the educational level of clergymen in an attempt to increase their influence in society and thus strengthen
the position of the Orthodox Church in the state, the secular idea about the theological school was based
on the state interests. Government officials viewed orthodox school alumni not only as their fathers’
successors, but also as well-educated functionaries, medical men, and teachers. Their aim was to combine
within a theological seminary religious and secular education. Consequently, the role of the orthodox priest |
in the state was changing gradually in the mid-XIX™" century. He was educated as a would-be representative
of the rural intellectuals.
