Some counties that
used to be British colonies or
territories are: the USA, Canada,

Before mobile phones took off in the mid-1990s, no one had predicted that they'd create new
means of communication: the text message. In fact, not long before e-mail and text messages came
along, some people had said that writing was dying and that in the future, speech would be king. We
won't write letters any more, we were told. We'll just make phone calls.

But now writing is back on top. Every day millions- probable billions — of e-mails are sent
round the world. Why call someone when you can e-mail them? Millions — possible billions — of text
messages are sent, too. Millions of people are chatting away (but of course they-re really typing away)
to friends and strangers in Internet chat rooms and on messenger services. And they're all
communicating using a written form of language.

And if they're sending text messages and chatting in English, the chances are they're using a
new form of the language. One that no-one had thought of even twenty-five years ago. It's got new
rules for spelling and grammar. It uses symbols and punctuation in ways that they've never been used
before and, in many ways, it's much closer to speech than to traditional writing. Whether you love it or
hate it, one thing is clear. It's here to stay so you might as well get used to it!

Text

Electronic mail, most commonly called email or e-mail since around 1993, is a method of
exchanging digital messages from an author to one or more recipients. Email operates across
the Internet or other computer networks.

Some early email systems required the author and the recipient to both be online at the same
time, in common with instant messaging. Today's email systems are based on a store-and-
forward model. Email servers accept, forward, deliver, and store messages. Neither the users nor their
computers are required to be online simultaneously; they need connect only briefly, typically to a mail
server, for as long as it takes to send or receive messages.

Historically, the term electronic mail was used generically for any electronic document
transmission. For example, several writers in the early 1970s used the term to describe fax document
transmission. As a result, it is difficult to find the first citation for the use of the term with the more
specific meaning it has today.

An Internet email message consists of three components, the message envelope, the
message header, and the message body. The message header contains control information, including,
minimally, an originator's email address and one or more recipient addresses. Usually descriptive
information is also added, such as a subject header field and a message submission date/time stamp.

Originally an ASCII text-only communications medium, Internet email was extended
by Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions (MIME) to carry text in other character sets and multi-media
content attachments. International email, with internationalized email addresses using UTF-8, has been
standardized, but not yet widely adopted.

Electronic mail predates the inception of the Internet and was in fact a crucial tool in creating it,
but the history of modern, global Internet email services reaches back to the early ARPANET.
Standards for encoding email messages were proposed as early as 1973 (RFC 561).

Email is an information and communications technology. It uses technology to communicate a
digital message over the Internet. Users use email differently, based on how they think about it. There
are many software platforms available to send and receive. Popular email platforms include Gmail,
Hotmail, Yahoo! Mail, Outlook, and many others.

Network-based email was initially exchanged on the ARPANET in extensions to the File
Transfer Protocol (FTP), but is now carried by the Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (SMTP), first
published as Internet standard 10 (RFC 821) in 1982. In the process of transporting email messages
between systems, SMTP communicates delivery parameters using a message envelope separate from
the message (header and body) itself.

For twelve years he tried to perfect the telegraph and was
finally successful. Later he invented the telegraphic dot - and - dash
alphabet. Now it is known as Morse code. Morse code was not the only one
in America at that time. There were some others. But now we use only
Morse code all over the world.

Louis Pasteur -(1814 - 1862) was an American. He lived in the 19 century. In 1836 he
designed and patented a pistol. It was a pistol with a revolving chamber that
could fire six bullets one after another. It was the first pistol of this kind.
Later came along many other pistols with six bullets.

Laszlo Biro 1766 - 1843). He lived in Scotland and was a chemist by profession. He
worked in the textile industry. In 1823 he developed a rubber solution. This
rubber solution was used for raincoat production. Raincoats with this rubber
solution didn't allow water to penetrate. These raincoats were called
mackintoshes. Now people all over the world use them in spring and in
autumn

Samuel Colt (1822 - 1895) is a Frenchmen who was both a chemist and a biologist.
Pasteurization is a method of sterilizing milk by heating it.

Samuel Finley Morse made the first ball - point pen in 1938. In 1944 the British Army bought
thirty thousand because soldiers could write with them outside in the rain. At
the end of the war "Biros" quickly became very popular all over the world.
In 1948 a shop in New York sold ten thousand on one day.

1. Rudolf Diesel (1858 - 1913) was a German engineer. In 1897 he invented a new internal
combustion engine. The engine is known as a diesel and it began a transport revolution in cars, trucks,
trains and ships. The main advantage of diesels is that they run on rather cheap fuel.

Google: About the company. Google Inc. is an American multinational technology company
specializing in Internet-related services and products. These include online advertising technologies,
search, cloud computing, and software. Most of its profits are derived from AdWords, an online
advertising service that places advertising near the list of search results.

Google was founded by Larry Page and Sergey Brin while they were Ph.D. students at Stanford
University. Its mission statement from the outset was "to organize the world's information and make it
universally accessible and useful,” and its unofficial slogan was "Don't be evil".

Rapid growth since incorporation has triggered a chain of products, acquisitions and
partnerships beyond Google's core search engine. It offers online productivity software including email
(Gmail), a cloud storage service (Google Drive), an office suite (Google Docs) and a social networking
service (Google+). Desktop products include applications for web browsing (Google Chrome),
organizing and editing photos, and instant messaging. The company leads the development of the
Android mobile operating system and the browser-only Chrome OS for a class of netbooks known as
Chromebooks. In 2012, a fiber-optic infrastructure was installed in Kansas City to facilitate a Google
Fiber broadband service.

The corporation processes over one billion search requests each day. Its market dominance has
led to prominent media coverage, including criticism of the company over issues such as search
neutrality, copyright, censorship, and privacy.

Android (operating system). Android is a mobile operating system (OS) based on the Linux
kernel and currently developed by Google. Android is designed primarily for touchscreen mobile
devices such as smartphones and tablet computers, with specialized user interfaces for televisions
(Android TV), cars (Android Auto), and wrist watches (Android Wear). The OS uses touch inputs that
loosely correspond to real-world actions, like swiping, tapping, pinching, and reverse pinching to
manipulate on-screen objects, and a virtual keyboard. Android has the largest installed base of all
operating systems.

As of July 2013, the Google Play store has had over one million Android applications ("apps")
published, and over 50 billion applications downloaded.

Android is popular with technology companies which require a ready-made, low-cost and
customizable operating system for high-tech devices. The operating system's success has made it a
target for patent litigation as part of the so-called "smartphone wars" between technology companies.

Internal hardware are used by some applications
to respond to additional user actions, for example adjusting the screen from portrait to landscape
depending on how the device is oriented, or allowing the user to steer a vehicle in a racing game.

Applications. Android has a growing selection of third-party applications, which can be
acquired by users by downloading and installing the application's APK (Android application package)
file, or by downloading them using an application store program that allows users to install, update,
and remove applications from their devices.
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Android’s plans for future. "Our goal is to reach the next 5 billion people in the world," said
Sundar Pichai, Google's Android chief and master of ceremonies for a two-and-half-hour presentation
that played to more than 6,000 developers at Google 1/0O here.

Android is already the most popular mobile operating system in the world, thanks to adoption
by companies like smartphone leader Samsung. Google's OS has more than 1 billion active users,
Pichai said today, and runs on almost 80 percent of the world's smartphones. In comparison, Apple's
i0S, which drives the iPhone and iPad, accounts for more than 17 percent.

Google needs even more if it's going to convince consumers and developers that Android
deserves to be injected into every facet of everyday life. Because the software is an open platform,
other brands, like Samsung, have modified it to fit their needs, leaving users to navigate the multiple
iterations of Android running on hardware from Google's many partners.

Card 1 The present sovereign is Queen Elizabeth Il. The powers of the monarch are not
defined precisely. In law, the Queen is the head of the executive, legislature, judiciary, the
Commander-in-Chief of all armed forces of the Crown and the head of the Established Church of
England, of the Commonwealth. In practice, she has little direct power. The monarch reigns with the
support of Parliament. The Queen summons, prorogues and dissolves Parliament. Parliament and the
Queen have different roles in the governing of the country, and they only meet together on symbolic
occasions such as the Coronation of a new monarch or the Opening of Parliament.

The State Opening of Parliament happens in the first week of November. Her Majesty in her
Crown Jewels or the royal regalia from the Tower of London travels from Buckingham Palace to
Westminster inthe State Coach. As a rule she opens the new session with a speech from the
Throne. In Parliament in the House of Lords she makes a speech to all of Britain’s MPs and Lords
about the government’s plans for the next year. The Queen doesn’t write it, she only reads out what the
Prime Minister’s staff write for her.

As the head of the State, the Queen maintains close contact with the Prime Minister, with
whom she has a weekly audience when she is in London, and with other Ministers. From government
ministers and her representatives in the Commonwealth and foreign countries, the Queen receives
information in the form of policy papers, Cabinet documents, telegrams, letters and other State papers.
All of these papers have to be read and, where necessary, approved and signed. The Queen must
give Royal assent before a bill becomes law

Card 2 The British parliamentary system depends on political parties. The political parties
choose candidates in elections. The party which wins the majority of seats forms the Government and
its leader usually becomes Prime Minister. The Prime Minister chooses about 20 MPs from his or her
party to become the Cabinet of Ministers. Each minister is responsible for a particular area of the
government. The second largest party becomes the official opposition with its own leader and
“Shadow cabinet”. Leader of the Opposition is recognized post in the House of Commons.

Card 3 The legislative organ is Parliament. British Parliament is considered to be the oldest in
the world. In 1265 Simon de Monford summoned up the first parliament.

The job of modern Parliament is to make sure that the Government is working properly and in
the public interest. British Parliament consists of two houses: the House of Lords and the House of
Commons. Both houses share one and the same building — the House of Parliament or Westminster
Palace.

The Lower Chamber, the House of Commons, which is presided over by the Speaker, consists
of 650 elected MPs, each of whom represents an area of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern
Ireland. The House of Commons plays the major role in law-making. The main function of the House
of Commons is to adopt bills. A bill is to pass through 3 stages called readings before it becomes an
Act. The first reading is the announcement. The second reading is voting. The third reading is the final
stage after which the bill goes to the House of Lords.

Apart from the legislative functions the House of Commons has other duties such as financial,
education, economic problems and so on.

Card 4 The Upper Chamber, the House of Lords, is the less powerful part of the British
Parliament, although members of the House of Lords (not elected, almost of them are peers) may
occupy important cabinet posts. It is presided over by the Lord Chancellor. The special seat on which
the Lord Chancellor sits in the British Parliament is called “the woolsack™. The work of the House of
Lords includes examining and revising bills from the House of Commons and discussing important
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matters which the House of Commons cannot find time to debate. When the Lords agree, the bill is
taken to the Queen for Royal assent. All bills must pass through both houses before being sent for
signature by the Queen, when they become Acts of Parliament and the Law of the Land.

A. The Palace of Westminster consists of three parts: the Royal Apartments where the colour is gold,
the House of Lords where the seats are red and the House of Commons where the seats are green. The
Chamber of the House of Lords is also called the Parliament Chamber, because every year when the
Queen comes to open Parliament, all three parts of Parliament come together here for the Queen's
Speech. In fact, it's not really the Queen's Speech, because she doesn't write it. The Government writes
it for her. In the speech the Queen tells Parliament about the Government's plans for the next year.

B. Oh, and that cushion is, actually, the famous Woolsack. And yes, there is wool inside it. It's a part
of a very old tradition which started in the 14th century. It was put in Parliament to symbolise the
importance of wool to the British economy at that time. The person who usually sits on the Woolsack
is the Lord Chancellor. He presides over the House of Lords.

C. The House of Commons is where MPs make decisions on new laws. There are two statues, one on
each side of the arch. Both of these two men were Prime Ministers. One is David Lloyd George, and
the other - Sir Winston Churchill. They represent the two main British political parties - the Labour
Party and the Conservative Party. They have a tradition: if you're a Conservative, touch Churchill's
shoe, and if you're Labour, touch Lloyd George's shoe.

D. These are two long narrow corridors which are very important for the whole country because MPs
come here to vote on bills for new laws. On the left there is the "aye", or yes, lobby. MPs who agree
with a bill go there. On the right there is the "no" lobby for MPs who want to vote against the bill.
Then the officials count the "ayes™ and the "noes" to get the results. So in the British Parliament MPs
don't vote by pushing a button; they vote with their feet.

E. Now look at the floor. Can you see two red lines in front of the benches on each side of the
chamber? That's part of a tradition too. The distance between these two lines is two swords' lengths. In
the old days when MPs used to carry swords, it was dangerous if they got angry with each other. So
these two lines are here to remind MPs that they shouldn't start a fight, and they can't go over this line
when they are speaking in a debate.

F. Westminster Hall is the oldest part of the Palace of Westminster, and it's more than a thousand years
old. The son of William the Conqueror... Do you remember the Norman leader who won the Battle of
Hastings? Well, it was his son who started the building of the hall. This building has seen a lot of
famous events. In 1605 Guy Fawkes tried to blow up the Houses of Parliament, and in World War 11
bombs fell on it.
