Abstract: The study deals with the question of neologisms formed by means of
quasi suffixes. An attempt was made to identify new word-forming components
in the meaning of neologisms that are widely used in the English speaking
media discourse. Contextual use of neologisms enabled to specify the meaning

of quasi suffixes. It is noted that English quasi suffixes appear as a result of



morphemic re-expansion of neologisms which leads to productivity of quasi
suffixes as derivational components.
