RIES.

The article is devoted to provincial salon culture of the late XVIII - first half XIX centuries. The study provides
examples of salons and clubs of such cities as Tula, Kharkov, Novocherkassk, Voronezh, Nizhny Novgorod, Yaroslavl,
Kazan. Also it shows the directions of their activities, theme nights, staff parties, interaction of provincial salons with the
capital's salons, their differences and similarities.

At the end of XVIII-first half XIX centuries the origin and development of salon culture took place in Russia. This
process has affected not only Moscow and St.Petersburg, but also large provincial towns. Associations with literary, his-
torical, social-political interests appeared in the major regions of the Russian Empire: Siberia, the Middle Volga and in
Southern Russia.

Associations in the provinces were similar to capital salons and circles on the device and the shape. Mostly they
were represented by such a form of associations of salon culture as the circle and the salon. The seasonality of the eve-
nings, the constancy of the public, staged theatrical performances accompanied the evening dinner - all this can be at-
tributed to traits similar to capital salons. The evening in the provincial salon and the circle was accompanied by not only
literary readings, theatrical productions and music, but also the conversations about science and politics. This implies
that provincial salons and circles can be attributed to a mixed type in the direction of activity. In the capital cities the salon
culture was presented by a primarily aristocratic society, and the nobility was made as organizer of salons and clubs. In
provincial salons and circles were people of different ages, literary generations, different tastes, ranks, social positions
and professions: important professors, teachers, aspiring poets, generals, young officials and students. All of them were
united by their love and interest to science, literature and local land and the city.

The article examines the demographic situation and the resettlement of baptized tatars (kryashens) Kazan prov-
ince according to state census 1761-1765, on the basis of statistics showing the placement of particular settlements in the
territory, historical geography of settlements. The paper analyzed in detail the position and the number of ethnic and re-
ligious groups kryashens - newly baptized and starokreschenyh tatars, their resettlement in the framework of the admi-
nistrative-territorial division of the Kazan province in 1775. Special attention is given to groups baptized Tatars, in the
mate-rials revision specified with other ethnic status. The study attempted to examine the phenomena assimilation other
ethnic communities and the formation of their identity kryashen. The work aims to identify a complete picture of the
placement of the baptized tatars in the Middle Volga region in the second third of the XVIII century.

RIANS OF PRE-ISLAMIC PERIOD (IX - BEGINNING OF X C)

The article deals with the tax system of Volga Bulgaria before adopting Islam. Research has shown that taxation in
the Volga Bulgarians was universal and compulsory. However, the ruler of the Volga Bulgars had no right to harvest their
tribesmen. On the subject of taxation scientists are divided. It also determines the translation of data discrepancies medi-
eval Arab authors in terms of tax relations Volga Bulgarians. As numerous translations of sources, the taxes could be paid
in furs, hides, cattle, horses, and so on. Typically, scientists call one of these items that they think the most likely subject of
taxation. In our opinion, the Bulgarian state in taxes could be collected from the population on the basis of a specific type
of life activity of the tribe, as the fur and cattle.

The main lodge with fellow was going to "houses" and a tax called "podomnym". Availability podomnogo tax may
indicate material wealth in Bulgar society. In addition, the state treasury replenished tribute to the many dependent peo-
ples.

Capturing the communal lands of peasants and land conquered peoples, Bulgar know not drive them from the
land formerly owned by them, and forced them to pay a tax, thereby turning it into a dependent population. At the initial
stage of its development, state of Volga Bulgarians to determine the amount of tax collection and the number of taxable
population, is determined only by the total amount of money that it would be desirable to obtain, and the process of tax
collection has committed community. The main objects of taxation, as a rule, were cattle and furs. Levied taxes significant-
ly influenced the development of socio-economic relations in the Bulgarian state.
