Abstract. The article presents comparative syndromal analysis of the psychological
states in situations of extrinsic and intrinsic motivation. The goal of an empirical re-
search was to determine the procedural and productive parameters of activity which
are combined with the certain mental states which are characteristic of internally and
externally motivated situations. At the student’s description (n=60) of situations with
prevalence of external or internal motivation of activity at the university it is revealed

that the internal or external nature of motivation defines the content of a mental state
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which is combined with estimates of usefulness of a situation, use of the gained expe-
rience in further life, subjective perception of speed of time and storing or forgetting

of the material received in it.

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SYNDROMAL ANALYSIS OF THE PSYCHOLOGICAL STATES DURING EX-
TERNAL AND INTERNAL MOTIVATED STUDENT ACTIONS

Abstract. The article presents comparative syndromal analysis of the psychological
states in situations of extrinsic and intrinsic motivation. The goal of an empirical re-
search was to determine the procedural and productive parameters of activity which
are combined with the certain mental states which are characteristic of internally and
externally motivated situations. At the student’s description (n=60) of situations with
prevalence of external or internal motivation of activity at the university it is revealed
that the internal or external nature of motivation defines the content of a mental state
which is combined with estimates of usefulness of a situation, use of the gained expe-
rience in further life, subjective perception of speed of time and storing or forgetting

of the material received in it.
