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the chronicles of 1111 about the work commencing
on the extension of the state territory eastwards at the
~ height of the first onslaught by the Polovtsy.

It is noteworthy that the warlike dwellers of the
- steppes usually abided by the conditions of the peace
agreements made. Also important is that the nomad
. hordes and clans, driven out of their customary en-
- vironment and weakened by internal feuding, adapt-
- ed quite quickly in the limited confines of the terri-
tory near the Russian border, settled the land and then
zealously defended the borders of the state, which had
. accorded them a refuge against incursions from com-
- munities which ethnically speaking were far closer to
~ them.

- At the end of the 12" century there was a reduc-
 tion in expansion by the Polovtsy. Nevertheless, at

the beginning of that same century a slowing down
in the construction of outer lines of defence could al-
ready be observed, which reflected a decreased threat
of external attack. Other signs appeared of a draw-
ing together of the leaders of Polovtsian units with
princely dynasties, which played a part in the increas-
ing feudalization of the steppe-dwellers. A sign of
the gradual conversion to Christianity of the former
steppe-dwellers is their more frequent use of Russian
Christian names. Finally, at the beginning of the 13
century, a tendency towards an equilibrium between
the two sides made itself felt, possibly facilitated by
the emergence of hereditary power characteristic of
the early nomadic state and the appearance of a com-
mon enemy in the steppes of the North Pontic region,
namely the Mongols.

Men of the Golden Horde in Medieval Russia

This article is devoted to the identification of cat-
egories of artefacts used as grave goods and of pot-
-~ tery which testify to the presence of representatives
.~ of the leaders of the Golden Horde and the military
.~ contingents supporting them in the territory of Me-
dieval Russia during the late-13"™ and 14" centuries.
The following objects serve as markers for that pres-
. ence: stone and cast-iron cauldrons, bronze mirrors,
 glass and kashin beads, kashin buttons and pendants,
- valuable glazed and glass vessels, certain articles
- made of gold and precious stones and so on. The ma-
- terials examined testify to the fact that those linked to
. the Horde by ethnic descent (representatives of vari-
- ous peoples of the steppe, which had been integrat-
' ¢d into the Juchid state and who subsequently con-
stituted the basis of the Tatar people) indeed lived
 for a long time within the main territory of Medieval

Russia. Naturally the material traces of their pres-
ence are linked above all with the aristocratic élite,
which left behind it the most impressive imported
articles. The numerous military contingents, which,
for obvious reasons, accompanied that aristocracy,
left far fewer material traces behind them. In gen-
eral, the “trace of the Horde” can be quite well estab-
lished through archaeological evidence, but only
via the combination of a number of factors. Each of
these on its own cannot, as a rule, be regarded as un-
equivocal evidence of the presence of the men of the
Horde. In general though, it has to be admitted that
considerably fewer archaeological traces of repre-
sentatives of the Golden Horde in Medieval Russia
are being recorded nowadays than traces of the pres-
ence of Russians within the territory ruled by the
Horde.

Contacts between Medieval Russia and the Lower Volga region during
the time of the Golden Horde

- Medieval Russian materials which testify to the
' presence of a Russian population have been found at
- many sites in the Lower Volga region. Some of these
' materials were imported, but others were manufac-
- tured locally. The Russian materials account for 22
- objects (24.4%) and Mordvinian materials for 8 ob-
' jects (8.9%) at the ninety known settlements from the
. four largest groups of sites in the Lower Volga region
studied by our research team.
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The chronology of the sites containing Medieval-
Russian materials corresponds approximately to that of
all the sites surrounding the largest cities of the Gold-
en Horde in the Lower Volga region. We need, how-
ever, to mention some differences as well. The propor-
tion of the settlements containing Medieval-Russian
materials was largest in the early Golden Horde peri-
od (two thirds of all those settlements contained Rus-
sian materials) and was subsequently constant — rang-



ing between one third to half of all the sites up until
the collapse of Ulus of Juchi. Medieval-Russian ma-
terials and Mordvinian ones are to be found only in
the urban centres in the vicinity of the Tsarevskoye,
Selitrennoye and Sharenyi Bugor sites: near the Uvek
site they were also found in villages. The Russian pop-
ulation could have been engaged in agriculture in the
northern part of the Lower Volga region, where the
number of sites containing Medieval-Russian materi-
als is largest.

Links between North-eastern Medieval Russia
and the Lands of the East in the 10"~14"" Centuries

In this article the countries of the East are under-
stood as the states situated to the East and the South of
the Vladimir-Suzdal principality, in particular the near-
est eastern neighbours — Volga Bulgaria and the Gold-
en Horde and also more distant states (Egypt, Syria,
Iran, India and the countries of the Caucasus and Cen-
tral Asia). The links with the latter and Moorish Spain
were essentially of the commercial variety: the trad-
ing was not direct, however, but via intermediaries.
Spices, silver, silk and other high-status commodities
were brought from the East to Medieval Russia. The
Vladimir-Suzdal principality, thanks to its geographi-

An Iranian Jug from Excavations in Suzdal

In 1973 during excavations in Suzdal on the site
of a building which had been destroyed by fire, an
intact kashin jug was found of a type extremely rare
in Medieval Russia: eastern semi-faience with paint-
ed decoration in three colours (green, blue and pur-
ple). The body of the jug was decorated with three
horizontal bands of epigraphic decoration, scratched
on to half-dry green paint — the words “Allah — our
mainstay” worked in the Naskhi script. The jug was
an example of well-known “Sultanabad ware” pro-
duced in Iran in the late-13"™ or early-14™ century.
Together with the jug, three red-clay vessels were
found which had been manufactured in Volga Bul-
garia. Earlier all these vessels and the assemblage
which had included them were dated to the pre-
Mongol era. Study of the assemblage has shown,
however, on the basis of most of its features, that
it appears to belong to the Early Golden-Horde pe-
riod, i.e. to the same period as the “Sultanabad” jug.
It is likely that the whole range of eastern vessels and
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Finger-rings made of glass, kashin and glass beads
and pottery were brought to Medieval Russia via the
Golden Horde. Cornelian, rock crystal, lapis lazu-
li, glazed pottery from Iran, Syria, Central Asia and
Transcaucasia, Chinese celadon vessels and glassware
from the Near East were brought to Medieval Rus-
sia via the Central and Lower Volga regions. Glass
bracelets, certain types of finger-rings and amber were
brought from Russian lands to the Central and Lower
Volga regions.

cal location, was an intermediary in this trade and it-
self exported honey, wax, furs and linen textiles. Indi-
rect evidence for the importance of this eastern trade
by way of the Volga-Caspian route was the fact that
in Vladimir the gate leading down to the river wharf
on the bank of the Klyazma river was known not as
the Klyazma Gate, but as the Volga Gate. Trading
with the East had begun as far back as the Finno-Ug-
ric era. Between the 9 and 14™ centuries these links
would sometimes be in the ascendant and sometimes
in decline, but were never broken off: all that occurred
would be a change in trading partners.

the building in which they were found had belonged
to an official of the Golden Horde, who had resided
on a permanent basis in Suzdal. The building was i
destroyed by fire, after which it was not restored, its
foundation trench was filled in and the actual plot
of ground was laid out anew: all this would pointto -
the fact that the fire had not been an ordinary one,
but had been linked with some major upheaval in
the life of the city. In the period of interest to us it -
could have been the ravage of the city by “Dyuden’s -
army” in 1293 (when, for a whole number of rea- -
sons, the dwellings in the town belonging to men
of the Golden Horde could have suffered), or some -
other catastrophic event in the first half of the 14" -
century. 1

In view of the above, Building Ne 1 with its assem-
blage of imported (eastern) vessels is possibly one -
of the extremely small number of sites indicating the
presence of representatives of the Golden Horde in
Medieval Russia. 4
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
