Aivaz Fazliev, Farit Shakurov ETHNIC AND NATIONAL-CULTURAL CONCEPTS TATAR HISTORIANS AT THE
TURN OF XIX-XX CENTURIES

The article deals with the views of the Tatar historians of the late nineteenth century and early twentieth century
regarding the origin of the Tatar people as a core issue of the Jadidist historiography. Conceptual approaches to its solu-
tion were outlined by Sh.Mardzhani in the first scientific research on national history "Mustafad al-akhbar fi akhvali Ka-
zan va Bulgar" (The information brought to the history of Kazan and Bulgar), where the history of the people was set out
as the continuity and ongoing development of the Volga Bulgaria through the history of the Golden Horde and the Tatar
Khanates. These ideas generally were supported by his successors as R. Fakhrutdinova, H. Gabyashi, G. Akhmarov, H. At-
lasi, A. Validi, and G. Battal. Ethnogenetic concepts were important component and essential factor in the process of na-
tional consolidation claiming the idea of the ethnic unity and defining the particular historical and cultural place of the
Tatars among other nations. Answer the question of the ethnonym and ethnic self-identity: "Who we are: Muslims, Bulga-
rians, Turks or the Tartars?" became currently important and demanded one. Among the Tatar historians it was no any
consensus on the self-designation, but regardless of the commitment to a particular ethnonym they recognized ethno-
cultural specifics of his people and showed in their works the establishment and development of the particular ethnicity
of Turkic Muslims of the Volga and Ural regions.

Egorushkin Yuri A. ABOUT THE RESTORATION OF HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL OBJECTS BY TRDPCR IN ELABUGA

The article evaluates the activity of Tatar Research, Development and Production Centre for Restoration
(TRDPCR) in the city of Elabuga from 1970-s up to today. The restoration works conducted by the Centre, involved the
restoration of several cultural heritage sites, including religious monuments as Spassky Cathedral, Pokrovskaya and Ni-
kolskaya churches, as well as cultural monuments related to significant figures for the development of Russian culture as
arts Nadezhda Durova, Maria Tsvetaeva and Ivan Shishkin. The restoration works were initiated by Tatarstan Ministry of
Culture. However, the proposed scale of restoration works to be conducted were interrupted due to the lack of funding
and personnel. A new successful attempt of restoration has followed later in 1990-2000 and has a close relation to the
process of establishment of Elabuga State Historical, Architectural and Art Museum-Reserve, that recently has achieved
the official recognition as a cultural heritage site of the highest federal significance.

The overview of the research project of the Russian Scientific Humanitarian Foundation “The Mari People’s Ethno-
cultural Space in Fine Arts of the Mari Republic in 1950-80s” is given in the article. The regional phenomenon of art is
presented as a form of the ethnic and cultural reflection of the Mari culture. The analysis is based on the structural-
semiotic model developed. The results of the study of one of the elements, namely the social space to be the most signifi-
cant segment of culture for the period of the nation’s history are given. In the first place, at this stage, the collision of the
Soviet ideological and national-romantic foundations is revealed. This resulted in the mangled representation of the Mari
people’s past and the idealised interpretation of socialist system creation in the Mari rural areas, however, national Neo-
romanticism gave rise to the interest to the traditional Mari culture and gave the representation of several cultural arche-
types, not having lost their artistic relevance to this day. The representation of the family space is an attempt to synthe-
sise the two tendencies: a family is shown as an ethnic ‘cell’ of the Soviet society. The two main types of the Soviet era - a
national intellectual and a rural worker - are depicted in the space of the culture subject. Both types are widely
represented and they create a general image of the Mari people at the stage of late socialism. The practical aspects of the
research and the work on electronic thematic catalogue are covered in the article.

F.A. Ulmasov UNISON PLAYING MUSIC IN THE SYSTEM EAST MONODY

Unison playing music in the eastern monody system is presented in three main forms - vocal, instrumental and
vocal-instrumental. The vocal unison as fully realized the nature unison as a special socio-cultural phenomenon of the
collective expression of unity, unanimity. All participants are united by one «specific information» that must be
maintained and not be subject to any changes. This kind of unison is mainly used in the ritual and cult-ritual genres,
where you want to express a collective «consensus» of participants; in a variety of song forms, with alternating solo and
ensemble (unison) singing. Understanding the characteristics of the type of vocal unison disclosed in the context of his
creative potentialities. In accordance with the structural specificity of vocal unison does not have the resources to sustain
itself as an autonomous, capable of self-development of the art system. In this context, this type of unison can be defined
as the distinctive - a specific phenomenon of monodic oriental cultures. On the contrary, the vocal tune is a kind of overall
quality inherent in both European Asian musical traditions. A completely different kind of unison playing music - vocal
and instrumental, which can be used both in solo and in collective forms of monodic music making.
