Psychological states as determinants of communicative interaction

Abstract. The relevance of the study is due to the need for phenomenological identifica-
tion of mental states experienced in the process of communication, with different positions,
roles, and conditions of communication. The analysis showed that respondents often men-
tion states that can be attributed to personality traits (e. g., carelessness, authoritarianism) or
cognitive processes (e. g., reflection, analysis), but they are experienced as temporary states
in specific situations, which requires their classification as a separate class of “communica-
tion states”. The purpose of the study: is to consider typical and specific mental states that
determine, accompany, and condition communicative interaction, including an analysis of
their dynamics and gender differences. Methods. The general study involved 295 people
(43 men and 252 women) aged 17-26. The study was conducted using the author's ques-
tionnaire “Communication States”, which includes 19 questions. The questions were based
on the stages of communication (according to Stolyarenko), the positions of communication
(according to Stolyarenko and E. Bern), the conditions of communication (according to Wer-
derber), the types of communication (according to Ilyin), and the author's options (time inter-
vals, various types of communication). Content and frequency analyses were used to process
the data. Results. A total of 681 different mental states were identified. The most commonly
reported communication states include joy/fun (71 %), engagement/interest (53 %), anxiety/
worry (32 %), excitement (25 %), and satisfaction (21 %). The sex differences and dynam-
ics are determined. Discussion of the results. The identified sex differences (a wider range
of states in women and their more frequent experience of anxiety, and in men — calmness
and focus) confirm the hypothesis that women more finely differentiate mental states in the
process of communication. The states of interest, joy, anxiety, calmness, focus, and dissat-
isfaction are common to both samples throughout the communication process. This analy-
sis allows us to identify specific mental states that occur at each stage of communication,
which is important for further theoretical classification of the “communication states” class.
Conclusions. The mental states that accompany communication are diverse and dynamic.
They include emotional, cognitive, and, in specific cases, states related to personality traits.
Gender differences are manifested in the frequency and modality of the experienced states,
especially at the stage of the emergence of the need for communication and at the stage of
adjusting the process. Women exhibit a greater range of positive states, while men have a
roughly equal ratio of positive and negative states in communication.
