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The historic and architectural complex of the
Kazan Kremlin is regarded by both the government
and society as an integral part of the cultural lega-
cy of Tatarstan, Tatar people and the Russian Fed-
eration. In the 1980s and 1990s, its role and signif-
icance were re-examined. Thanks to this and to the
coordinated and professional measures the Repub-
lic of Tatarstan had taken to protect, explore, con-
serve, restore and preserve the monuments and
complexes of the Kremlin, 30 November, 2000 the
UNESCO World Heritage Committee (Cairns,
Australia) included it in the UNESCO World Her-
itage List, thus enabling it to gain its position in
world history and culture.

The work aimed at inclusion of the Kazan
Kremlin in the List was made possible largely due
to the prioritization of cultural diversity and conti-
nuity. Built on an ancient inhabited site at the turn
of the 10" century, the Kazan Kremlin dates from
the Muslim period of Volga Bulgaria, the Golden
Horde and the Kazan Khanate. Between the 10"
and 13" centuries, Kazan was a pre-Mongolian
Bulgarian city located on the northern border of the
state. There was a fortified trading settlement sur-
rounded by moats, ramparts and a palisade. In the
12t century, a white-stone fortress was built, and
the city became an outpost on the border of Volga
Bulgaria. In the 13" — 16th centuries, the Kremlin
and the city were growing within the Golden
Horde and the Kazan Khanate. In the first half of
the 15" century, it became the capital of the state

and actively developed as a political, military, ad-
ministrative, economic and cultural center.

In 1552, the Kazan Kremlin was conguered by
Ivan the Terrible and became the center for spread-
ing Orthodox Christianity on the territory of the
Volga Region and further to the east of Eurasia.
Largely preserving the layout of the ancient Bul-
garian Tatar fortress, it became an important center
of pilgrimage. The Kremlin included well pre-
served outstanding historical buildings of the 16" —
19™ centuries constructed on the ruins of earlier
buildings of the 10" — 16" centuries, despite the
fact that the development of civilizations was ac-
companied by the changes in life style, philosophy,
traditions, spiritual and material values. The build-
ings erected in the 16™ — 19™ centuries fit into the
composition and the image of this remarkable
monument.

At the beginning of the 18" century, Kazan be-
came the center of the huge Kazan Governorate,
which resulted in developing numerous projects
aimed to replace the stone walls and towers of the
Kremlin with earth redoubts and bastions in ac-
cordance with the new trends in fortification.
However, none of them were implemented due to
the transfer of the Russian border and the construc-
tion of the Zakamsk fortification lines in the 17" —
18™ centuries, which continued the traditions of the
Bulgarian “long” ramparts. As a result, there was
no need for fortifications in Kazan.

In the 19™ century it was decided to carry out
extensive repair work on the dilapidated Kremlin
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walls and towers, but instead of strengthening and
consolidating the deteriorating buildings, they de-
molished the North-East Round Tower, then the
Five-sided and the Dmitrievsky gate towers, and
finally the North-West tower. There was also a
suggestion to demolish the Taynitskaya (‘Secret’)
gate tower, which was in danger due to its location
on the hill eroded by the Kazanka river. However,
the outstanding Kazan architect P. Pyatnitsky de-
signed an original plan to strengthen it, thus help-
ing to preserve the tower which is important both
for the history of the Kazan Kremlin and for the
Tatar people.

Unfortunately, no monographic study of the
history of the Kazan Kremlin restoration and con-
servation has been conducted so far. There are
many problems that require analysis. In my opin-
ion, they include issues related to the geopolitical
significance of the Kremlin, its stages of develop-
ment, its place in the formation of city-planning
and the state, reasons why the buildings and com-
plexes were constructed and regular patterns were
used in their creation, the role of the state and reli-
gious authority, their functional organization, and
the stages of restoration, which allowed preserving
the Kazan Kremlin as exceptional evidence of his-
torical continuity and cultural diversity.

In the 20™ century, the most significant strides
were taken to restore the historical and cultural
monuments of the Kremlin based on scientific re-
search, which started after the establishment of the
Tatar Special Scientific Restoration Workshop
with a strong research and development, produc-
tion and restoration base, and a competent team
(S. Aidarov, N. Yusupov, R. Bilyalov, F. Zabirova,
S. Mamleeva, etc.). Several individual buildings of
the Kremlin had been examined and restored by
the 1990s. First priority was given to the fortifica-
tions located in the southern part of the Kremlin —
the main front part overlooking Lenin Street (cur-
rently Kremlevskaya) and 1 May Square: the
South-East, South-West, Spasskaya towers and the
adjacent fortress walls 1-2, 2-3, 13-1, 12-13, 3-4
more than 580 metres long, the Konsistorskaya,
Bezymyannaya (‘Nameless’), North-West towers
and the Transfiguration gate tower. All these build-
ings dating back to the 16" — 18" centuries were
restored very close to their original appearance,
which had been greatly distorted in the 19" century
and the beginning of the 20" century. The author
of this article coordinated all the works on the ex-
amination and restoration of the buildings in the
1970s — early 21* century. | climbed the scaffold-
ing to the Spasskaya tower after its restoration had

been completed. The beauty of the restored part of
the Kremlin aroused the feelings which were hard
to express.

In the 1920s, the Annunciation Cathedral
ceased its church services and its mural paintings
started to deteriorate. It wasn’t until the end of the
1970s and the beginning of the 1980s that the work
on fixing the ancient fresco paintings became pos-
sible. In 1963, the Candidate of Art History, Head
of the Department of Monumental Painting at Cen-
tral Scientific Restoration Design Workshops
(Moscow) left the following note in the report on
the mechanical condition of the mural paintings:
“Due to systematic leaks and storage mode viola-
tion in the building, the wall masonry and plaster
are in poor condition. Due to the unusually active
expansion of yamchuga (i.e., salts) in the plaster
and along the seams in the masonry, the plaster
layer is peeling off, exposing the masonry and
<...> the underlying layer of plaster of more an-
cient origin with traces of fresco painting”.

By the end of the 1970s — 1985s, Moscow re-
storers had started accident-prevention research
and conservation work on the murals of the An-
nunciation Cathedral. It turned out that both of the
cathedral vaults retained more ancient paintings
that had been expected after the article by P.
Dulsky “On some of Kazan vandal acts in the past”
published in 1928. They cleansed the fresco paint-
ings on the inner walls of the north-west window
of the Annunciation Cathedral and fixed the pic-
tures of Saint Alexander Nevsky and Holy Prince
Daniel of Moscow painted in 1694. The work was
suspended due to lack of funding, but it resulted in
removing the long-existing vegetable store from
the basement of the cathedral and starting work to
ventilate and dehumidify it [Sarab'ianov].

Making the archaeological research into the
cultural layer of the Kremlin possible was an im-
portant step. Until the 1970s, Kazan archaeologists
N. Kalinin and a number of other researchers
mainly carried out archaeological observations
during the construction and economy work, as well
as small archaeological excavations and test pitting
to restore some objects. But due to the approaching
800th anniversary of Kazan which was to be cele-
brated in 1977, the first fairly extensive archaeo-
logical excavations in the area of the Suyumbike
tower were conducted under the supervision of
Professor A. Khalikov, Doctor of History. The ex-
cavations uncovered the remains of a white-stone
Khan mausoleum measuring 18x6 meters with the
remains of two khan graves. It was the first con-
servation work on the territory of the Kazan Krem-
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lin. The khan skulls were reconstructed using the
method developed by Professor Gerasimov. Later,
in 2004-2005, excavations under the direction of
F. Khuzin and A. Sitdikov revealed 4 graves of
Kazan time and conserved them by installing pro-
tective glass constructions allowing visitors to ex-
plore the graves [Khuzin, Sitdikov]. The enormous
interest, displayed by tourists and sightseers today,
proves that the method of conservation, preserva-
tion of authenticity and integrity was chosen cor-
rectly.

The archaeological excavations of the 1970s
showed the enormous potential that the Kazan
Kremlin cultural layer has in justifying the date of
Kazan’s foundation, its antiquity, its stages of de-
velopment from the early Middle Ages to the pre-
sent time. In many ways, these excavations became
a prerequisite for proving the cultural diversity and
continuous development of this territory.

Unique work was also done to preserve the
legendary Suyumbike Tower, one of the world’s
leaning towers. Its inclination was estimated at 190
centimeters in the middle of the 1980s, therefore
the media compared it to the Tower of Pisa. Ac-
cording to the mathematical calculations done by
the researchers, the maximum permissible inclina-
tion of the Suyumbike Tower is 250 centimeters.
In 1991, they finished strengthening the tower by
installing inclined continuous flight augering piles
under the southern pylon, where the oak piles had
decayed the most. Some of the excavated holes
needed to be filled with several dozen tons of port-
land cement each. It was decided not to expand the
work to the northern pylon to avoid damaging the
existing foundation, which appeared to be suitable.
The inclination of the tower was estimated at 198
centimeters at the end of the works. The monitor-
ing on tracking the projection of the ‘apple’ (the
gold-plated sphere on the steeple) shows that the
inclination does not increase. However, the moni-
toring needs to be continued. In the meantime, the
tower had been restored and crowned with a cres-
cent, which was a herald of the starting fight for
sovereignty of Tatarstan. A letter to descendants
was put inside.

There is yet another event worth noting. In the
middle of the 1980s the project on historical and
cultural monument protection zones was being de-
veloped in Kazan with participation of Leningrad
architects and restorers. As a result of lengthy dis-
cussions, the government of Tatarstan adopted the
project in 1988. Thus, Kazan became one of the
first cities of the USSR where this unique project
was not only developed, but also adopted. The

document determined the boundaries of the protec-
tion zone of the Kazan Kremlin. For the first time,
it proposed the idea to create a preserve museum,
to remove the document repository containing 4
million items of the National Archive of the Tatar
ASSR from the Annunciation Cathedral, as well as
a number of other measures to more effectively
preserve and use the Kremlin.

Despite the isolated advances and significant
work, the analysis of the present state of the ob-
jects and the territory of the Kazan Kremlin shows
that numerous reconstructions and losses dating
back to the 19" century and the first half of the 20"
century considerably distorted its image. The con-
servation and restoration works were carried out in
the 1950s-1980s on individual objects if an emer-
gency situation was to arise. The historical and cul-
tural value of the Kazan Kremlin decreased due to
a number of factors which damaged its architectur-
al environment: the territory had been neglected,
there was a modern café inside, the territory of 6
hectare and 20 buildings with the total area of
more than 22 thousand square meters were used as
a military base (31635) of the Ministry of Defense
of the USSR. Some monuments were still in poor
condition. The northern and western fortress walls
were dilapidating fast pressed by a considerable
layer of earth massed up for centuries. The large
sums of money annually spent on running mainte-
nance of the Kremlin walls and towers did not
solve the problem of their preservation, as the main
cause of their destruction was not addressed. That
meant the work was insufficient, the volume of
restoration did not match the value of the Kremlin,
and there was a need for a breakthrough, a com-
plex approach to conservation, restoration and use
of the historical and architectural image of the Ka-
zan Kremlin.

The restoration of the original beauty of the
Kremlin and turning it into a cultural and historical
centre of Tatarstan and Russia required a new in-
novative idea and the development of the project
on restoring the whole architectural complex,
which would determine the fundamental direction
of the research, restoration, archeological and other
works on the territory of the Kremlin. There was
an urgent need for proposals on how to use the
Kremlin buildings, preserve the objects, and estab-
lish a new functional relationship between state,
cultural, religious, tourist and museum buildings.

One of the main goals was to conserve the re-
mains of the Bulgarian-Tatar architecture: the
white-stone wall of the 12" century, the civil and
residence buildings, the towers of the Kazan Khan-
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ate period and other objects, whose ruins were bur-
ied under the ground. Therefore, it was absolutely
necessary to show the compositional, functional
and ideological structure of the Bulgarian-Tatar
fortress and its mixed Tatar-Russian architectural
look, prevent the historical and architectural com-
plex from degradation, and restore the ideas of cul-
tural diversity and continuity by conservation, res-
toration, preservation and other methods. It was
especially relevant due to a number of facts: in the
16™— 19™ centuries cultural objects of the Muslim
period tended to be replaced with Orthodox reli-
gious buildings; active development of government
machinery in the 18" century led to regular plan-
ning and Europeanisation of the style, while the
development of force protection of the government
in the western part of the Kremlin resulted in con-
structing the Artillery yard, the Military school, the
Saviour-Transfiguration Monastery, the Church of
St. Nicolas-Ratny, i.e. military structures.

Night-time illumination was meant to be an
important element of the Kazan Kremlin style and
aimed at highlighting the silhouette of the complex
as part of the skyline of Kazan. It was an objective
need within the framework of both new conceptual
and practical measures to preserve, restore and use
the complex of the Kazan Kremlin.

The withdrawal of the military unit from the
territory of the Kremlin, which coincided with the
period when the President of the Republic of
Tatarstan M. Shaimiev and the republic conducted
work aimed to sign an agreement on division of ju-
risdictions between state government bodies of the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Tatarstan,
created favorable conditions for implementing the-
Se measures.

Initially, it was proposed that the buildings of
the former military unit should house the Cabinet
of Ministers of the Republic of Tatarstan and its
departments. However, in the course of the discus-
sion, an idea emerged to create a reserve museum
on the territory of the Kremlin and to develop the
concept of restoration and preservation of the Ka-
zan Kremlin complex, harmoniously combining
the majestic architectural ensemble with the city-
planning complex of the Tatarstan capital and tak-
ing into account its historical and cultural signifi-
cance in the life of the Russian Federation and Ta-
tar people.

In late 1993, the idea of the reserve museum
was supported by the President of the Republic of
Tatarstan M. Shaimiev. Thus, the Ministry of Cul-
ture of the Republic of Tatarstan was instructed to
prepare a draft Decree of the President of the Re-

public of Tatarstan. Within three days, the docu-
ment was ready, and on 22 January, 1994, the Pres-
ident of the Republic of Tatarstan M. Shaimiev
signed the Decree “On the establishment of the
State Historical, Architectural and Art Museum-
Reserve of the Kazan Kremlin”.

The status of a reserve museum (the most
promising type of institutions in world and Russian
cultural studies), granted to the territory of the Ka-
zan Kremlin, raised its historical and cultural val-
ue, prestige and created a mechanism that allowed
preserving, studying and restoring the monuments
and justified the 1000 anniversary of Kazan. As a
result of the measures taken, the Kazan Kremlin
was added to the UNESCO World Cultural and
Natural Heritage Sites in 2000.

In 1993, there were only seventy reserve mu-
seums in the Russian Federation, such as the Mos-
cow Kremlin, Kizhi, Mikhailovskoye, Tsarskoye
Selo, but they were well-known not only in Russia,
but worldwide. The status of the reserve museum
as an integrated institution gave broader powers
than a museum would have and made it possible to
ensure protection, study, public presentation of in-
tegral territorial complexes of cultural and natural
heritage, its material and spiritual (intangible) val-
ues in their traditional historical and cultural envi-
ronment. Moreover, the status of the reserve muse-
um ensured the development of this territory on a
strictly scientific basis, consolidating and strength-
ening the historical values inherent in this territory.
The prospect of this form of institution is evi-
denced by the fact that in 20 years the number of
reserve museums has doubled in the Russian Fed-
eration, today there are more than 140 of them.

The author of this article, as one of the devel-
opers of the plan to create the Kazan Kremlin re-
serve museum (by 1994 it had already been the
sixth reserve in Tatarstan), had a chance to witness
this difficult and meticulous work, and time
showed that this project was the right step aimed at
enhancing the role, significance, value and ulti-
mately the image of the Kazan Kremlin. The estab-
lishment of the Kazan Kremlin reserve museum
started a new era for one of the outstanding and
unique historical and architectural ensembles in
Russia and a new stage in the comprehensive
study, restoration and preservation of both its indi-
vidual monuments and the whole ensemble
[Valeev, 2013], [VValeev, Gafurov], [Valeev, 2017].

The period from the mid-1990s to the early 21
century, basically the turn of the third millennia,
came to define the modern image of the capital of
Tatarstan (but with the dialectical use of the values
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of the previous stages), known worldwide as the
“model of Tatarstan”. This is undoubtedly associ-
ated with the Kazan Kremlin and those areas of
conceptual scientific, restoration, museum and in-
ternational activities that made the Kremlin world-
renowned. It is clear that they would have failed to
yield this result if it had not been for the huge or-
ganizational and practical activities of the first
President of the Republic of Tatarstan M.
Shaimiev, the Government of Tatarstan, and their
search for different sources of funding.

One of the main directions was to conduct un-
precedented large-scale archaeological research on
the territory of the Kazan Kremlin. This kind of re-
search had not been carried out before due to vari-
ous factors: firstly, the complexity of archaeologi-
cal work within the city, especially the Kremlin;
secondly, the Kremlin being the territory where the
President of the Republic of Tatarstan and the
Government of the Republic of Tatarstan perform
their international and domestic duties; thirdly, sci-
entific and methodological issues related to the
lack of absolute dating of archaeological material
and the controversial date of Kazan’s foundation;
fourthly, subjectivity and the complex role of the
researchers in the evaluation and interpretation of
scientific issues of the history of the Volga Bulgar-
ia, the Golden Horde and the Kazan Khanate, the
lack of factual material and the need for the use of
innovative methods and approaches.

In 1993, the Scientific and Production Depart-
ment of the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of
Tatarstan for the Protection and Use of Historical
and Cultural Monuments (the author of the article
was its head at the time) created the new archaeo-
logical site expedition “Kazan Kremlin” as the de-
sign, restoration and construction work on the terri-
tory of the Kremlin required appropriate scientific
substantiation. Doctor of History, Professor, Corre-
sponding Member of the Academy of Sciences of
the Republic of Tatarstan A. Khalikov was ap-
pointed its scientific supervisor, and the first ar-
chaeological  excavations started [Aidarov,
Khalikov, lusupov]. But in 1994, due to the prema-
ture death of A. Khalikov, it was proposed to ap-
point two scientific supervisors: F. Khuzin and
A. Mukhamadiev. Notably, at the beginning of the
archaeological work, they had different conceptual
approaches to the problem of dating the foundation
of Kazan — the 12" and 14" centuries. However, in
the process of tremendous work, after applying
new methods of dating archaeological, cultural and
other artifacts, found during the archaeological ex-
cavations, as well as the use of new approaches to

the solution of those scientific and methodological
problems that had not been solved for decades, it
was discovered that the city is one thousand years
old, which was a kind of breakthrough and gave
rise to new research and projects [Drevniaia Kazan'
glazami sovremennikov i istorikov], [lz glubiny
stoletii].

The works of the archaeologists (the Kazan
Kremlin expedition formed a strong and tight-knit
team, which combined the ideas of continuity and
innovation in their activities) made it possible to
clarify the date of Kazan’s foundation and identify
the remains of medieval, civilian, military and oth-
er facilities in the Kremlin. They were timely re-
stored and preserved in accordance with the prin-
ciples of the Venice Charter. This helped to dis-
cover those blank spaces in the Kremlin’s history,
which had been previously buried in the ground,
and the monuments became authentic evidence of
the Bulgar-Tatar culture of the 10™ — 16" centuries
and the medieval states: VVolga Bulgaria, the Gold-
en Horde and the Kazan Khanate, many a remains
of which had been lost over the years. The re-
searchers tackled the formidable challenge to re-
vive the value of the Kazan Kremlin as a symbol of
continuity, cultural diversity and a visible material
evidence of the 1000-year history of the city and
its people.

Since the 19™ century, many researchers and
city leaders had been trying to find out how old the
city was. They were going to celebrate the 500th
anniversary, then the 800th anniversary of Kazan.
But only at the turn of the second and third millen-
nia, they managed to prove that Kazan is 1000
years old and make the most of this discovery to
create more favorable conditions for the innovative
development of the city and the republic!

In August 1994, the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Tatarstan developed and approved
“The main directions of the scientific concept of
preserving, restoring and using the complex of the
Kazan Kremlin and priority measures for its im-
plementation”, which became an important basis
for the work. It was prepared by R. Valeeva,
F. Zabirova, S. Mamleyeva, and G. Nugmanova.

The main goal of this document was to ensure
the maximum preservation and revelation of the
historical, cultural, architectural and city-planning
value of the Kremlin as a monument of interna-
tional significance, a meeting point for cultures of
the East and the West. Particular importance was
attached to determining the prospects for the de-
velopment of the Kazan Kremlin as the center of
Tatar statehood. It included archaeological, resto-
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ration, engineering, and functional areas. The im-
plementation lasted for 10 years.

The adoption of the two important documents
facilitated the mechanism of financing the research
and restoration. The first was the Decree of the
President of the Russian Federation No. 1665 “On
the restoration of the architectural and historical
complex of the Kazan Kremlin” dated 9 August,
1994, according to which 30 percent funding was
provided from the federal budget. And on 13 No-
vember, 1995, the Decree of the President of the
Republic of Tatarstan M. Shaimiev “On the con-
cept of preserving, developing and using the com-
plex of the Kazan Kremlin” was adopted. Then, on
December 19, 1995 the Cabinet of Ministers of the
Republic of Tatarstan issued the relevant decree to
implement it. After holding a tender on reviving
the Kul Sharif mosque on the territory of the Ka-
zan Kremlin, the design work began, and in 10
years the construction and harmonious incorpora-
tion of the mosque into the Kremlin’s visual and
spiritual image was completed [Ansambl'
Kazanskogo Kremlia: poiski i resheniia].

The integrated approach to the conservation,
restoration, preservation and sustainable develop-
ment of the Kazan Kremlin, adherence to the basic
principles of the UNESCO Convention concerning
the protection of the World Cultural and Natural
Heritage and the Venice Charter created conditions
for the inclusion of the Kremlin complex in the
UNESCO World Heritage List in 2000.

Looking back now, we as the participants of
this full-scale project understand that the undertak-
ing was completely new for us. But it’s not even
the point. When in 1997 | became the Deputy Min-
ister of Culture of the Republic of Tatarstan, it was
believed that there were only three significant cul-
tural objects in the republic: the Kazan Kremlin,
Sviyazhsk and Bolgar. But later, in the 1990s, we
began to explore all the cities and districts of the
republic. To carry out this work we created the
Department of the Code of Historical and Cultural
Monuments together with the Academy of Scienc-
es of the Republic of Tatarstan. The department in-
cluded experts in different areas: historians, arche-
ologists, architects, art researchers, and restorers.
The work on examining the regions of the republic,
photographing, recording and measuring historical
and cultural monuments made it clear that these
three objects are only the tip of the iceberg. In to-
tal, we counted 7500 cultural sites and monuments
in Tatarstan. It gives a very special status to the
Kremlin.

Shortly afterward, we prepared a proposal to
the President of the Republic of Tatarstan
M. Shaimiev to add the Kazan Kremlin, Sviyazhsk
and Bolgar to the UNESCO list and submit a cor-
responding application. This application was sent
to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation on behalf of the President of the Repub-
lic. Consequently, in 1997, the history of relations
between the Republic of Tatarstan and UNESCO
began. The following year, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Russian Federation sent a proposal to
the committee of the World Cultural and Natural
Heritage to include the Kazan Kremlin and Bolgar
in the UNESCO “waiting list”.

In 1998 the International Council on Monu-
ments and Sites (ICOMOS) held a meeting at the
headquarters in Paris, where it was proposed to
hold a primary presentation of the objects.

The Kazan Kremlin complex was presented on
map-boards, therefore it was quite a hard task.
However, it was this very presentation that facili-
tated the decision to prepare the full package of
documents for UNESCO. Since the second half of
1998, the employees of the Ministry of Culture of
the Republic of Tatarstan, the Administration of
Kazan, the Russian Committee of ICOMOS and
the Commission for UNESCO at the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation worked
hard to collect the package of documents for the
Kazan Kremlin and Bolgar. It should be noted that
this was a time-consuming job done by a team of
like-minded people, who quickly prepared the
nomination forms and sent the materials, promptly
to the UNESCO headquarters in Paris via the Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs.

In early 2000, T. Feredi, an expert from the In-
ternational Council on Monuments and Sites from
Hungary, arrived in Kazan to conduct a UNESCO
scientific and technical mission and study the ob-
ject on site. This stage of expert work was indis-
pensable for the inclusion of the Kazan Kremlin in
the world heritage. In November 2000, at the 24th
session of the UNESCO World Heritage Commit-
tee uniting 21 countries of the world, the Kazan
Kremlin was included in the UNESCO World Cul-
tural and Natural Heritage List.

However, this fairly quick process of promot-
ing the Kazan Kremlin to this list was carried out
only thanks to the effective team work of scien-
tists, experts, and managers, working in the Krem-
lin, especially given the fact that the selection pro-
cess to the World Heritage List itself was getting
tougher, the number of quotas from countries was
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decreasing, and more and more new requirements
for the quality of nomination files were being set.

It is enough just to name two facts related to
the inclusion of the Kremlin in the List, which tes-
tify to the complexity of the tasks to be fulfilled.
The first problem was related to the fact that in
2000 UNESCO used the notion of a buffer zone in
their documents, while it was absent in Russian
legislation (it is not used even today, although
more than 16 years have passed since then). The
UNESCO World Heritage Center proposed to de-
velop it for the Kazan Kremlin. As a matter of ur-
gency, we had to methodologically link this con-
cept from the point of view of international and
federal legislation. It was facilitated by the fact that
in 1988, on our proposal, the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Tatarstan approved the Project
on protective zones, the zones of regulated housing
development and protected natural landscape of the
Kazan Kremlin. Thanks to this work, the Admin-
istration of Kazan prepared and approved the Buff-
er Zone of the Kazan Kremlin within a short period
of time. The UNESCO World Heritage Center was
satisfied with the speedy resolution of the problem,
which in other countries had not been solved for
years. The establishment of the Kremlin’s buffer
zone made it possible to include the issue of con-
sidering it as a nominee on the agenda of the 24th
session of the UNESCO World Heritage Commit-
tee.

The second problem was related to the fact that
in accordance with the UNESCO Convention, the
Kul Sharif Mosque was being revived on the terri-
tory of the Kremlin at that time. Understanding the
complexity of this task, the idea of cultural diversi-
ty was included in the Kremlin nomination file,
which UNESCO promotes. Without any doubt, it
was difficult to realize this idea and talk about the
peaceful coexistence of Muslim and Orthodox cul-
ture with several Christian Orthodox religious ob-
jects (the Annunciation Cathedral, the Palace
Church, the Church of St. Nikolas-Ratny, etc.) and
no Muslim mosques. When discussing the issue of
the Kremlin in Cairns (Australia), all 21 countries
— members of the UNESCO World Heritage
Committee — supported the idea of interfaith har-
mony, linking it with the possibility of reviving the
Kul Sharif mosque.

The meeting of the World Heritage Committee
at which this issue was considered was held in
Australia, in the city of Cairns. The discussion be-
gan in the evening and was very exciting for our
delegation, the decision was made in the morning.
Before the meeting we had discussed possible con-

troversial points with many members of the Com-
mittee, but at the meeting itself we could not influ-
ence their decision in any way. Even the report on
the Kazan Kremlin was made not by us, but by an
expert from the UK. However, the issue aroused no
serious questions, since a huge preliminary work
had been carried out. Thus, in 2001, the Deputy
Director-General of UNESCO (later the Director-
General of the International Center for the Study of
the Preservation and Restoration of Cultural Prop-
erty (ICCROM) in Rome) Munir Bushenaki pre-
sented the certificate of inclusion of the Kazan
Kremlin in the World Cultural Heritage List to the
President of the Republic of Tatarstan M. Shaimiev
in Kazan.

The Kazan Kremlin became renowned world-
wide due to the joint efforts of republican and fed-
eral bodies of public and non-governmental organ-
izations, scientists, restorers, builders, and museum
workers. Their solid work led to the revival of the
Kazan Kremlin as the historical, cultural, and ad-
ministrative center of the Republic of Tatarstan, an
object of cultural heritage of global significance.
As a result of the restoration of the residence of the
President of the Republic of Tatarstan, the main
and northern buildings of the Cannon Courtyard,
the Military School, the Annunciation Cathedral,
the Kul Sharif Mosque, the walls and towers of the
Kremlin, the archaeological remains of the Khan’s
palace and the tombs of Kazan khans and other
cultural heritage sites, the Kazan Kremlin has be-
come a real gem of the thousand-year-old Kazan.

The status of a reserve museum, acquired by
the Kazan Kremlin, has radically changed its func-
tional purpose. Alongside with preserving it as a
center of state power, its historical, cultural, muse-
um, and tourist components create an integrated
complex that fully reflects the historical, cultural
and natural heritage of Tatarstan. The concept of
preservation of the reserve museum, approved by
the Government of the Republic of Tatarstan in
2006, determined the prospects and led to the crea-
tion of museums, exhibitions and open expositions.
The first sign was the creation of the Hermitage-
Kazan Exhibition Center in 2005, where you can
see museum masterpieces from the State Her-
mitage Museum collections. The Kremlin Her-
mitage Museum has become a well-known and
reputable museum center for exhibitions, confer-
ences, and museum educational programs.

Museum life of the republic and its capital has
been greatly enriched with the creation of the Mu-
seum of the History of Tatar Statehood in the Pal-
ace Church, the Museum of Islamic Culture in the
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Kul Sharif Mosque, the Museum of Natural Histo-
ry, the Museum of Orthodox Culture in the An-
nunciation Cathedral, the branches of the National
Museum of the Republic of Tatarstan and the State
Museum of Fine Arts of the Republic of Tatarstan,
etc. These museums and a large number of cultural
and educational events contributed greatly to the
tourist appeal of the Kremlin. The ever increasing
number of tourists bears witness to the high poten-
tial of this trend, aimed at the implementation of
the constitutional right to enjoy the achievements
of culture and cultural values. At the end of 2018,
the number of tourists reached 2.8 million people
and tends to increase.

The Kazan Kremlin is a unique architectural
ensemble located in harmony with the unparalleled
natural beauty of the surrounding waters of the
Volga and Kazanka. The elegance of the Kremlin’s
silhouette enhanced by its reflection in the mirror-
like water surface has a unique panorama with the
river basin visible for 30 km. The silhouette, scale,
naturalness and wholeness emphasize the unique
and attractive image of the Kremlin, produce a
strong emotional impression and represent the aes-
thetic basis of the historical, cultural, ecological,
and expositional potentials of the Kazan Kremlin.

Over the past 19 years since the inclusion of
the Kazan Kremlin in the UNESCO World Herit-
age List, a huge number of activities have been
carried out, showing strategy and innovative plans
aimed at maintaining the outstanding universal
value of this object and its sustainable develop-
ment. The main results and the best practical expe-
rience are as follows:

1. An integrated legal system of management
and interaction of the Kazan Kremlin’s key part-
ners has been developed, which now efficiently
operates at the following levels: municipal organi-
zations (Kazan City Hall, Prefecture “Stary Gorod
(Old City)”), republican organizations (Office of
the President of the Republic of Tatarstan, Gov-
ernment of the Republic of Tatarstan, the Ministry
of Culture of the Republic of Tatarstan, the Minis-
try of Education and Science of the Republic of
Tatarstan, the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sport
of the Republic of Tatarstan, the Ministry of Ecol-
ogy and Natural Resources of the Republic of
Tatarstan, the Reserve Museum “Kazan Kremlin”),
federal organizations (the Commission of the Rus-
sian Federation for UNESCO, the Ministry of Cul-
ture of the Russian Federation, the Russian Nation-
al World Heritage Committee), public and reli-
gious organizations (Tatarstan regional branch of
the All-Russian Society for the Preservation of

Historical and Cultural Monuments, Tatarstan
branch of ICOMOS, Muslim Spiritual Board of
Kazan, the Kazan Diocese, etc.), funds (the Repub-
lican Fund for the Revival of Historical and Cul-
tural Monuments of the Republic of Tatarstan,
“The Kazan Kremlin” Fund), non-governmental
organizations (UNESCO Chair in Urban Design
and Conservation Studies, the Volga Division of
UNESCO Chair in Urban Design and Conservation
Studies), academic institutions and universities (In-
stitute of History named after Sh. Mardzhani at the
Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Tatarstan,
Kazan State University of Culture and Arts, Kazan
(Volga region) Federal University, Kazan State
University of Architecture and Civil Engineering).

2. The status of the Kazan Kremlin as a World
Heritage Site, the world’s only existing center of
Tatar state culture and state power of Tatarstan as a
subject of the Russian Federation, a historical, ar-
chitectural and art reserve museum, as well as sus-
tainable multi-channel funding created a unique
opportunity to establish an innovative management
system that provided better resource management
and dialectical connection of conservation, restora-
tion, preservation, revival, and sustainable devel-
opment of this territory.

3. Based on political and cultural, natural and
ecological, geological, archaeological, historical
and city-planning, architectural, engineering, resto-
ration, legal and economic analysis, the Strategy of
integrated preservation and development of the his-
torical and architectural complex of the Kazan
Kremlin allowed further implementation of the ac-
tivities under the Program of Action and Conserva-
tion of the Outstanding Global Value of the Kazan
Kremlin. Being the result of interactions between
Bulgarian, Golden Horde, Kazan-Tatar, Russian
and modern Tatar cultures, the Kazan Kremlin and
a number of its landmark buildings, including the
Annunciation Cathedral (the 16™ — 19" centuries),
the Kul Sharif mosque (the end of the 20" century)
and others, located a few meters away from each
other, are vivid evidence of the dialogue among
cultures, the diversity of cultures in a multi-
religious and multi-ethnic society, globalization,
tolerance in Tatarstan and the Russian Federation,
and the development of pilgrimage.

4. The interaction and interdependence, as well
as the right combination of restoration, rehabilita-
tion and preservation incorporated by the common
concept allowed creating an integrated system of a
new type museums, united by a single idea to show
the role of Tatarstan, its historical, cultural and
natural heritage in the history of the Russian Fed-
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eration, Eurasia, the world as a whole, and its con-
tribution to world culture, which meets modern in-
ternational standards and reveals the potential of
the Kazan Kremlin as a World Heritage Site. The
accomplished archaeological protection and rescue
works turned into systematic archaeological re-
search, promoting new methods of research, which
prove that Kazan, Yelabuga and a number of other
cities of Russia and Tatarstan have a thousand-year
history. These methods have been approved by the
Russian Academy of Sciences, the Academy of
Sciences of the Republic of Tatarstan and the gov-
ernment bodies of the Russian Federation and the
Republic of Tatarstan.

5. The history of the Kazan Kremlin had a pe-
riod when the problems of its use were not raised
to the proper level. The historical buildings were
occupied by ministries and departments, what
made visiting them impossible for tourists. Despite
the fact that the territory was always open for ac-
cess, it was difficult both for Kazan citizens and
guests of the capital to get an idea of the Kazan
Kremlin as an outstanding example of different ar-
tistic styles synthesis, demonstrating the interpene-
tration of different cultures and reflecting the orig-
inality of different historical periods.

The sustainable development of the Kazan
Kremlin was linked to its preservation, which
made it possible to raise the effectiveness of the
monument, which now functions as a museum con-
tributing to the preservation, scientific study, popu-
larization and its multifunctional reasonable use.

Restoring the historical appearance of the
buildings, the revival of the Kul Sharif Mosque,
which inherited its name and became the symbolic
successor of the main mosque of Khan Kazan, de-
stroyed after the capture of the city by the troops of
Ivan the Terrible, and the successful resolution of
the Suyumbike tower’s “falling” both yielded visi-
ble results and identified further sustainable devel-
opment paths.

With the creation of the reserve museum, the
initiated large-scale archaeological excavations and
surveys on the Kremlin’s territory have become
good practice for young historians and made it
possible to determine the age of Kazan. The Kazan
millennium was recognized by the scientific world.
Kazan was included in the world list of thousand-
year-old cities, which is supervised by the UN, and
the city’s anniversary aroused interest in the Kazan
Kremlin complex. The part of the excavations,
conserved after the archaeological research, visual-
ly demonstrate the stages of the Kremlin’s devel-
opment over the centuries.

6. The best practices of interactions between
the key partners of the Kazan Kremlin, high capac-
ity of the reserve museum workforce, its educa-
tional, competency-based and adaptation programs,
as well as the active development of cultural, sci-
entific and pilgrim tourism, promote the Kremlin
as a tourist brand. It helps to attract the population
of Tatarstan and Russia and to carry out the inte-
grated preservation of this World Heritage Site in-
cluding it in modern life in the framework of the
state policy of the economic and social develop-
ment of Tatarstan and the Russian Federation.

7. The combination of traditional (scientific
conferences, museum events, tourist excursions,
updating and development of the website, etc.) and
innovative methods (information and navigation
systems, QR codes, interactive kiosks and screens,
historical reconstruction events, creation of “liv-
ing” museums, holding mass cultural festivals and
projects such as the Night of Museums, “Kremlin
Live”, etc.) allows taking preservation and popu-
larization of the outstanding global value of the
Kazan Kremlin to the higher level.

Thus, we can see that the measures taken to
preserve the Kremlin’s significant universal value
have made it possible to implement the innovative
form of management aimed at improving the re-
source control, restoration, preservation and reviv-
al of the Kremlin cultural heritage sites, ensuring
statutory limits and sufficient financial resources to
ensure active work of the reserve museum. Other
important factors include the implementation of
educational, cultural, adaptation and competency-
based programmes and the development of tourism
with active participation of Kazan and Tatarstan
population, as well as the staff of the reserve mu-
seum “Kazan Kremlin” and the UNESCO World
Heritage Office in particular.
