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Abstract

The present article, carried out in the comparative aspect, is dedicated to the topic of the speech genre of farewell. The
paper describes its main characteristics and functions in communication. On the basis of the analysis of the forms of its
actualization in Russian and English linguocultures, national-specific properties are identified, and an attempt is made to
correlate these forms with the key concepts for the studied linguocultures. Studies of issues related to conceptualization,
people's understanding of the surrounding reality and the construction of a national picture of the world on the basis of
concepts are relevant for philologists, culturologists, specialists in intercultural communication, as they allow to obtain data on
the national identity of the people represented by unique traditions, customs, culture. Thus, as a result of the research it was
found out that the speech genre of farewell has in Russian linguoculture a connection with the concepts "soul", "forgiveness".
In English linguoculture, this genre correlates with the key concepts "small talk", "privacy". These statements are illustrated by
examples from fiction as one of the types of discourse to which researchers turn in order to study various speech phenomena.
Thus, nationally specific conceptological features of linguocultures are also manifested in the sphere of speech etiquette, which
includes the speech genre of farewell.
