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The study focuses on the issues of training highly qualified specialists in the continuing education
process. The author notes that the development of modern society, introduction of innovations, and
rapid technological advances dictate the new conditions for the training of highly qualified specialists
in all professional fields. The article examines the basic ideas of creating a system of continuing
education, the analysis of the competence-based approach as the basis of this system, as well as the

current Russian education standards designed to implement the idea of continuing education in the
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Russian Federation and the introduction of the competence-based approach to education at all levels
of the education system. The author concludes that the main purpose of the modern education system
is not only to provide the graduate with the necessary theoretical knowledge, but also develop their
ability to apply this knowledge in practice, to carry out independent research work, solve both

standard and nonstandard problems in any professional field.
