TEACHING NARRATIVE MONOLOGUES TO FUTURE TEACHERS IN A FOREIGN

Abstract. This article examines a contemporary interpretation of the concept of speech competence
as an integral component of foreign language communicative competence. It discusses the
particular importance of the ability to construct monologic statements in a foreign language in
general, and narrative monologues in particular. Additionally, the article presents a step-by-step
technology for using the Vox Darkroom video series to help future teachers construct their own
narrative monologues.
