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Abstract. Examination stress is one of the issues on the research
agenda of educational psychologists. It has to do with negative
changes in the students’ mental state during term exams result-
ing in stress disorders and poor academic performance. Some
scholars note that uncertainty, stress and settings requiring ex-
ceptional performance make people more superstitious (An-
drushkova 2016; Dudley 1999; Keinan 1994; Sarason 1984;
Stanke 2004; Whitson, Galinsky 2008). S. M. Fluke, R. ]. Webster,
and D. A. Saucier wrote that instead of profound revision before
exams students may rely on good luck charms. In his research,
U. Wolfradt points out that superstitiousness is an important
predictor of anxiety. Our study included 83 students with differ-
ent majors. The students were interviewed twice: in the middle
of the term and before an important examination. The following
tools were wused: Perfectionism Differential Inventory
(A. A. Zolotareva); Anxiety Self-Scale (Spielberger-Khanin), PSM-
25 Scale (Lemyr-Tessier-Fillion), Superstitiousness Inventory
(I.R. Abitov), Beliefs and Superstitions Inventory
(I. Ya. Stoyanova). Besides, students were asked to evaluate
their agitation on a scale from 0 (“I am not worried at all”) to
10 (“I am worried like never before”). At the first stage (during
the term) there were no significant correlations between mental
stress and superstitions. Atthesecond stage (before

an important exam) stress indicators and the intensity of agitation correlated with unconventional
therapy: (p=0.012; r=0.272) and (p=0.026; r=0.249) respectively. The intensity of agitation also re-
vealed a correlation with the paralogic methods of defence (p=0.036; r=0.234). Thus, the intensity
of examination stress correlates with the use of unconventional therapeutic methods and rituals as
tools of psychological defence. This pattern is valid for all the students in our study regardless of their
major.
