The forecast that the first electro mobiles would be one or two passenger vehicles turned out to be
wrong, because of the inadequate battery power capacity. It is estimated by some that there are ap-
proximately 100.000-110.000 electro mobiles now being used around the world; most are vans,
although light passenger electro mobiles have been recently exhibited in several countries.
