Student B: you are at work, your colleague's computer is frozen and he/she asks you for help.
Respond to your colleague's requests. Suggest the solution to the problem (use phrases expressing
suggestions and the vocabulary on the topic "Problems and solutions").

15. A new flat.

Student A and Student B are two friends, who have just moved to a new flat.

Student A: you don't like the new flat.

Complain to your friend about it, compare your new flat with the old one (use comparative and
superlative forms, present and past tenses, modal verbs). Tell your friend about your feelings on that
account (use adjectives expressing emotions and feelings).

Student B: your friend doesn't like the flat you have moved in. He/she is complaining about the new
flat and likes the old one more.

Agree or disagree with your partner and express your own opinion. Suggest the solution to the
problem (use phrases expressing suggestions, modal verbs).

16. A foreign tourist.
