Having
arrested someone suspected of committing a crime, the police must decide if they have enough
evidence to make a formal accusation, or charge. If they charge the suspect, they may release him
on the condition that he appears on a certain date at a certain Magistrates Court. This is known as
unconditional bail. However, the police may instead take the suspect a magistrate so that he remains
in custody until he next appears before a court. The magistrate may decided that it is not necessary
to hold the suspect in custody and may agree to unconditional bail, or the magistrate may grant
conditional bail-that is, release the suspect provided that puts up some money as security or agrees
to surrender his passport or some similar condition. As the lowest criminal court, a Magistrates Court
is empowered to hear certain cases only. Some minor cases, such as parking violations, are dealt
with only by the magistrates. Some serious crimes, like murder, cannot be heard by the magistrates
and must go to the Crown Courts.

Life in the big top with Giffords Circus

Nell Gifford lives a childhood fantasy - as a ringmaster. The drum rolls, the curtains open, and a
horse rears into the spotlight. Nell Gifford, a statuesque 27-year-old, is riding the horse. The crowd
cheers and, with a thumping heart, she begins: 'Ladies and gentlemen, boys and girls welcome to
Giffords Circus'. The ringmistress, Nell Gifford, is the only female circus owner in Europe. She and
her husband Toti started the business just a few years ago. Since then, they have created one of the
most successful shows in the country. Their performances are always sold out, and they recently so
impressed their colleagues that they were awarded the prestigious Jerwood circus award.

If the word 'circus' conjures up images of aggressive clowns and sick-looking lions, think again. 1 The
other acts are a mixture of theatre, dance and traditional circus skills such as juggling and acrobatics,
all accompanied by a circus band.

The show is based on old circuses from the 1930s and much of its appeal comes from its size. 2 The
ring is also fairly small, and the audience can almost reach out and touch the performers as they
move around. This creates a real feeling of belonging; as Nell points out "There are no tricks, no
hiding behind lights. It's all pretty raw.'

From May to September, the circus travels around the countryside, stopping in small villages all over
the south of England. 'Villages today need live entertainment,’ says Nell 'and a good circus in a
village provides a focal point for everyone. 3 And we know from people's reactions that villagers really
appreciate what we are trying to do.

Nell's route into the business was an unusual one. She had an idyllic childhood in the English
countryside, growing up with horses and ponies. Later she went to Oxford University, where she
studied English Literature. 4
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That all changed when she went to America at the age of 18 and joined Circus Flora, which was
owned by a distant relative. 'l went there for no other reason than the promise of adventure in the
USA,' says Nell 'but from day one, there was no question that this was what | wanted to do. 5 It felt as
if the rest of my life had just started.’

From then on she spent all her free time working in circuses, learning as much as she could about
the business. When she was back in Europe, she joined the acclaimed Circus Roncalli to develop her
riding skills even more. 6 Her fiancee Toti frequently visited and became entranced by the lifestyle,
and it was then that they began to make plans to set up a circus of their own.

For Nell and Toti, the success of their circus is a dream come true, but it also involves a great deal of
work. Summer is filled with the challenges of keeping the show on the road, moving every few days,
keeping the performers happy, and managing the day-to-day aspects of the business. 7

There are no definite plans for the future, but why should there be, as life on the road is only just
beginning? Giffords Circus is going from strength to strength, and promises many exciting summers
for years to come.

It is the most
unerring monument of its wisdom and of its frequent want of wisdom. The best thought of a people is
to be found in its legislation; its daily life is best mirrored in its usages and customs, which constitute
the law of its ordinary transactions.

There never has existed, and it is entirely safe to say that there never will exist, on this planet any
organization of human society, any tribe or nation however rude, any aggregation of men however
savage, that has not been more or less controlled by some recognized form of law. Whether we
accept the fashionable, but in this regard wholly unsupported and irrational theory of evolution that
would develop civilization from barbarism, barbarism from savagery, and the existence of savage
men from a simian ancestry, or whether we adopt the more reasonable theory, sustained by the
uniform tenor of all history, that barbarism and savagery are merely lapses from a primordial
civilization, we find man at all times and under all circumstances, so far as we are informed by the
records which he has left, living in society and regulating his conduct and transacting his affairs in
subordination to some rules of law, more or less fixed, and recognized by him to be binding upon
him, even though he has oftentimes been in rebellion against some of their provisions.

The recognition of the existence of law outside of himself, and yet binding upon him, is inherent in
man's nature, and is a necessity of his being. And this is as much as to say that the very existence of
human society is dependent upon law imposed by some superior power. While from our present
standpoint the ultimate finite existence is that of the individual, and all true philosophy recognizes that
society exists for the individual, and not the individual for society, yet it is also true that the individual
is intended to exist in society, and that he must in many things subordinate his own will to that of
society, and inasmuch as society can not exist without law, it is a necessary deduction of reason that
the existence of law is coeval with that of the human race.

Why do laws exist?
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Laws created under the Harm Principle are written to protect people from being harmed by others.
Laws against violent crime and property crime fall into this category. Without basic Harm Principle
laws, a society ultimately degenerates into despotism--the rule of the strong and violent over the
weak and nonviolent. Harm Principle laws are essential, and every government on Earth has them.

In addition to laws intended to discourage people from harming each other, some laws are written to
prohibit self-harm. Parental Principle laws include compulsory attendance laws for children, laws
against neglect of children and vulnerable adults, and laws banning the possession of certain drugs.
Some Parental Principle laws are essential to protect children and vulnerable adults, but even in
those cases they can be oppressive if they are not narrowly written and sensibly enforced.

Some laws are based not strictly on harm or self-harm concerns, but also on promoting the personal
morality of the law's authors. These laws are usually, but not always, grounded in religious belief.
Historically, most of these laws have something to do with sex--but some European laws against
Holocaust denial and other forms of hate speech also appear to be motivated primarily by the
Morality

All governments have laws granting goods or services of some kind to its citizens. When these laws
are used to control behavior, however, they can give some people, groups, or organizations unfair
advantages over others. Laws promoting specific religious beliefs, for example, are gifts that
governments extend to religious groups in hopes of gaining their support. Laws punishing certain
corporate practices are sometimes used to reward corporations that are in the government's good
graces, and/or to punish corporations that are not. Some conservatives argue that many social
service initiatives are Donation Principle laws intended to buy the support of low-income voters, who
tend to vote Democratic.
