The politics of Russia (the Russian Federation) takes place in the framework of a federal
semi-presidential republic. The government system at a federal level consists of three branches:
legislative, executive and judicial. Each of them is checked and balanced by the President. Russia
has a multi-party system. The legislative power is represented by the Federal Assembly. It consists
of two chambers. The Upper Chamber is the 170-member Council of Federation. Originally known
as the State Council and established under the terms of the sovereign decree of the Emperor
Nikolay Il of 17 October 1905 on the establishment of a representative political structure, the Council
lost its legitimacy in the wake of the February revolution of 1917 to be recreated by the new Russian
Constitution of 1993 as the Council of Federation or Federation Council within the Federal
Assembly. The Council of Federation is not elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions. The
Federation Council is filled by two representatives from every region: one from the executive and
one from the legislative of the region concerned. Eligibility threshold is 30 years. The Lower
Chamber is the 450-member State Duma. The members of the State Duma are elected for a term of
five years by the popular vote through general, equal, free, direct elections with secret ballot.
Eligibility threshold is 21 years. Each chamber is headed by the Chairman. Legislature is initiated in
the Lower Chamber, but in order to become a law a Bill must be approved by both chambers and
signed by the President. If the President may veto the Bill, the State Duma may override the veto.

4. The legislative power is represented by the Federal Assembly, which consists of two chambers:
the House of the Rich and the House of the Poor.

5. The Lower Chamber of the Russian Federal Assembly is the so called 176-member Council of
Federation.

6. The members of both the Council of Federation and the State Duma are elected by the popular
vote for a five-year period.

7. Legislature is initiated in the Lower Chamber, but in order to become a law a bill must be
approved by both chambers and signed by the President.

8. The federal government consists of four branches of power: legislative, executive, judicial and
interest groups.

9. The Upper Chamber of the Russian Federal Assembly is the so called 450-member State Duma.

10. According to the Constitution, the state power in the Russian Federation shall be exercised on
the basis of its division into legislative, executive and judicial power.

Why Laws exist?
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Laws created under the Harm Principle are written to protect people from being harmed by others.
Laws against violent crime and property crime fall into this category. Without basic Harm Principle
laws, a society ultimately degenerates into despotism--the rule of the strong and violent over the
weak and nonviolent. Harm Principle laws are essential, and every government on Earth has them.

In addition to laws intended to discourage people from harming each other, some laws are written to
prohibit self-harm. Parental Principle laws include compulsory attendance laws for children, laws
against neglect of children and vulnerable adults, and laws banning the possession of certain drugs.
Some Parental Principle laws are essential to protect children and vulnerable adults, but even in
those cases they can be oppressive if they are not narrowly written and sensibly enforced.

Some laws are based not strictly on harm or self-harm concerns, but also on promoting the personal
morality of the law's authors. These laws are usually, but not always, grounded in religious belief.
Historically, most of these laws have something to do with sex--but some European laws against
Holocaust denial and other forms of hate speech also appear to be motivated primarily by the
