We use the present continuous tense to talk about: action happening now action in the
future We can also use the present continuous tense to talk about the future - if we add a future
word!! We must add (or understand from the context) a future word. "Future words" include, for
example, tomorrow, next year, in June, at Christmas etc. We only use the present continuous tense
to talk about the future when we have planned to do something before we speak. We have already
made a decision and a plan before speaking.

An action that has just
stopped or recently stopped We use the present perfect continuous tense to talk about an action that
started in the past and stopped recently. There is usually a result now. 2. An action continuing up to
now We use the present perfect continuous tense to talk about an action that started in the past and
is continuing now. This is often used with for or since.

We use
the past simple tense when: the event is in the past the event is completely finished we say (or
understand) the time and/or place of the event Note that when we tell a story, we usually use the
past simple tense. We may use the past continuous tense to "set the scene", but we almost always
use the past simple tense for the action. Look at this example of the beginning of a story: "The wind
was howling around the hotel and the rain was pouring down. It was cold. The door opened and
James Bond entered. He took off his coat, which was very wet, and ordered a drink at the bar. He
sat down in the corner of the lounge and quietly drank his..." The past continuous tense is an
important tense in English. We use it to say what we were in the middle of doing at a particular
moment in the past. The past continuous tense expresses action at a particular moment in the past.
The action started before that moment but has not finished at that moment. For example, yesterday |
watched a film on TV. The film started at 7pm and finished at 9pm. When we use the past
continuous tense, our listener usually knows or understands what time we are talking about. Look at
these examples: | was working at 10pm last night. They were not playing football at 9am this
morning. What were you doing at 10pm last night? What were you doing when he arrived? She was
cooking when | telephoned her. We were having dinner when it started to rain. Ram went home
early because it was snowing.

He explained that he had closed
the window because of the rain. | wondered if | had been there before. | asked them why they had
not finished. The past perfect continuous tense is like the past perfect tense, but it expresses longer
actions in the past before another action in the past. For example: Ram started waiting at 9am. |
arrived at 11am. When | arrived, Ram had been waiting for two hours.You can sometimes think of
the past perfect continuous tense like the present perfect continuous tense, but instead of the time
being now the time is past.

Prediction We
often use the future simple tense to make a prediction about the future. Again, there is no firm plan.
We are saying what we think will happen. Here are some examples: It will rain tomorrow. People
won't go to Jupiter before the 22nd century. Who do you think will get the job? Be When the main
verb is be, we can use the future simple tense even if we have a firm plan or decision before
speaking. Examples: I'll be in London tomorrow. I'm going shopping. | won't be very long. Will you be
at work tomorrow? The future continuous tense expresses action at a particular moment in the
future. The action will start before that moment but it will not have finished at that moment. For
example, tomorrow | will start work at 2pm and stop work at 6pm. When we use the future
continuous tense, our listener usually knows or understands what time we are talking about. Look at
these examples: | will be playing tennis at 10am tomorrow. They won't be watching TV at 9pm
tonight. What will you be doing at 10pm tonight? What will you be doing when | arrive? She will not
be sleeping when you telephone her. We'll be having dinner when the film starts. Take your
umbrella. It will be raining when you return.
