Sport in certain parts of the world might not be defined as a social democratic system, but the
promise of sport might be that it can be an inspiration, a way of being, a manner of acting based upon
both democratic and social values. The politics of sport then is all that bears on the attempt to order
sporting relations and is not simply limited to the conventional approach that encompasses the
everyday processes of involvement in sport by politicians, parties and parliaments - important as this
may be. The value of such an approach is that it helps individuals understand that the social and
political dimensions of sporting activity can reveal how personal troubles within sport are in fact
related to broader public issues. The basic idea is that sporting involvement and practice is not
value-free, but involves complex interactions, not least of which are the dynamic relations of power
between states, markets and social patterns. Sport has always been an arena in which various social
actors and groups can actively rework their relationships and respond to changing conditions as a
whole. The resources to do this have invariably been uneven both between and within different
groups and sports. There is no single agent, group or movement that, as Marx's proletariat was
supposed to do, can carry the hopes of humanity; but there are many points of entry or engagement
into a debate about sport that offer good causes for optimism that

things can get better. It is crucial that current and future students and researchers of sport, culture
and society recognise the socially situated nature of their work and engage with the future politics of
sport.

MpuMep TekcTa Ha pedpeprpoBaHue:

There has been much literature written on coaches' expectations of parents and according to
Erickson, a coach has the following general expectations of his/her players' parents: a) transportation
to a from games or matches; b) help to learn the basic fundamental mechanics and reinforce at
home; c) have their child practice various repetitive drills at home; d) arrive on time to practices and
games; d) exhibit positive behaviors at games; and e) notify the coach of any medical or health
problems. However, there are also expectations for acceptable parent behavior during competition.
These include: a) Do remain in the spectator area during the sporting event/competition; b) Do not
interfere with the coach and wait at least 24 hours or until the next day after competition before
contacting the coach; c) Do express interest, encouragement to athletes; d) Do lend a hand when a
coach or official asks for help; and e) Do not make abusive comments to athletes, parents, officials,
or coaches of either team. The most successful coaches are clear and consistent when
communicating and enforcing their rules of parent behavior and often times coaches have parents
sign a contract stating they understand and will follow the rules of behavior. Clear communication of
coaches' expectations of parents is only one component of a successful or healthy athletic triad.
Coaches must also be cognizant of parent expectations regarding a "model coach."

Last week in our series 'Life in the Jungle' we looked at some of the most fascinating jungles in the
world. In this week's feature, we're looking at how to survive in the jungle. Alana Harris gives us some
ideas.

When you're in the jungle, you need to leave all your luxuries at home! That means, forget your
mobile phone, your favourite coffee, your chocolate bars, and your CD player. When you're in the
jungle, you need only four things - water, food, shelter, and fire. You can find all of these easily, but
you must know what to look for.

Let's start with water. Even though there's a lot of water in most tropical environments, you may not
find it immediately. One way to discover it is to follow animals and birds, as they need liquid regularly.
Insects can also be a good sign, because they usually build their nests near water. However, don't
only look for rivers. You can also find water in plants such as vines, roots, and palm trees.

You can usually find a lot of food in the jungle, but you must be happy to eat things you wouldn't
normally want to, for example, insects. However, you need to know the difference between those you
can eat and those that are poisonous, so start reading about them now! For cooking and for warmth,
collect dry firewood, leaves, and grass. Then make fire using dry sticks - or take a box of matches or
a lighter with you!

The type of shelter you need depends on the weather and the kind of animals that are in the jungle.
Malaria-carrying mosquitoes and other insects can be very dangerous, so protect yourself against
bites. If you don't have any insect repellent, try putting mud on your skin.

Of course, if you're lost in the jungle, you'll want to get home again. The sun and stars can help you
find your way, so you might want to study astronomy. Alternatively, when you find a river, follow it.
People usually live near rivers, so if you walk along the river bank, eventually you'll find a village.

Conceptually, obesity is a condition in which the amount of body fat exceeds the biological need of an
individual. Obesity is a manifestation of a positive energy balance that has been sustained over an
extended period of time. However, the reason why this condition has spread inexorably across the
globe over the past three decades with such speed is not well understood. Generally speaking, the
human genome has not changed substantially during this time; therefore, the rise in obesity most
likely reflects changes in the environment and/or behavior. During the past half-century
mechanization has impinged upon our modes of living in diverse ways. Consequently, energy
expenditure required for daily living has continuously declined. A recent study showed that in the
United States, daily energy expenditure due to work related physical activity has decreased by more
than 100 kcal during the last 50 years in both men and women, and this reduction is associated with
the increase in mean body weight during this time frame. Similar trends have also been observed in
other countries including Finland, where daily energy expenditure during work reportedly decreased
by more than 50 kcal between 1982 and 1992 while the average body weight relentlessly crept
upward. More recent studies indicated that these trends have continued unabated up to the present
day. Substantial reductions in daily energy expenditure have also occurred in developing countries
such as China and Brazil, which have the highest absolute and relative rates of decline in total
physical activity due to reductions in movement at work. For this reason, it is believed that the obesity
epidemic has also penetrated the low-income countries, particularly in the urban areas, and will
continue to spread for the foreseeable future.

There is also reason to assume that domestic mechanization of daily tasks (with the advent of
labor-saving devices such as washing machines and dishwashers) have reduced energy expenditure
over the years. Indeed, it was recently estimated that in women, daily housework-related energy
expenditure has decreased by 360 kcal in the United States since the 1960s. The authors of the
study concluded that such reductions in housework-related energy expenditure might have been
substantial contributors to the rise in prevalence of obesity in women in the last five decades.
Because such labor-saving devices are habitually used in all affluent societies, their contribution to
population energy balance in high-income countries has been considered substantive. Domestic
mechanization has also contributed to increased sedentariness, as time spent in house work has
been replaced by sedentary activities such as watching television and use of other screen based
media. Many studies have implicated sedentary behavior, including passive transportation, with
weight gain. On the other hand, participation in leisure-time physical activity (LTPA) has progressively
increased over the years; however, it appears that on a secular basis, this has not been enough to
offset increased sedentary behavior, as total physical activity is declining rapidly across the globe.

MpuMep TekcTa Ha YCTHOe peddeprpoBaHme:

To understand the role ethics plays in sport and competition, it is important to make a distinction
between gamesmanship and sportsmanship.

Gamesmanship is built on the principle that winning is everything. Athletes and coaches are
encouraged to bend the rules wherever possible in order to gain a competitive advantage over an
opponent, and to pay less attention to the safety and welfare of the competition. Some of the key
tenants of gamesmanship are:

- Winning is everything

- It's only cheating if you get caught

- It is the referee's job to catch wrongdoing, and the athletes and coaches have no inherent
responsibility to follow the rules

- The ends always justify the means
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A more ethical approach to athletics is sportsmanship. Under a sportsmanship model, healthy
competition is seen as a means of cultivating personal honor, virtue, and character. It contributes to a
community of respect and trust between competitors and in society. The goal in sportsmanship is not
simply to win, but to pursue victory with honor by giving one's best effort.
