Read and retell the text: The politics of Russia (the Russian Federation) takes place in the framework
of a federal semi-presidential republic. The government system at a federal level consists of three
branches: legislative, executive and judicial. Each of them is checked and balanced by the President.
Russia has a multi-party system. The legislative power is represented by the Federal Assembly. It
consists of two chambers. The Upper Chamber is the 170-member Council of Federation. Originally
known as the State Council and established under the terms of the sovereign decree of the Emperor
Nikolay Il of 17 October 1905 on the establishment of a representative political structure, the Council
lost its legitimacy in the wake of the February revolution of 1917 to be recreated by the new Russian
Constitution of 1993 as the Council of Federation or Federation Council within the Federal Assembly.
The Council of Federation is not elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions. The Federation
Council is filled by two representatives from every region: one from the executive and one from the
legislative of the region concerned. Eligibility threshold is 30 years. The Lower Chamber is the
450-member State Duma. The members of the State Duma are elected for a term of five years by the
popular vote through general, equal, free, direct elections with secret ballot. Eligibility threshold is 21
years. Each chamber is headed by the Chairman. Legislature is initiated in the Lower Chamber, but
in order to become a law a Bill must be approved by both chambers and signed by the President. If
the President may veto the Bill, the State Duma may override the veto.

As of 2014 it
is the largest single party in the House of Commons with 303 MPs, governing in coalition with the
Liberal Democrats, with David Cameron, the leader of the Conservative Party, as Prime Minister. It is
also the largest party in local government with 8,296 councillors.

These are systems of
England and Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland. The legal systems within the United Kingdom
were based largely on judge-made law since the 17th century. The law developed through decisions
made by judges and was called ?case law? or ?common law? (common to all courts of the country).
Since that time, new laws and law reforms have increasingly been brought about through Acts of
Parliament, usually inspired by policies of the Government. Even so, the development of case law still
remains an important source of law. A statement of law made by a judge in a case can become
binding on later judges and can in this way become the law for everyone to follow. Precedent has a
very important role in the common law. It ensures certainty and consistency and logical progression
and development in the law. Many countries (especially in Continental Europe) prefer a codified
system in which laws are set out in legislation and cases which apply them may be illustrative but do
not become binding. Nevertheless, the common law does have advantages over codified systems - it
is more flexible, it is more practical as it is derived from real life dramas played out before the courts.

Read the text and make a summary: The judicial branch has long been represented by the
Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court, the Supreme Arbitration (Commercial) Court of the Russian
Federation, and the lower regional courts. Due to one of the latest judicial reforms the leadership of
the Russian Supreme Arbitration (commercial) courts merged with the courts of general jurisdiction
which led to creation of a new "superpower" Supreme Court of the Russian Federation on August 6,
2014. In fact, President Vladimir Putin proposed merging these two court leadersips only in 2013. In
response, some lawyers and activists expressed optimism about the unification of the two high
courts. Judicial reforms in recent years have improved access to courts and the quality of justice.
Recent efforts to introduce new courts and pay judges more have improved the quality of justice on
the ordinary track. For example, on 25 May 2001, President Putin proposed the Federal Law "On
Amending the Federal Law on the Status of Judges In the Russian Federation", which was passed by
the Duma, and signed by the President on 15 December 2001. The law introduced disciplinary and
administrative responsibility for judges. There were also some other attempts to reform the judicial
system in Russia but most of ideas have never been realized or implemented. In 1996, President
Yeltsin announced that there would be a moratorium on the death penalty in Russia, although capital
punishment has not yet been officially abolished under law.

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We should not assume, however, that there is only one question of justification, which can receive
just one answer. As Hart famously pointed out (Hart 1968: 1-27), we must distinguish at least three
justificatory issues. First, what is the general justifying aim of a system of punishment: what justifies
the creation and maintenance of such a system what good can it achieve, what duty can it fulfill, what
moral demand can it satisfy? Second, who may properly be punished: what principles or aims should
determine the allocations of punishments to individuals? Third, how should the appropriate amount of
punishment be determined: how should sentencers go about deciding what sentence to impose?
(One dimension of this third question concerns the amount or severity of punishment; another, which
is insufficiently discussed by philosophers, concerns the concrete modes of punishment that should
be available, in general or for particular crimes.) It might of course turn out that answers to all these
questions will flow from a single theoretical foundation for instance from a unitary consequentialist
principle specifying the good that punishment should achieve, or from some version of the retributivist
principle that the sole proper aim of punishment is to impose on the guilty the suffering they deserve.
But, in this as in other matters of normative political theory, matters might not be as easy and simple
as that: we might find that quite different and conflicting values are relevant to different issues about
punishment; and that any complete normative account of punishment will have to find a place for
these values and to help us find some no doubt uncomfortable compromises between them when
they conflict.
