They don't pass the
entrance exams and therefore don't have to attend any preparatory courses during the school year, which certainly
makes Russian students burn the candle at both ends. So English students do their best to show good results at school
and get as many A-levels as possible. Redbrick universities, such as Oxford and Cambridge demand A-levels in the
subjects that the applicant will study. It is relevant to mention that the graduate from a celebrated university automatically
gets a higher salary and better prospects than the graduate from the less prestigious university. That partially explains the
fact why students abroad are highly motivated to excel at school.
