Text1 . How Cultures Change

Cultures change over time. Sometimes the change occurs so slowly and gradually that it is hard to notice it happening. At
other times it is rapid or sudden. A number of Western cultures, including that of the United States, experienced rapid
cultural changes in the late1960s, with the beginning of a mass youth culture. The youth challenged many of the values of
their parents. This was expressed in radical changes in behaviour, dress, and music. Variation within a culture is one of
the factors that leads to change in the culture over time. A difference in values and behaviours may then be gradually
taken up by other groups. In the case of youth culture , the values of that generation may become dominant over time as
the group grows and takes power in the society.The introduction of new technologies is also a major factor in cultural
change. You can probably imagine some of the possible changes in behaviour that might happen when television or the
telephone are introduced into a community for the first time. If we return to the distinction between material and
nonmaterial culture, we can see that changes in the material aspects of a society can bring about changes in norms,
behaviours, and values.Cultural change also occurs when different cultures come into contact with one another, and then
borrow from each other. They may exchange ideas, such as religious beliefs, or material artifacts, such as food or
clothing. Often when these imported elements are added to the existing culture, they are altered in some way to fit in
better with the local culture.

Most other thermometers take advantage of the fact that the volume of a substance changes with temperature. Liquids,

usually mercury or spirit, can be enclosed in a glass tube. The variation of volume with a temperature change is shown by
an alteration in the height of the liquid in the tube, which is itself marked with degrees of temperature.

The variation of volume with temperature is not the same with all materials and this fact is taken advantage of in the dial
type of thermometer where the difference in expansion of the two parts of a bimetal strip results in a torque which can be
used to operate the pointer on a circular dial. This is a principle used in the recording thermometer or thermograph.

What temperature scales are used? Only two temperature scales are of importance, the Centigrade and the Fahrenheit.
On the former, the freezing point of water at atmospheric pressure is denoted by 0 ?C and its boiling point by 100 ?C;
there are therefore 100 Centigrade degrees between these two temperature levels. On the latter the freezing point is
327F and the boiling point 2127F, so that the difference between the two levels is 180?F. Hence a change of temperature
of 1 ?C is the same as a change of 1.8?F. To convert from ?C to ?F and vice versa the following equations are used: ?F
=(9/5 x ?C) + 32 and ?C = (?F ? 32) x 5/9 These rules apply whether the temperature is above or below freezing but, of
course, a minus sign must be used below O?. Care must be taken when converting a temperature difference compared
with an actual temperature. For instance, a temperature difference of, say, 9?F would be the same as a difference of 5?7C,
whereas an actual temperature of 9?F would be the same as ? 12.87C.
