Advancing Technology

Advancing Technology As the age of technology advances around us we are getting more and more accustomed to
seeing an increasing number of robots taking over household chores such as vacuuming, cutting the grass, cleaning the
pool or even creating gourmet meals! However one mostly attainment is robotic pets, which intend to simulate real pets
without all the hassle of looking after them. A couple examples of robotic pets are the Sony AIBO, a robotic dog and the
Ugobe Pleo3, a robotic Dinosaur.

The article Robo-Pets as good as the real thing? by lain Thomson talks about research that has been done on how
robotic pets compare to real pets in daily life. The research shows that the elderly and children alike respond especially
well to these robotic companions. Elderly residents at care homes were given AIBO?s for six weeks and in the end
reported that they were feeling less depressed and more active than they had been without the robots. Children also had
similar comments about the AIBO stating that it ?could be a good companion?.

The AIBO is mainly targeted at children because it is little more than a novelty. It may be interesting but it has no practical
use. Although research has shown that elderly people find the companionship rehabilitating, the high cost of these units
puts it out of most of their reach.

One big advantage of units like the AIBO is that they can teach children the basics about pet care and help their parents
determine if the kids are old enough to have the responsibility of caring for an actual living pet. Another use of the robotic
pets such as the AIBO is to simply be a pet that doesn?t really require the same level of commitment as owning a real
pet. This might be especially good for people who don?t spend a lot of time at home and don?t have resources to care for
the animal during the day.

The main issue with the widespread use of robots is that people will start to depend on them too much, and will miss out
on the humanity aspect of life. One of the greatest challenges that life presents us is probably parenthood, and relying on
a robot to show us if our child is ready for a real animal is just not going to be a good and informed decision. There are
many uses for robotics in a consumer point of view, but | don?t think that robotic pets are a good replacement for a real
live companion.

A printer is a piece of hardware for a computer. It allows a user to print items on paper, such as letters and pictures.
Mostly a printer prints under the control of a computer. Many can also work as a copying machine or with a digital camera
to print directly without using a computer.

Today, the following types of printers are in regular use:

- Inkjet printers, use colored ink they put on a paper.

- Plotters are large format inkjet printers, or printers that use special pens.

- Laser printers transfer tiny particles of toner onto the paper. Most do not print colors.

- Dot-matrix printers are now almost extinct. They used a ribbon and made a lot of noise.

- Dye sublimation printers produce very high quality images. Three colors are used: cyan, Magenta and Yellow.

- Line printers contain a chain of characters or pins that print an entire line at one time. Line printers are very fast, but
produce low-quality print.

- Thermal printer is an inexpensive printer that works by pushing heated pins against heat-sensitive paper.

Printers are programmed using a programming language. The printer interprets the program, and the outputs the result.
There are two big classes of such languages: Page description languages, and Printer Control languages. A page
description language describes what a page should look like. The program in a page description language is sent to the
printer, which interprets them. Printer command languages are at a lower level than Page description languages, they
contain information that is specific to the printer model.

The International Project Management Association (IPMA) is a non-profit, Swiss-registered organization for the promotion
of project management internationally.[1] The IPMA is a federation of more than 50 national and internationally oriented
project management associations with over 120.000 members world-wide as of 2012.[2]

The association was started in 1965 in Vienna by a European group of managers, and initially established under the
name "International Management Systems Association" (IMSA). It held its first international congress in Vienna in 1967,
which was attended by professionals from 30 different countries. [3] In 1979 the association was renamed to International
Project Management Association.[4]

IPMA's focus is in the development and promotion of the project management profession. It provides standards and
establishes guidelines for the work of project management professionals through the IPMA Competence Baseline (ICB?).
The Certification Program is delivered by National Member Associations and/or Certification Bodies in various
membership countries. As of 2012 there are more than 150,000 IPMA-certified competency-based certificates worldwide,
which are held by professionals from recognised businesses and organisations around the world.[5]

With its unique federation approach, IPMA is an umbrella organization for independent Member Associations from over
50 countries world-wide, each of whom represents IPMA in their respective countries.

Project planning is part of project management, which relates to the use of schedules such as Gantt charts to plan and
subsequently report progress within the project environment.[1]

Initially, the project scope is defined and the appropriate methods for completing the project are determined. Following
this step, the durations for the various tasks necessary to complete the workare listed and grouped into a work breakdown
structure. Project planning is often used to organize different areas of a project, including project plans, work loads and
the management of teams and individuals.[2] The logical dependencies between tasks are defined using an activity
network diagram that enables identification of the critical path. Float or slack time in the schedule can be calculated using
project management software.[3] Then the necessary resources can be estimated and costs for each activity can be
allocated to each resource, giving the total project cost. At this stage, the project schedule may be optimized to achieve
the appropriate balance between resource usage and project duration to comply with the project objectives. Once
established and agreed, the project schedule becomes what is known as the baseline schedule. Progress will be
measured against the baseline schedule throughout the life of the project.
