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[Mpunmep TekcTa Ha ycTHoe pedbepuposaHue Following her youngest daughter's wedding in 1890,
Elisabeth's travels grew even more restless. She rarely stayed long in any given place and spent no
more than a few weeks each year in Vienna. During an overnight stop in Geneva in 1898, her
presence in the city was revealed in a newspaper, although she had been travelling under an
assumed name for privacy. On September 10, as she was walking from her hotel to the ship on
which she was to leave for Montreux, Elisabeth was stabbed with a sharpened file by Italian anarchist
Luigi Lucheni. Lucheni had come to Geneva planning to assassinate the Prince of Orleans; when he
failed to arrive, Lucheni had chosen the Empress of Austria, whose presence in the city he'd learned
about in the newspaper, as the next best victim available to him, unaware--and uncaring--that in fact
she shared his opinions on aristocracy. The file poked a tiny hole in Elisabeth's heart; blood leaked
out so slowly that at first no one was aware that she had been injured. She made it to the ship, but
shortly afterwards collapsed. Her companion at first assumed the Empress had merely fainted, and
when loosening her bodice noticed a spot of blood and a hole in her camisole. She was rushed back
to the hotel, but it was too late for the doctors to do anything. Lucheni, sentenced to life in prison,
hanged himself in 1910.

December 24, 1837 in Munich, second daughter of Duke Max in Bavaria and his wife Ludovika
(whose siblings included King Ludwig | of Bavaria, Queen Marie of Saxony, Queen Amalie of Saxony,
Queen Elise of Prussia, and Sophie, mother of Emperor Franz Joseph of Austria.) She grew up in
Munich and at Possenhofen, on Starnbergersee (Lake Starnberg), which she loved. As a child, Sisi
was never considered "special"--not particularly bright or pretty--and was very shy among strangers.
She shared her father's love of the circus, the "lower classes", long walks, horseback riding, and the
zither. In 1853, her mother Ludovika and aunt Sophie decided that Sisi's elder sister Helene would
marry Emperor Franz Joseph; Ludovika, Helene, and Sisi joined Sophie and her sons in Bad Ischl in
order for the two cousins to get acquainted. Franz Joseph, however, fell in love at first sight with
fifteen-year-old Sisi instead, and two days later (on August 18, his 23rd birthday) had his mother ask
if Elisabeth would marry him. Less than a year afterwards, on 24 April 1854, at the age of sixteen and
a quarter, Elisabeth became Empress of Austria, Queen of Hungary and Bohemia, etc, etc, etc.
Sophie never cared for Elisabeth, and her attempts to train Sisi to become a proper Empress did not
take into account the girl's own wishes and needs. Franz Joseph was deeply devoted to his mother,
and only rarely supported his wife against her. The couple's first two children, Sophie (born in 1855,
and named by her grandmother without Sisi's being consulted) and Gisela (born in 1856), were
installed in a nursery near Sophie's apartments, and raised by attendants chosen by--and loyal
to--their grandmother (as were those who had been chosen to attend Elisabeth upon her arrival in
Vienna); Sisi had little power over their upbringing, and little contact with the girls at all. She did insist
that the children accompany her and Franz Joseph on a state visit to Hungary in 1857, during which
they became ill and little Sophie died--a misfortune which became used as proof that the young
Empress was unfit to be a mother. The eagerly-awaited heir to the throne, Crown Prince Rudolf, was
born on 21 August 1858, and, like the first two children, was given over to the care of Sophie. Over
the next few years, Elisabeth's health began to decline, and she started spending a great deal of time
away from Vienna, "for the sake of her health". (The first such trip may have been prompted in part
by the discovery that Franz Joseph was unfaithful to her.) These trips grew longer and more frequent
as time went on, and for the most part reports indicate that she looked perfectly healthy--until she
returned to Vienna, where she always grew worse, leading to another escape from the court she
detested. In 1865, however, shortly after a still-tentative reconciliation with Franz Joseph, she was
forced to take action. One of the men responsible for Rudolf's education came to her begging for her
assistance; he feared that the sadistic military training of the precocious but delicate boy--at the
Emperor's orders--was endangering his life. On August 27, the Empress presented her husband with
a written ultimatum: either she would be in charge of everything concerning the children until their
majority, as well as anything touching on her own personal life-or she would leave him. The Emperor
gave in.

MpuMepHbIn TekcT ana pedepuposaHus: After resuming his post at Salzburg in 1779, Mozart
composed Idomeneo (1781) for the Bavarian court, it marks the first opera of Mozart's maturity. In the
year of its production he resigned from the archbishop's service and moved to Vienna, where in 1782
he married Constanze Weber, the sister of Aloysia. Financial difficulties beset him almost
immediately, since he was unable to secure a suitable position and had to earn his living by teaching
and giving public concerts. In Vienna, Mozart met Haydn, and the two developed a long and warm
friendship that benefited the work of each. Mozart's six string quartets (1782785) dedicated to Haydn
are testimony of his influence. Die Entfihrung aus dem Serail ( The Abduction from the Seraglio,
1782), a singspiel combining songs and German dialogue, brought Mozart some success. The
Viennese court opera was dominated by ltalian tradition, and in his next operas Mozart turned to the
style of the Italian opera buffa. With the librettist Lorenzo Da Ponte he created the comic masterpiece
Le Nozze di Figaro ( The Marriage of Figaro, 1786), which, after a lukewarm reception in Vienna,
became a sensation in Prague. From that city also came the commission that resulted in Don
Giovanni (1787). Although it has come to be regarded as one of the most brilliant operas ever written,
it was considered rather difficult by his public, which preferred his more frivolous works.

Mpumep TekcTa Ha nepeso co cnosapeM: The Lederhosen, which are said to have emerged in the
Alpine regions of Germany and Austria, were the trousers of the working peasant community - they
were sturdy and held up to the rigorous work of the time. However, leather trousers were actually
worn in many regions of Europe by riders and also hunters. But it was in the south of Germany or
"Bavaria" that a unique style developed - a pair of leather trousers with a front drop "flap". This style
became quite popular and in France the style was dubbed "a la bavaroise" or "Bavarian style". During
the Rococo period of the 18th Century it was also fashionable for the courtly society to emulate the
simple life of the peasants, and hence, the style also took hold in the nobility. While the peasantry
wore both short Lederhosen and longer styled "Kniebundhosen" made of goat or sheepskin that was
dyed black, the nobles, who were often adept hunters, chose to make their Lederhosen of deerskins -
a much softer and higher grade of leather. These were then richly decorated to symbolize their
nobility. Part of the uniqueness of Lederhosen can also be attributed to their intricate embroidery that
is found both on the trousers as well as on the suspenders. Oftentimes the embroidery signified a
certain region of the country and people began to attribute a regional pride in wearing their
Lederhosen. In fact, in many of the small villages the regional "Tracht" was taken very seriously and
one often owned several pair of Lederhosen for different occasions - for everyday work as well as for
very festive occasions such as a wedding. While these traditions have lasted even into the modern
day in some areas, most of today's Lederhosen have been replaced by blue jeans for everyday life
and work and Lederhosen are now worn mostly at cultural events or festivals, such as the
Oktoberfest or "Kirchweih" as well as to a Biergarten. During the onslaught of blue jeans across the
earth (which ironically were also invented by a Bavarian named Levi Strauss who emigrated to San
Francisco during the California Gold Rush) the Lederhosen lost their popularity in everyday life,
especially among younger generations. However, in recent years there has been a new interest in
this traditional garb, and people of all ages are again wearing them to the festivals. The Lederhosen
now come in short and long styles, and in many leathers along many price ranges. One can expect to
pay about $250 for a basic pair made of durable goat leather. They typically come in black and brown
leathers, but other colors are also available: khaki, gray, and even red for younger boys! However,
more expensive Lederhosen are also still available in deerskin and come with intricately designed
embroidery and can cost up to $1,000!

MpuMmepHbIn TekcT ana pedpepuposaHus: Cultural history is not to be defined by a set of rules or a
distinct subject matter. It is not just, what the German term Kulturgeschichte denotes, a study of the
activities within the sphere of 'high culture'; nor is it exclusively to be seen as an exercise in
interpretation of symbolic acts and rituals of people in the past. Some observers have been frustrated
with cultural history that seems at times to be the 'history of everything', not without reason. There is
more than a grain of truth in the view that cultural history can be exercised in every field of activity:
politics, economics, kinship, gender, religion and all their interlocking and overlapping domains. So,
for example, alongside a demographic historian who calculates the historical movements of the size
of family, or age at marriage, cultural historians probe the ideas about family, obligation, conjugality,
with all the contradictions and points of pressure and conflict which they induced in people's lives. Or,
alongside the study of doctrine, theology and ecclesiastical structures ? areas long studied by
historians of religion ? cultural historians seek out the practices through which religion was
disseminated, experienced, interpreted and applied. This has meant that cultural historians have
often also been innovators in the search for sound and viable ways of approaching and identifying
ways into the daily lives of people who did not generate a great deal of documentation. Yet, it is
wrong to think of cultural history as a 'people's history' alone; its operations are as illuminating when
applied to courts, politics and armies; to the art and clothing, literature, grammar and music of the few
and privileged. Before cultural history became so important to the work of historians, some time in the
late 1980s, the 'new history' of the 1960s and 1970s had produced a great deal of pioneering and
exciting information about social relations and structures. The lives of workers, working-class politics,
peasant economies, demographics of plantations and slave-owning economies, levels of literacy, all
these became visible, and often for the first time. The work was often inspired by acquaintance with
Marx's theories of class conflict, and in France by an indigenous version of a history situated within a
geographical, physical frame.

Roy Ladurie showed that peasants and artisans could be studied historically, and that historians
could try to understand their ideas and aspirations, the words that comforted or excited them, the
symbols they cherished or rejected. The Chartist movement, for example, was first studied as an
expression of class aspirations in the plenitude of its mobilisation and political effect; but an analysis
of its language revealed that its main concerns were not based on class solidarity but with inclusion
and exclusion from the polity. The study of social relations led the most inspired historians to seek
meaning beyond structure, and subjectivity beyond class formation and adherence. The most
formative impact in urging historians towards the 'cultural' ? the domain of representation, the
struggle over meaning ? was the advent of interest in women and then gender, and this impact has
not been sufficiently understood or appreciated by historians and those who observe them. Although
there are a few examples from earlier periods of history, and indeed a trickle of studies throughout
the early 20th century, the field of women's history within academia emerged in the 1970s, in
complex yet undeniable relation to the Women's Movements throughout the world. Many feminists
expected ? and in the UK many feminists were Marxists ? that women would gain alongside workers,
people of colour and colonised people. The history similarly tended to situate women within peasant
households and working-class families, and elite women ? in some sense the class 'enemy' ?
attracted little attention. The historical strategies which illuminated the lives of workers ? hitherto
hidden from history ? were used to discover women: in factories, in bread riots, during religious wars
and among the destitute poor. Yet, it soon became clear to the historians of women that women
operated not only under the systems of economics that made them poor peasants or poor factory
workers ? capitalism ? but also under a set of assumptions and expectations and within roles ?
patriarchy ? which structured their lives within the family and community too. Moreover, 'patriarchy'
equally, through differently, structured the lives of women of different social locations: noblewoman,
rich merchant's wife, privileged nun or academic. Social structure alone could not capture the lives of
women, and once this was realised, many historians of women sought to develop concepts and
practices ? the field we now call gender ? adequate to the task of understanding the complex realities
of relations between and among men and women. What began as a stage in the development of
women's history became a veritable revolution in all areas of historical practice. Joan Wallach Scott's
Gender and the Politics of History(2) is as much an essay on the history of gender as it is on cultural
history, and history in general. The categories 'male' and 'female’ are shown to be words freighted
with meaning far beyond the mere biological difference that we all find easiest to identify. There are
strings of assumptions and associations about them that far outstrip physical capacity and are deeply
grounded in history and language: and so in the Middle Ages to the feminine was often aligned
morbidity (a tendency to fall ill), weak moral judgement, dissimulation, credulity, lower life expectancy,
weak powers of reasoning and more. These were meanings beyond any observable reality, and they
were disseminated powerfully through the constitutive language practices, rituals and representations
that surrounded medieval people ? not without variation or change ? from cradle to grave. This is the
domain of 'culture.’
