The atmosphere is the blanket of air that covers the
rocks and the waters of the earth. Its mass is less than a millionth part of that of the earth, but its
activities and influences are far-reaching. Its presence is necessary to sustain the varied life of the
earth, and its acts as a blanket to equalize the temperatures of the earth?s surface. It serves as a
medium for the transfer of water that is evaporated from lands and seas and that is precipitated as
rain upon the earth, wearing away the rocks and transporting them to the seas. It is one of the agents
of weathering, and it transports and deposits weathered material. Composition of the Air-Dry air
consists of about 78 per cent nitrogen, 21 per cent oxygen, and 0.94 per cent argon by volume.
Additional constituents include carbon dioxide, hydrogen, neon, helium, krypton, xenon, oxides of
nitrogen, and ozone in minute amounts and, locally, certain volatile organic substances, sulphurous
gases, chlorine, etc., from volcanoes and other sources. Water vapor also is an important part of the
air, probably averaging about 1.2 per cent of the total volume. Its abundance varies according to the
temperature; it forms about 2.63 per cent at the equator, 0.92 per cent at Lat. 50€N., and 0.22 per
cent at Lat. 70€@N. Fine earthy matter, smoke, soot, pollen, spores, bacteria, volcanic dust, meteoric
dust, etc., may be spread as impurities through a considerable part of the atmosphere, sufficiently at
times to darken the sun and reduce visibility. Changes in Composition with Altitude. ? The air extends
to great elevations above the land. Mountain climbers have reached elevations of 27,000 feet on
Mount Everest, and observes in balloons and airplanes have reached elevations of more than 13
miles.

Apart from currents ocean water moves in another way. It rises and falls with the tides. On most
coastlines, the tide moves slowly out from shore for about six hours. This is low tide. For the next six
hours. The tide moves back slowly. This is high tide. Most places along ocean shores have two high
tides and two low tides each day. In some parts of the world, the difference between high tide and
low tide is as great as 15 m. In others, it is hardly noticeable. The difference between high and low
tides in different part of the world ocean are caused by several things. These are shape of the
coastline; the slope of the continental shelf; and the depth, size, and shape of that part of the ocean.
Tides are produced by the gravity of the moon and the sun pulling on the earth. Most of the pull
comes from the moon, because it is closer to the earth. As it orbits the earth, the moon is always
pulling on the side of the earth nearest to it. Sailors always check the times of high tide. High tides,
when ship channels are deeper, are the best times foe oceangoing vessels to enter and leave
harbors. Besides, the in-and-out action of tidal waters keeps harbor waters clean. Tidal energy.
Incoming tides produce an enormous amount energy. This power can be used to produce electricity.
One experimental tidal energy plant is located on the estuary of the river Rance in northwestern
France. It went into operation in the summer of 1966. The incoming tide of the river flows through a
dam, driving turbines, and then is trapped behind the dam. When the tide ebbs , the trapped water is
released and flows back through the dam, again driving the turbines and producing electricity cleanly
and efficiently from a renewable resource. Such tidal power plants are most efficient if the difference
between high and low tides is great, as in the Rance estuary, where the difference is 8.5 m. The
highest high tides in the world occur in the Bay of Fundy in Canada, where the difference between
high and low tide is about 18 m. The erection of a tidal power plant across an arm of the Bay of
Fundy, has long been thought about; however, the project has not yet started.

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Banks make their profits by lending the money which customers de?posit with them to others who
need it for personal or business reasons. Most people need more money than they have currently
available at some time in their lives.

To be a borrower you must be a customer of the bank because the money will be lent to you through
a bank account. There are two ways in which you may borrow. The first, and easy, is to spend more
money than you have in your current account ? to overdraw. The second, and the normal way of
borrowing larger amounts or for a long period of time is the loan.

If a manager permits an overdraft on current account he is likely to set a limit to the size of the
overdraft and may stipulate a date by which the account is back in credit. Businesses whose
payments and receipts are often irregular will frequently need to use overdraft facilities and they are
often granted to private customers as well particularly when the manager knows that regular
payments are made directly into the account.

If a loan is granted it will be a fixed sum immediately available for a fixed period of time. The
principal and the interest on it may all become due for payment at the end of that period but for
personal loans it is common to arrange that the loan and interest are repaid in equal regu?lar
installments over the period of the loan. A separate account is opened to record the repayments as
they are made.

Will it be the worst victim, or the most successful survivor, of the global crisis of 20097 So far the
news all points to success, as the Asian giant defies the old assumption that an American recession
would trigger a Chinese depression. Long dependent on exports to America, China continues to
grow strongly despite a collapse of exports, down 26.4 percent in May alone. The reason is growth
at home, with retail sales up 15.2 percent in May, and house and car sales taking off. To some, this
is evidence that China has hit a new state of development, emerging as a consumer society wealthy
enough to rival America as the world's best customer, and in some ways it has. The problem is that
the consumer driving the boom is not the individual, because the Chinese shopper has been in
retreat in recent years. The real big spender is the government.

China's economic recovery is real, but it's been bought by the state. No political party in the world
can spend quite as freely right now as China's Communist Party, with its nearly $2 trillion in reserves
and budget authority unchecked by rival parties or institutions. Beijing's stimulus plan amounts to 4
percent of GDP, double America's 2 percent, and China can deliver this booster shot without
resorting to foreign borrowing. Government investment has driven the Chinese boom for a long time,
and it is up 30 percent since the beginning of the year, with 75 percent of the money going into
infrastructure; spending on rail lines and roads has more than doubled over the past 12 months.
New community centers, convention halls, and sports facilities are springing up in major cities and
provinces. Central and local governments are raising subsidies to support idle factories, retrain
workers, and boost income aid in hard-hit areas. New government lending, as well as government
orders to banks to raise lending, is helping to spur a surge in apartment sales. The state is even
handing out spending vouchers directly to consumers, particularly in rural areas, good for cars,
refrigerators, and other products, many with price restrictions that effectively limit the vouchers to
inexpensive Chinese brands. As a top executive at one Chinese state-owned bank puts it, "This is all
about the government propping things up."

The hidden hand of the state can obscure the degree to which China still depends on subsidized
exports to America. Among the hardest-hit areas are those such as Guangdong province, a
southern factory hub that represents an eighth of China's wealth and a quarter of its exports. There
five-star hotels built in the boom times stand empty, while job centers for laid-off migrant workers are
full. On a recent evening, the Pearl River itself seemed dimmer?many of the garish light displays
that usually blaze from waterfront inns and restaurants had been turned off "to save electricity," says
Su Caifang, deputy director general of the Guangdong Foreign Affairs Office, who notes that the
province has suffered greatly in recent months because of the global downturn. "We're still very
export-dependent, especially on America," says Su, who notes that 40 percent of the region's
exports go to the U.S.
