HOW GREEN IS THE HOUSE?

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As the UK's cities expand rapidly, problems are being caused for councils who have to meet the
demand for housing. In addition to this, energy prices and pollution levels continue to increase. A
solution has been developed by the Peabody Trust who have worked with environmental experts to
build the Beddington Zero Energy housing development (BedZED) in Sutton, England. This unique
development is an environmentally-friendly community of a hundred homes including gardens,
offices, and childcare facilities with plenty of surrounding green areas. BedZED's designers have
created an attractive, affordable, urban village whose unique features benefit instead of harm the
local community and environment. BedZED is a 'zero energy' development - no fossil fuels (coal and
gas) are used and homes do not waste energy. Building materials are mostly natural, renewable or
recycled. Houses face the south so that they get plenty of sunlight and their roofs are also fitted with
solar panels, which change the sun's energy into electricity. The windows consist of three layers of
glass to stop heat from escaping. The homes are also fitted with the most modern energy-saving
appliances. It is estimated that families' electricity bills could be reduced by up to 60% whilst heating
bills could be reduced by as much as 90%. Developers hope to achieve a 50% reduction in
fossil-fuel use by residents' cars over the next decade by reducing the need to travel. Some
residents will have the opportunity to work within walking distance of their homes. The Peabody
Trust also aim to set up Internet shopping so that food can be delivered by local supermarkets. As
the need for environmentally-friendly, low-energy housing increases, BedZED may change from
being a unique model, to a model for all future houses.

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Tides

Ocean tides. Apart from currents ocean water moves in another way. It rises and falls with the tides.
On most coastlines, the tide moves slowly out from shore for about six hours. This is low tide. For
the next six hours. The tide moves back slowly. This is high tide. Most places along ocean shores
have two high tides and two low tides each day.

In some parts of the world, the difference between high tide and low tide is as great as 15 m. In
others, it is hardly noticeable. The difference between high and low tides in different part of the world
ocean are caused by several things. These are shape of the coastline; the slope of the continental
shelf; and the depth, size, and shape of that part of the ocean.

Tides are produced by the gravity of the moon and the sun pulling on the earth. Most of the pull
comes from the moon, because it is closer to the earth. As it orbits the earth, the moon is always
pulling on the side of the earth nearest to it.

Sailors always check the times of high tide. High tides, when ship channels are deeper, are the best
times foe oceangoing vessels to enter and leave harbors. Besides, the in-and-out action of tidal
waters keeps harbor waters clean.

Tidal energy. Incoming tides produce an enormous amount energy. This power can be used to
produce electricity. One experimental tidal energy plant is located on the estuary of the river Rance
in northwestern France. It went into operation in the summer of 1966. The incoming tide of the river
flows through a dam, driving turbines, and then is trapped behind the dam. When the tide ebbs , the
trapped water is released and flows back through the dam, again driving the turbines and producing
electricity cleanly and efficiently from a renewable resource. Such tidal power plants are most
efficient if the difference between high and low tides is great, as in the Rance estuary, where the
difference is 8.5 m. The highest high tides in the world occur in the Bay of Fundy in Canada, where
the difference between high and low tide is about 18 m. The erection of a tidal power plant across an
arm of the Bay of Fundy, has long been thought about; however, the project has not yet started.

Orbital variations

Slight variations in Earth's orbit lead to changes in the seasonal distribution of sunlight reaching the
Earth's surface and how it is distributed across the globe. There is very little change to the
area-averaged annually averaged sunshine; but there can be strong changes in the geographical
and seasonal distribution. The three types of orbital variations are variations in Earth's eccentricity,
changes in the tilt angle of Earth's axis of rotation, and precession of Earth's axis. Combined
together, these produce Milankovitch cycles which have a large impact on climate and are notable
for their correlation to glacial and interglacial periods, their correlation with the advance and retreat
of the Sahara, and for their appearance in the stratigraphic record.

The IPCC notes that Milankovitch cycles drove the ice age cycles; CO2 followed temperature
change "with a lag of some hundreds of years"; and that as a feedback amplified temperature
change. The depths of the ocean have a lag time in changing temperature (thermal inertia on such
scale). Upon seawater temperature change, the solubility of CO2 in the oceans changed, as well as
other factors impacting air-sea CO2 exchange.
