The Protestant Reformation was a major 16th century European movement aimed initially at
reforming the beliefs and practices of the Roman Catholic Church. Its religious aspects were
supplemented by ambitious political rulers who wanted to extend their power and control at the
expense of the Church. The Reformation ended the unity imposed by medieval Christianity and, in
the eyes of many historians, signaled the beginning of the modern era. A weakening of the old order
was already under way in Northern Europe, as evidenced by the emergence of thriving new cities
and a determined middle class.

Tema 4. American English (The Enlightenment (18th century)).
NeKUuMoHHoe 3aHsiThe (2 yaca(os)):

Although the intellectual movement called "The Enlightenment" is usually associated with the 18th
century, its roots in fact go back much further. But before we explore those roots, we need to define
the term. This is one of those rare historical movements which in fact named itself. Certain thinkers
and writers, primarily in London and Paris, believed that they were more enlightened than their
compatriots and set out to enlighten them.

Tema 5. American English (The Industrial Revolution 18th -19th centuries).
JNIeKLMOHHOe 3aHsiTne (2 4yaca(oB)):

The Industrial Revolution began in the 18th century, opening doors of unlimited production
possibilities. The inventors of this time created a new look on life and the eager society of the
century never looked back. Industrialization is an on-going process that is central to understanding
humans. With inventions from such dedicated people as James Watt, Benjamin Franklin, and Eli
White, the Industrial Revolution was made possible.

Tema 6. The Western Movement (called "Manifest Destiny").
JNeKuMoHHoe 3aHsiTne (2 4yaca(oB)):

The last source that helped develop cultural values in the US was the American Westward
Movement. This is defined as the movement westward to settle the rest of the North American
continent. Generally speaking, settling of all of North America was a westward movement.
Europeans came from the east and first settled on the East Coast. There was no way to expand
their colonies except to move west.

Tema 7. The 21st century (Relativism, Multiculturalis, Tolerance).
neKuMnoHHoe 3aHsiThe (2 yaca(os)):

Relativism The first new idea is relativism. It came from several sources. It says that nothing is
absolute, perfect and unchanging. Everything changes and will continue to change. This idea seems
to fit well into the list of American values, since change is already one of them. But relativism takes a
big step away from traditional American thinking. For example, many Protestant Christians in
America believe that God and Bible are absolute and true. Relativism denies these beliefs.

The American Constitution is the oldest written constitution in force in the world. The authors of the
Constitution built in a provision for amending the document when political, social or economic
conditions demanded it. Twenty-seven amendments have been passed since ratification. The first
10 amendments to the Constitution, called the Bill of Rights, assure individual rights and freedoms.
The Constitution divides the powers of the government into three branches - the Executive, headed
by the President; the Legislative, which includes both houses of Congress (the Senate and the
House of Representatives); and the Judicial, which is headed by the Supreme Court. The
Constitution limits the role of each branch, through a system of checks and balances, to prevent any
one branch from gaining undue power.
