Tema 1. Introduction into English international examinations

Assessment is one of the most important part of educational process that directs teaching, learning as well as curriculum
development. The Common European Framework (CEFR), divides learners into six different levels:

A Basic Speaker

A1 Breakthrough or beginner
A2 Waystage or elementary
B Independent Speaker

B1 Threshold or intermediate
B2 Vantage or upper intermediate
C Proficient Speaker

C1 Effective Operational Proficiency or advanced
C2 Mastery or proficiency
Discover English Language Schools Worldwide

For each level, there is a description of what the learner has to be able to do in reading, listening, speaking and writing.
Those descriptions apply to any language. Usually, the expected level for study programmes in most world countries is
around B. However, certain universities or programmes (e.g. English literature) might require a higher level than that.
That can be helpful if the university you are applying to does not have specific guidelines for your certificate.

English certificates

English is obviously the most popular language of instruction. Even in international oriented national programmes, a
certificate might be needed to proof sufficient English skills for English-taught courses. The below-mentioned certificates
are the most popular ones used in the academic field.

The Common European Framework of Reference (usually abbreviated to the CEFR or CEF) describes what language
learners can do at different stages of their learning. The CEFR is language-neutral, which means that it can be applied to
any foreign language learning situation. It was originally designed as a comprehensive reference tool to promote
educational transparency and to allow movement between countries for work or study within the European Union. Since
its publication in 2001, the CEFR has been translated into 37 languages and its use has spread outside Europe, from
Asia to Latin America, as an aid to defining levels for learning, teaching and assessment.

The CEFR describes six broad levels of ability, with A1 being the lowest and C2 the highest. Learners are classified in
three distinct groups: the Basic User (levels A1 and A2), the Independent User (B1 and B2) and the Proficient User (C1
and C2). As these titles suggest, learners develop not just in terms of the actual language they have available, but also
in terms of their strategies for communicating. For example, in moving from basic to independent, learners will gain
compensation strategies, enabling them to make the most of the language they already know; proficient learners will be
operating at a higher level, where they can be both fluent and spontaneous, and able to draw on exactly the language
they need for a specific situation.

The CEFR describes what learners can do across five language skills: Spoken Interaction, Spoken Production,
Listening, Reading and Writing. For all five skills at each level, there are sets of detailed 'Can Do’ statements. By dividing
Speaking in two, the CEFR focuses both on the learner's production and their ability to take part in conversations and
discussion. So, for example, under Spoken Interaction there is information about Turntaking: a Basic A2 learner Can use
simple techniques to start, maintain or end a short conversation, whereas a Proficient C1 learner Can select a suitable
phrase to preface their remarks appropriately in order to get the floor, or to gain time and keep the floor whilst thinking.

Tewma 3. International examinations for Academic English (IELTS, TOEFL, etc)

Types, format, specifications and peculiarities, general strategies.

IELTS Academic and IELTS General Training are designed to cover the full range of ability from non-user to expert user.
The Academic version is for test takers who want to study at tertiary level in an English-speaking country or seek

professional registration. The General Training version is for test takers who want to work, train, study at a secondary
school or migrate to an English-speaking country.[12]

The difference between the Academic and General Training versions is the content, context and purpose of the tasks. All
other features, such as timing allocation, length of written responses and reporting of scores, are the same.[11]

IELTS Academic and General Training both incorporate the following features:

IELTS tests the ability to listen, read, write and speak in English.

The speaking module is a key component of IELTS. It is conducted in the form of a one-to-one interview with an
examiner. The examiner assesses the test taker as he or she is speaking. The speaking session is also recorded for
monitoring and for re-marking in case of an appeal against the score given.

A variety of accents and writing styles have been presented in test materials in order to minimise linguistic bias. The
accents in the listening section are generally 80% British, Australian, New Zealander and 20% others (mostly American).
IELTS is developed by experts at Cambridge English Language Assessment with input from item writers from around the
world. Teams are located in the USA, Great Britain, Australia, New Zealand, Canada and other English-speaking
nations.

Band scores are used for each language sub-skill (Listening, Reading, Writing, and Speaking). The Band Scale ranges
from 0 ("Did not attempt the test") to 9 ("Expert User").

Tewma 4. International examinations for Special and Professional English (BEC, ILEC, ICFE, GMAT, etc.)

Types, format, specifications and peculiarities, general strategies.

GMAT is a computer adaptive test (CAT) intended to assess certain analytical, writing, quantitative, verbal, and reading
skills in written English for use in admission to a graduate management program, such as an MBA. It requires knowledge
of certain specific grammar and knowledge of certain specific algebra, geometry, and arithmetic. According to the test
owning company, the Graduate Management Admission Council (GMAC), the GMAT assesses analytical writing and
problem-solving abilities, while also addressing data sufficiency, logic, and critical reasoning skills that it believes to be
vital to real-world business and management success. It can be taken up to five times a year. Attempts must be at least
16 days apart.

The GMAT Exam Has Four Sections:

Analytical Writing Assessment-measures your ability to think critically and to communicate your ideas

Integrated Reasoning-measures your ability to analyze data and evaluate information presented in multiple formats
Quantitative Reasoning-measures your ability to analyze data and draw conclusions using reasoning skills

Verbal Reasoning-measures your ability to read and understand written material, to evaluate arguments and to correct
written material to conform to standard written English

The International Legal English Certificate exam, better known by its initials ILEC or as the Cambridge English: Legal, is
a high-level English proficiency qualification that was developed through a partnership between Cambridge ESOL, a part
of the world-renowned University of Cambridge, and the TransLegal Group, a world leader in Legal English products and
services. As the name implies, the ILEC exam is designed to demonstrate that candidates have the English language
skills necessary for successful coursework and/or careers in international law. Accordingly, it is taken mainly by law
students and practicing lawyers in pursuit of opportunities in an international legal environment. Many students take the
exam as a certification of their English proficiency when they are applying to study law at English-language law schools
or when they are seeking employment in an international legal context. Similarly, practicing lawyers use the certification
when changing fields, seeking promotions, or learning English as part of a legal training program.

TOEIC is a test of English for communication and it's usually used for business. Companies, especially in Asia, like
people to have a certain TOEIC scores to prove their English is good enough to work with and understand
English-speaking clients and colleagues.

TOEIC scores are usually considered valid for two years and companies may ask people to take the test once when they
apply for a job or once every two years to prove their English skills are still at the same level.
