POWER SOURCES

The forecast that the first electro mobiles would be one or two passenger vehicles turned out to be wrong, because of the
inadequate battery power capacity. It is estimated by some that there are approximately 100.000-110.000 electro mobiles
now being used around the world; most are vans, although light pas-senger electro mobiles have been recently exhibited
in several countries.

One way to get around the problem of the battery power inadequacy is the hybrid vehicle - a small inter-nal combustion
engine couples with an accumulator power source. The internal combustion engine is used only outside residential areas
to recharge the battery or as a simultaneous source of power. The range of this kind of vehicle is a lot greater. A Soviet
model with a combined power plant used on the RAF van gets 80 km per hour and can cover up to 300 km without
recharging.

Tekct 1 The International Project Management Association

The International Project Management Association (IPMA) is a non-profit, Swiss-registered organization for the promotion
of project management internationally.[1] The IPMA is a federation of more than 50 national and internationally oriented
project management associations with over 120.000 members world-wide as of 2012.]2]

The association was started in 1965 in Vienna by a European group of managers, and initially established under the
name "International Management Systems Association" (IMSA). It held its first international congress in Vienna in 1967,
which was attended by professionals from 30 different countries. [3] In 1979 the association was renamed to International
Project Management Association.[4]

IPMA's focus is in the development and promotion of the project management profession. It provides standards and
establishes guidelines for the work of project management professionals through the IPMA Competence Baseline (ICB?).
The Certification Program is delivered by National Member Associations and/or Certification Bodies in various
membership countries. As of 2012 there are more than 150,000 IPMA-certified competency-based certificates worldwide,
which are held by professionals from recognised businesses and organizations around the world.[5]

With its unique federation approach, IPMA is an umbrella organization for independent Member Associations from over
50 countries world-wide, each of whom represents IPMA in their respective countries.

Project planning is part of project management, which relates to the use of schedules such as Gantt charts to plan and
subsequently report progress within the project environment.[1]

Initially, the project scope is defined and the appropriate methods for completing the project are determined. Following
this step, the durations for the various tasks necessary to complete the work are listed and grouped into a work
breakdown structure. Project planning is often used to organize different areas of a project, including project plans,
workloads and the management of teams and individuals.[2] The logical dependencies between tasks are defined using
an activity network diagram that enables identification of the critical path. Float or slack time in the schedule can be
calculated using project management software.[3] Then the necessary resources can be estimated and costs for each
activity can be allocated to each resource, giving the total project cost. At this stage, the project schedule may be
optimized to achieve the appropriate balance between resource usage and project duration to comply with the project
objectives. Once established and agreed, the project schedule becomes what is known as the baseline schedule.
Progress will be measured against the baseline schedule throughout the life of the project. Analyzing progress compared
to the baseline schedule is known as earned value management.

The inputs of the project planning phase include the project charter and the concept proposal. The outputs of the project
planning phase include the project requirements, the project schedule, and the project management plan.
