In combination with phasal verbs the gerund forms a compound verbal phasal predicate. The phasal verbs denote various stages
of the action, such as its beginning, continuation, or end. The most common phasal verbs followed by the gerund are: to begin,
to start, to burst out, to continue, to go on, to keep on, to cease, to finish, to give up, to leave off, to stop.

e.g. The doctor continued examining the patient.

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The gerund names an action or state and functions as a noun.

The gerund has some properties of the verb. Like verbs, gerunds have active, passive, and perfect forms (sending, being sent,
having sent, having been sent), can take a direct object (He likes watching films), and can be modified by an adverb (He is
used to working late).

The gerund has some properties of the noun and can function as the subject (Swimming is good for health), as a predicative
noun (His hobby is travelling), as an object (He enjoys reading), as an attribute (The risk of losing money scares him), and as
an adverbial modifier (He called her before leaving).

To make writing more concise, these clauses can often be reduced (by removing subjects and auxiliaries) or transformed
through nominalization (turning a clause into a noun phrase). These processes allow you to vary sentence structure and shift
between dynamic actions and formal, abstract concepts.

Advanced conditionals move beyond basic "if-then" patterns to express complex, unreal, or nuanced relationships between
events across different times. This includes mixed conditionals, which blend tenses to link past conditions with present results
(or vice versa), and more formal structures like inversion in conditionals (e.g., "Had I known..." instead of "If I had known...").

These concepts can also be expressed through alternative connectors (provided that, but for) and by rewriting with modals
(e.g., "You should call" for advice, or "He might have won" for a past possibility), offering greater precision and stylistic
variety in formal or literary contexts.

Advanced reported speech precisely conveys not just what was said, but how-focusing on the speaker's intention, attitude, or
mental state. This requires specific reporting verb patterns (e.g., promise to do, admit doing, advise someone to do) and careful
complex backshifting of tenses, modals, and pronouns.

It extends to reporting questions, commands, and suggestions using structures like whether, to-infinitives, or that-clauses with
should. The goal is to accurately transform direct speech into an integrated, nuanced narrative statement while maintaining the
original meaning and nuance.
