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In the review, the book “Settlements of the Republic of Tatarstan” is evaluated as a popular scien-
tific encyclopedia of a systematic alphabetical type. It is proved that the materials, published in the
book, are extremely valuable sources of information about the past and present of the settlements in

our republic.
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To implement the task set up by the state au-
thorities, the Institute of the Tatar Encyclopedia
and Regional Studies of the Academy of Sciences
of the Republic of Tatarstan prepared and pub-
lished two volumes of the illustrated encyclopedia
“Settlements in the Republic of Tatarstan” [1], [2].
The encyclopedia can be described as being of a
popular science and systematic-alphabetic type. It
contains versatile, systematized and reliable infor-
mation about the region and conveys it to the read-
er in an accessible language. It has a description of
the natural-geographical, economic and socio-
political features of villages, hamlets and settle-
ments of Tatarstan. Most of the entries contain in-
formation about major historical events associated
with  settlements,  educational institutions,
healthcare, culture and public organizations, crea-
tive teams, monuments, as well as holidays, festi-
vals and competitions held in them.

The materials in the book are extremely valua-
ble sources of information about the past and pre-
sent of these settlements. They contain a wide va-
riety of data on regional history, geography, eth-
nography, economics, demography, culture, art,
folklore, etc. They also include biographies of the
people whose lives and activities are connected
with our region. The fact that the materials, availa-
ble in this encyclopedia, are a result of many years
of painstaking work done by local scientists and
historians who based their research on archival
sources, accounts for the unique nature of the in-
formation, introduced into scientific circulation for
the first time. The bibliographic list of references
in the book makes it possible to determine the level
of modern regional studies in Tatarstan.

The range of those interested in the infor-
mation, contained in the encyclopedia, is not lim-

ited exclusively to readers in our region. Owing to
the development of domestic tourism and the ex-
pansion of business and cultural ties between vari-
ous subjects of our country, it will be useful to
people living in other areas of Russia. Moreover,
of significance is the fact that the territory of
Tatarstan includes settlements that were previously
part of the Simbirsk, Orenburg and Ufa provinces.

On the pages of the encyclopedia, of great im-
portance, in our opinion, is the information, relat-
ing to the 20™ century: the administrative dis-
trict/division, the administrative-territorial affilia-
tion of each settlement, the history of a network of
educational institutions, the history of collective
farms, state farms, school museums, houses of cul-
ture, clubs and the library system. In the book,
considerable attention is paid to the monuments of
archeology and epigraphy.

lllustrations play an important supporting role
in the book: this publication contains many photo-
graphs, drawings and maps. As illustrations, the
encyclopedia uses photographs about the culture
and art of the peoples, living on the territory of the
republic. The blocks of articles that have the most
photographs are devoted to architecture, culture,
art and ethnographic material. The encyclopedia
also contains black-and-white portraits of promi-
nent figures of various peoples and outstanding
scholars. The merit of the publication is its good
cartographic support. Maps here perform research
and educational functions and provide readers with
accessible, concise, aesthetic cartographic infor-
mation about districts, cities and regionalization.
All maps are accompanied by an explanation of the
details (explication) or reference information (leg-
end). The analysis of cartographic materials shows
that they are well comparable, correspond to the
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classical canons of cartography and can be used as
visualization tools. By accompanying the articles
with cartographic materials, the authors facilitate
the perception of the text and provide an additional
source of information.

The centre-piece of the encyclopedia is people
— the natives of these settlements. Biographical ar-
ticles present information about famous people
who gained recognition in their settlement and re-
gion, as well as nationwide, in the republic and in
Russia: historical figures (war participants - hold-
ers of orders of the Russian Empire, educators, re-
ligious figures, leaders of the republic, leaders of
the national movement, etc.), well-known perform-
ers - carriers of folklore (singers, dancers), modern
state, economic and public figures whose work is
associated with a particular locality, as well as
people who contributed to the development of their
settlement (these are leaders, chief specialists of
state farms, heads of medical, educational, pre-
school and cultural institutions, etc.), the natives
who achieved success in science, literature and art,
workers and outstanding people awarded with state
honorary titles, with the orders of Lenin, the Red
Banner of Labor, the Labor Glory, the Badge of
Honor, laureates of Russian and republican awards,
candidates and doctors of sciences, athletes - Mas-
ters of Sports of the Russian Federation and the
Republic of Tatarstan, local historians-researchers
from the settlements of the Republic of Tatarstan,
and local residents who made great contributions
to the formation and development of their settle-
ments.

The creators of the encyclopedia sought to ful-
ly reflect the information about settlements in their
publication; however, they admit that some infor-
mation may be missing: the book is of a reference
nature, and its authors did not set the task of in-
depth monographic coverage of the history of these
settlements. In preparing the publication, they used
the materials from republican and regional ar-
chives, enterprises and institutions, local history
museums, personal archives, etc.

In general, the content-information array of the
illustrated encyclopedia gives a very voluminous
idea of the history and the current state of the set-
tlements in the Republic of Tatarstan. We believe
that the encyclopedia will become a reliable help in
scientific research for culturologists and humani-
tarians; in practical activities it is a reference book
for teachers and guides; in teaching - for students
and schoolchildren. We should also note the high
printing quality of the publication.
