Summary

LV. Epifanova. Women’s Movement in “New Deal” Epoch of F.D. Roosevelt in the
USA (1930-1940).

After the 19th Amendment to the US Constitution was accepted, American women started
to take part in elections equally with the men. However, the aspiration of American women to
economical independence and individualism were suppressed by Great Depression, which was
accompanied by common unemployment of both men and women and life level reduction. In
spite of this, the biggest women organizations, such as General Federation of Women’s Clubs
and League of Women Voters, proceeded with their activity in “New Deal” epoch. The most
powerful one was National Women’s Party headed by E. Roosevelt. All general feministic
ideas of 1930-1940 were reflected in the struggle for equal amendments (ERA).
