Types of goods insurance

Most modes of transport offer limited liability, which means that some basic - although extremely low - cover is
provided. Some traders may find this adequate. If, as is usually the case, greater cover than that offered by limited liability

is required, you should take out your own insurance.

The insurance cover type you choose for your goods will depend on how comprehensive you want the cover to be

and how much you want to pay.

If you are considering insuring your goods through your freight forwarder, you should check that they are

registered with and regulated by the Financial Services Authority. Goods-in-transit insurance

Goods-in-transit insurance is very important. Which insurance you have will depend on the agreements with your
customers or suppliers. For example, road haulage falls under the Convention des Marchandises Routiers (CMR). This
gives basic insurance cover, but it's advisable that you also take out extra insurance yourself or via your freight forwarder.

Basic shipping insurance cover

Under the transport modal conventions, you automatically have basic insurance cover (limited liability) as laid out
in the Hague-Visby and Hamburg rules, which cover transportation by sea. It's advisable, though, to have additional

insurance with a third-party broker or via your freight forwarder.

ARE TRADITIONAL WAYS OF LEARNING THE BEST?

24-hour teaching

One school in Hampshire, UK, offers 24-hour teaching. The children can decide when and if they come to school.
The school is open from 7a.m. to 10p.m. and provides online teaching through the night. The idea is that pupils don’t have
to come to school and they can decide when they want to study. Cheryl Heron, the head teacher, said “Some students learn
better at night.” Cheryl believes that if children are bored, they will not come to school. “You can teach a child without him
ever coming to school”.

Learn by listening

Steiner schools encourage creativity and free thinking, so children can study art, music and gardening as well as
science and history. They don’t have to learn to read and write at an early age. At home Steiner schools the teachers can’t
use textbooks. They talk to the children, who learn by listening. Every morning the children have to go to special music and
movement classes called ‘eurhythmy’, which help them learn to concentrate. Very young children learn foreign languages
through music and song. Another difference from traditional schools is that at Steiner schools you don’t have to do any
tests or exams.

Starting young

A child learning music with the Suzuki method has to start as young as possible. Even two-year-old children can
learn to play difficult pieces of classical music. They do this by watching and listening. They learn by copying, just like
they learn their mother tongue. The child has to join in, but doesn’t have to get it right. They soon learn that they mustn’t
stop every time they make a mistake. They just carry on. The children have to practise for hours every day and they give
performances once a week, so they learn quickly.

HOTEL BUILDING
The growth of international tourism and business has stimulated a boom in hotel building in many countries. The
construction of in situ concrete external columns and precast floors and balcony units enabled the constructors to complete
the 38-storeyed Congress Hotel in Augsburg, the Federal Republic of Germany, in only nine months. The hotel occupies 17
of the floors above ground level, 15 contain flats and the two top floors contain restaurants and a viewing platform.



In each of the four-day working cycles the in situ concrete external columns for one floor were cast with their facings of
precast units as permanent formwork. The floor slabs were also placed in position, the joints grouted and the balcony slabs
fixed with welded connections and in situ concrete joints.

A new hotel in Honolulu shows the high rise solution in building a 550 room project.
The Tara Hotel built for Irish International Airlines was built in 27 months which was its total period.
